The Texas City Cultural Arts Foundation, Inc. Board of Directors meeting was held at 5:30 p.m., Thursday, March 8, 2007, in the City Hall Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room, 1801 9th Avenue North, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance: Directors: Liz Amato, Jami Clark, and Mary Dickson. President Clark declared a quorum present and officially opened the meeting at 5:40 p.m.

The minutes for the Texas City Cultural Arts Foundation, Inc. Board of Directors meeting held on February 7, 2007 were presented for consideration and approval.
