A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, November 7, 2007, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Tommy Clark, Dee Ann Haney, Dedrick Johnson, Mike Land, Donald Singleton and Carl Sullivan.
The Mayor called upon Pastor Wayne Clements, Memorial Lutheran Church, to offer the Invocation. The Mayor thanked Pastor Clements for his attendance and offering the invocation.  Commissioner Haney led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Mayor made the following presentations:

The Mayor presented a PROCLAMATION declaring November 1 – 12, 2007 Poppy Distribution Days on in Texas City.   The certificate read as follows:

Proclamation

I, Mayor of the City of Texas City, Texas, do hereby proclaim November 1 – 12, 2007 as

Poppy Distribution Days in Texas City

Whereas, America is the land of freedom, preserved and protected willingly and freely by citizen soldiers, millions of whom have served and died for our country in all wars; and

Whereas, the Red Poppy has been designated as a symbol of sacrifice of lives in all wars and reminds the community of the past sacrifices and continuing needs of our veterans and the program providing multiple benefits to the veterans and to the community; and

Whereas, the members of the Col. H. B. Moore American Legion Auxiliary Unit 89 of Texas City will be holding their annual Poppy Distribution Days on November 1 – 12, 2007 in Texas City.

Now, therefore, be it resolved that I, Matthew T. Doyle, Mayor of the City of Texas City am proud to honor the Auxiliary members of Post 89 for their commitment to the men and women who have made the ultimate sacrifice in the name of freedom by wearing the Memorial Poppy during these days. 

Commissioner Clark presented a PROCLAMATION to the Hospice Center declaring the month of November as National Hospice Month in Texas City, Texas.  Gail Venyah accepted the proclamation on behalf of the Hospice Center.  The certificate read as follows:

Mr. Carroll reported that this request came before the Zoning Commission on October 2, 2007.  Thirty-two property owners were notified of the intent to rezone.  There was one property owner in opposition to the rezoning.  The members were informed that this was originally designated on the plat of Amburn Oaks as a commercial reserve area when platting approval was granted.  After review of all pertinent information, the Zoning Commission voted to recommend approval of this request.  This request is not in conflict with the Land Use Plan or Zoning Ordinance for the City.

After review of all pertinent information, the Zoning Commission voted to recommend approval of this request. Mr. Carroll reported that this request came before the Zoning Commission on September 18, 2007.  Twenty-nine property owners were notified of the intent to rezone.  Three letters of opposition were received.  There is controversy regarding the recommendation to allow “B” (Duplex) in this residential area which has been in a transition/state of decline.  Staff and Zoning Commission believe that approval would create synergy for infill development expansion.  This is good for the neighborhood versus allowing it to continue to decline.  The existing property owners in opposition believe that “B” (Duplex) is comparable to “C” (Multi-family).  This is not the case; “B” (Duplex) is medium density.  “C” (Multi-family) is high density.  The property owners in opposition believe that only bad tenants will gravitate to this development if approved and allowed to be built.  This may or may not be true.  No one knows for sure; however, the ultimate decision to lease will rest with the landlord/property owner.  That decision will remain whether it is zoned “A” (Single Family) or “B” (Duplex).  It is not likely that the property owner would lease to bad tenants with their parents living next door.  A development agreement with additional stipulations requiring the property owner to properly maintain their property can be attached as a condition of approval.  This, however, is already available to the City Ordinance.  If this rezoning request is approved, this development will be required to be built with adherence to our recently adopted Brick Ordinance which in theory is the better urban design standard.  Conversely, if the status quo is allowed (“A” (Single Family Residential), the rental property would only be required to be built as a wood frame structure.  The brick/masonry design option is recommended and preferred by Staff.  This offers the best opportunity for sustain ability and attractiveness.  The other issues cited by the property owners are separate issues from the Land Use/Zoning Ordinance parameters.  Citizens are urged to become familiar with the City services available to them and coordinated with the appropriate City Staff/department heads for customer care and proper governance.  Finally, Staff has offered to meet with the concerned citizens and conduct a reconnaissance to further demonstrate how similar situated rezoning requests have worked well in residential neighborhoods with land use problems.  After review of all pertinent information and consideration of the opposition, the Zoning Commission voted to recommend approval of this request.  This request is not in conflict with the Land Use Plan or Zoning Ordinance for the City.

Vanessa Zeno addressed the Commission and provided an overview of the proposed development.  She explained the homes would be for Section 8 housing for the older residents and not geared toward younger people.  The duplexes will be 1,300 square feet with 2 bedrooms and 2 baths.  She said that her parents live next door to the site and they would oversee and maintain the property.

Robert Henderson spoke in opposition to the rezoning request. There are existing problems with the area already being repressed and these issues have not been addressed by the City such as drainage problems.  He also stated a concern about other vacant properties wanting to rezone to the same type of use.
Jessie McNair spoke in opposition to the request.  She stated the area was in a state of decline and she foresaw an increase in problems with drug activities, lack of property maintenance and the elderly being preyed on.  This would continue the decrease in property value.  A duplex would increase the problems by double what they would be if it were a single family residence.
Both speakers stated that they were not opposed to a single residence, a house, being built there.

	Larry Iles, Inspections Director, reported that the Zoning Commission held a Public Hearing ON September 18, 2007 to consider the recommendation to amend the Zoning Ordinance by adding the following:  (h)  The only exception will be one storage building not exceeding 225 square feet in floor area or 12 feet in height will be allowed in the 60’ setback area.  Foundations for storage buildings will be constructed on a treated wood foundation and not on concrete.  Storage buildings are not classified as permanent accessory buildings.  After review of all the information presented the Zoning Commission voted unanimously to approve the amendment.
