ARTICLE II.  BUILDING CODE

Sec. 22-31.  International Building Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

(a)
There is hereby adopted for and by the city a building code known as the International Building Code, 2003 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the International Code Council, Inc. which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary.

ARTICLE III.  AMUSEMENT DEVICE CODE*

Sec. 22-61.  International Amusement Device Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

(a)
There is hereby adopted for and by the city an amusement code known as the International Amusement Device Code, 2000 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the Southern Building Code Congress International, Inc. International Code Council, which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary.

DIVISION 5.  TECHNICAL REGULATIONS

Sec. 22-201.  National Electrical Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

(a)
There is hereby adopted for and by the city an electrical code known as the National Electrical Code, 2002 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the National Fire Protection Association and approved by the American National Standards Institute, which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary. Such code is hereby adopted as the minimum standard for the installation of all electrical wiring, devices and equipment in the city, except as otherwise specifically provided in this article.

DIVISION 2.  CODE

Sec. 22-261.  International Fuel Gas Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

There is hereby adopted by and for the city a gas code known as the International Fuel Gas Code, 2003 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, which code is published in a book form by the International Code Council, Inc. and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is on file in the office of the city secretary.

ARTICLE VI.  HOUSING CODE

Sec. 22-281.  International Housing Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

There is hereby adopted for and by the city a housing code known as the International Housing Code, 2003 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the International Code Council, Inc. which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary.

ARTICLE VIII.  MECHANICAL REGULATIONS

DIVISION 1.  GENERALLY

Sec. 22-341.  International Mechanical Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

There is hereby adopted for and by the city a mechanical code known as the International Mechanical Code, 2003 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the International Code Council, Inc., which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary.

DIVISION 2.  CONTRACTORS AND INSTALLERS*
Subdivision I.  In General

Sec. 22-361.  Duties of board of examiners Heating and A/C Advisory Board.

It shall be the duty of the board to hear the appeals of persons aggrieved by interpretation of the mechanical code or by a decision of the inspector and make recommendations to the staff. created in section 22-362 to examine and pass upon the fitness and qualification of each person applying for a master refrigeration and heating, master mechanical refrigeration and journeyman refrigeration and heating installer's license. The board shall certify to the mayor each applicant who is found by the board to possess satisfactory knowledge, fitness and ability and to have sufficient familiarity with and understanding of the rules and regulations governing the area of work requiring a license for which he has applied.

Sec. 22-362.  Composition of board of examiners.


There is hereby created a six-member contractors and installers examiners board consisting of:

(1) The building official.

(2) One duly licensed contractor appointed by the city commission, who shall hold either a class A or B license.

(3) Two persons appointed by the city commission, each of whom shall hold a master refrigeration and heating installer’s license.

(4) A mechanical engineer appointed by the city commission.

(5) The fire marshal.

Sec. 22-364.  Examination required.

Every person desiring to superintend the performance of any work, or perform any of the work himself, for which a license is required by this division, shall make application to and appear before the board of examiners created in this division and pass an examination as to his competency for the class of license desired by him as required by this division.

Sec. 22-365.  Time, place and rules for examinations.

The board created in this division shall designate the time and place of and prescribe the rules for examinations to be held by it and may hold examinations at such times as it deems necessary, provided examinations shall be held at least once every six months, and no applicant shall be required to await a first examination for a longer period than one month.

Sec. 22-366.  Validation of licenses.

Every license issued pursuant to this division shall be signed by the mayor and attested by the city secretary.

Sec. 22-367.  Transfer of license.

No license issued pursuant to the provisions of this division shall be transferable.

Sec. 22-368.  Duration of license; renewal.

All licenses required by the provisions of this division shall terminate one year from the date of issuance, and the holder of any license shall be entitled to have the license renewed without examination upon making due application and payment of the renewal fee within 30 days after termination of his license.

Sec. 22-370.  Exemption for persons holding master plumber's license.

Any person holding a master plumber's license issued by the state shall be exempt from the licensing requirements of this division insofar as it applies to the business of installing, repairing or altering heating equipment, or the superintendence of such work or the engaging in such work, only.

Subdivision II.  Contractors

Sec. 22-381.  Licensed workman required at job site.

No contractor shall engage in or carry on the work of installing, repairing or altering heating, air conditioning or mechanical refrigeration equipment unless a workman duly licensed under the provisions of this division is present at the job site at all times during the progress of the work.

Sec. 22-382.  Bond.

Each holder of a contractor's license issued under the provisions of this division shall, as a condition for the issuance of the license, furnish a surety bond payable to the city in the amount of $2,000.00 with such sureties as the mayor and commissioners shall approve and in a form approved by the city attorney, with the condition that the holder will comply with the laws of the state and ordinances of the city relating to the installation, repairing and alteration of the heating, air conditioning and mechanical refrigeration equipment or mechanical refrigeration equipment only, dependent upon the class of license applied for, and will pay all damages, costs and expenses caused by the contractor's negligence or failure to comply with the laws or ordinances, or that of the contractor's employees or agents or their failure to comply with the laws or ordinances.

Sec. 22-383.  License required.

It shall be unlawful for any person not the holder of an unexpired, unrevoked contractor's license under this division to contract for or engage in the business of installing, repairing or altering heating, air conditioning or mechanical refrigeration equipment in any building, structure or premises in the city. A contractor's license issued under the provisions of this division shall entitle the holder thereof to contract for, and engage in, the business, dependent upon the class of a license held by him, in compliance with the provisions of articles I, II and XII of this chapter and this division.

Sec. 22-384.  License classes.

(a)
When issued, a contractor's license shall be one of the classes described as follows:

(1)
Class A covers all types of heating, air conditioning and mechanical refrigeration equipment.

(2)
Class B covers mechanical refrigeration equipment only.

(b)
It shall be unlawful for the holder of any contractor's license issued under the provisions of this division to engage in any business other than the business which is authorized by the class of license held by him.

Sec. 22-385.  License fees.

There shall be charged for and collected, prior to the issuance of any contractor's license under this division, a fee therefor as follows:

Sec. 22-386.  Revocation or suspension of license.

Should the bond required by section 22-382 be for any reason terminated, the license of the contractor shall be suspended forthwith. It shall be a violation of this division for a contractor to perform any work or furnish any materials or conduct any business whatever pursuant to the provisions of this division while the license is suspended. If the bond is not reinstated or a new acceptable one furnished to the city within 30 days from the date of suspension, the license shall be revoked.

Subdivision III.  Installers

Sec. 22-401.  Qualifications.

Qualifications prerequisite to the issuance of master and journeyman installer's licenses to any person are as follows:

(1)
He shall be a person of not less than 18 years of age and be of good moral character.

(2)
He shall have the technical and practical knowledge necessary to satisfactorily pass the examination provided for a license.

(3)
He must be a workman having had at least two years' practical experience immediately preceding the date of his application engaged in the work contemplated by the license for which he has applied.

Sec. 22-402.  Master refrigeration and heating installer's license.

A master refrigeration and heating installer's license shall entitle the holder thereof to manage, superintend or work on any job of installing, repairing or altering air conditioning, heating and refrigeration equipment as the manager or representative of a holder of a contractor's class A or class B license. No person shall so manage, superintend or work on such a job without the master's license required by this section, except that, if the job is limited to mechanical refrigeration, the master's license provided for in section 22-403 shall be sufficient.

Sec. 22-403.  Master mechanical refrigeration installer's license.

A master mechanical refrigeration installer's license shall entitle the holder thereof to manage, superintend or work on any job of installing, repairing or altering mechanical refrigeration equipment only as the manager or representative of a holder of a contractor's class A or B license. No person shall so manage, superintend or work on such a job without the master's license required by either section 22-402 or this section.

Sec. 22-404.  Journeyman installer's license.

The holder of a journeyman installer's license shall be entitled to work as an employee of a contractor under the direct supervision of a master refrigeration and heating installer or a master mechanical refrigeration installer. No person shall be entitled to so work without a license, except that an apprentice installer or laborer may work on the job when directly supervised by a workman duly licensed under the provisions of this division.

Sec. 22-406.  Temporary licenses.

The city engineer may authorize the granting of a temporary license as a master refrigeration and heating installer, a master mechanical refrigeration installer or a journeyman installer to a qualified person to be effective until the person can receive an examination for a permanent license from the board of examiners; provided that the temporary licensee shall have pending at the time of issuance of the temporary license an application to receive an examination. Only one temporary license shall be issued to a single individual, and in no event shall the temporary license extend for a period of more than 30 days.

ARTICLE XI.  INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE*

Sec. 22-501.  International Property Maintenance Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

There is hereby adopted for and by the city a code known as the International Property Maintenance Code, 2003 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the International Code Council, Inc., which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary. Said code is adopted as the code for regulating the property maintenance requirements in the city.

ARTICLE XIII.  INTERNATIONAL ENERGY CONSERVATION CODE

Sec. 22-565.  International energy conservation code adopted; conflicting regulations.

(a)
There is hereby adopted for and by the city a code concerning energy conservation in all residential, commercial, and industrial construction known as the International Energy Conservation Code, 2003 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the International Code Council, Inc., which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary. Said code is adopted as the code for regulating the design, construction, quality of materials, erection, installation, alteration, repair, location, relocation, replacement, addition to, use or maintenance of, the building envelope, mechanical, lighting and power systems in the city.

ARTICLE XVI.  INTERNATIONAL EXISTING BUILDING CODE

Sec. 22-586.  International Existing Building Code adopted; conflicting regulations.

There is hereby adopted for and by the city a code known as the International Existing Building Code, 2003 2006 edition, with appendices and amendments thereto, passed and recommended by the International Code Council, Inc., which code is published in book form and which is referred to, incorporated in this section and made a part of this section for all purposes. A copy of such code is filed of record in the office of the city secretary. Said code is adopted as the code for regulating the repair, alteration, change of occupancy, addition and relocation of existing buildings in the city.
