A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, April 16, 2008, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Tommy Clark, Dee Ann Haney, Dedrick Johnson, Mike Land and Donald Singleton.
The Mayor declared a quorum present and called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. 

The Mayor called upon Dr. John Stewart, First Christian Church Disciples of Christ, to offer the Invocation.  The Mayor thanked Dr. Stewart for his attendance and offering the invocation.  Commissioner Dedrick Johnson led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

REPORTS
a. City of Texas City’s Quarterly Investment Report for quarters ending December 31, 2007 and March 31, 2008. (Financial Dept.)

Cheryl Hunter, Financial Director, gave the investment report for quarter ending December 31, 2007.  A summary of the transactions in the portfolio for the quarter are as follows:  Investments at the Beginning of the Period-Book Value equaled $36,164,713; Investment Purchases/Additions - $134,243; Investment Maturities/Deletions - ($6,500,000); Amortization (Premium/Discount) $115,914; Accrued Interest 12-31-07- $221,079; Investments at the End of the Period-Book Value equaled $30,135,949.  Investments at the Beginning of the Period - Market Value equaled $36,236,177; Investment Purchases/Additions $134,243; Investment Maturities/Deletions ($6,500,000); Change in Fair Market Value came to $146,626; Accrued Interest 12-31-07 - $221,079; Investments at the End of the Period-Market Value equaled $30,238,125.  The Portfolio Composition is composed of 1.67% in Treasury Securities, 64.97% in Agency Securities, 32.08% Certificates of Deposit, 1.28% in Bank Deposits.   Ms. Hunter reported that the Benchmark Rate of Return on the 3-month T-Bill was 3.24; the 6-month, 3.40; the 1-year, 3.32 and the City’s is 5.083.
Cheryl Hunter, Financial Director, gave the investment report for quarter ending March 31, 2008.  A summary of the transactions in the portfolio for the quarter are as follows:  Investments at the Beginning of the Period-Book Value equaled $29,914,870; Investment Purchases/Additions – $27,452,702; Investment Maturities/Deletions - $(10,317,332); Amortization (Premium/Discount) $69,981; Accrued Interest 3-31-08 – $206,095; Investments at the End of the Period-Book Value equaled $47,326,316.  Investments at the Beginning of the Period - Market Value equaled $30,017,046; Investment Purchases/Additions $27,452,702; Investment Maturities/Deletions ($10,317,332); Change in Fair Market Value - $194,260; Accrued Interest 03-31-08 - $206,095; Investments at the End of the Period-Market Value equaled $47,552,771.  The Portfolio Composition is composed of 34.21% in Agency Securities, 16.04% Certificates of Deposit, 49.75% in Bank Deposits.   Ms. Hunter reported that the Benchmark Rate of Return on the 3-month T-Bill was 1.310; the 6-month, 1.470; the 1-year, 1.490 and the City’s is 4.725.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A BID AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO ANNUAL CONTRACTS FOR THE PURCHASE AND DELIVERY OF VARIOUS TURF CHEMICALS AND FERTILIZER PRODUCTS FOR THE CITY’S BAYOU GOLF COURSE; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to APPROVE the CONSENT AGENDA items a. and c.; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Clark.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
b. Consider approval of Resolution No. 08-030 approving and awarding a bid for the purchase of one (1) 2008 Mobile Command Center.

Bruce Clawson, Emergency Management Coordinator, reported that the City is in partnership with DOW to build a Mobile Command Center.  This is the initial part of it; it is actually the skeleton of the Mobile Command Center.  The initial bids were well over $100,000. This bid came in at about $60,000 which was about 50% of what the initial bids were plus we received more equipment and more rigid specifications on it.  We have two more phases and a couple more parts to complete this project.  The Mayor noted that this is not a motorized command center; it is a Mobile Command Center that can be hooked up to almost any pick-up that we have in the City that is ¾ ton or better.  That provides good versatility and a better way to respond.
