ORDINANCE NO. 08-19
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 07-32, ADOPTING THE 2007-2008 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PURCHASE OF A 30-ACRE TRACT IN SAN LEON FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT FACILITY; DIRECTING THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO FILE OR CAUSE TO BE FILED A COPY OF THE AMENDED BUDGET IN THE OFFICE OF THE GALVESTON COUNTY CLERK AND THE STATE COMPTROLLER’S OFFICE; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 07-32, the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, adopted its budget for Fiscal Year 2007-2008; and,

WHEREAS, a budget amendment is needed to provide funding for purchase of a 30-acre tract in San Leon for the construction of a new Wastewater Treatment Plant facility; and

WHEREAS, the site is in Zone 3 of the Capital Recovery Plan, however, there is no development or revenue activity from this zone; and

WHEREAS,   currently, there are two development or revenue activities from this process, which are Southlake and Grayson Communities; and

WHEREAS, it is intended that the source of funding will be the General Fund until revenues are generated, at which time the fund will be reimbursed;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1:
That the facts and matters set forth in the preamble of this Ordinance are hereby found to be true and correct.

SECTION 2:
That the budget for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 of the City of Texas City, Texas, is hereby amended as follows:

SECTION 3:
That the chief executive officer shall file or cause to be filed a copy of this budget amendment in the office of the Galveston County Clerk and the State Comptroller’s Office.

SECTION 4:
That the Charter requirement for reading this Ordinance on three (3) separate days has been dispensed by a majority vote of all members of the City Commission.

SECTION 5:
That this Ordinance shall be finally passed and adopted on the date of its introduction and shall become effective from and after its passage and adoption.
