A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, May 7, 2008, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners: Tommy Clark, Dee Ann Haney, Dedrick Johnson, Mike Land and Donald Singleton.
The Mayor declared a quorum present and called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. 

The Mayor called upon Reverend Robert Maxey, Greater Macedonia Baptist Church, to offer the Invocation.  The Mayor thanked Reverend Maxey for his attendance and offering the invocation.  Commissioner Dedrick Johnson led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.

Whereas, the members of the law enforcement agency of Texas City play an essential role in safeguarding the rights and freedoms of Texas City; and

Whereas, it is important that all citizens know and understand the duties, responsibilities, hazards, and sacrifices of their law enforcement agency, and that members of our law enforcement agency recognize their duty to serve the people by safeguarding life and property, by protecting them against violence and disorder, and by protecting the innocent against deception and the weak against oppression; and

Chief Burby announced that the Police Memorial Service would be held at the Galveston Criminal Justice Center at 10:00 a.m. on May 15.

He also reported that the Citizens Police Academy would hold its 20th graduation on May 15th at 6:30 p.m.

PUBLIC HEARING
a. Grason Communities requests to rezone form “A” (Single-Family Residential) to “I” (Planned Unit Development) for a commercial and residential development; being 492.662 acres out of the B.B.B. & C.R.R. Survey, A-629 and the J.S. Jones Survey, A-129; located North of FM 517 and going south to Dickinson Bayou, Texas City, Texas. 

Mayor Doyle stated that this item would be continued to the next Regular City Commission Meeting, which will be May 21, 2008.
b. Brandon Fleshman requests to rezone from “A” (Single Family Residential) to “O-P” (Office Professional) for a dental office; being part of Lot 185 (185-3), Jemison Addition; located at 2303 29th Street North, Texas City, Texas.

Don Carroll, City Planner, reported that this issue was deliberated by the Zoning Commission, the stake holders in attendance and City Staff on March 18, 2008.  This deliberation was during a regularly scheduled rezoning public hearing.  The proposal is to build a dental office 2,400 square feet on a .4860 parcel address being 2303 29th Street.  There were no controversial issues associated with this rezoning request.  There were no property owners present to indicate opposition to this rezoning intent.  The request is not in conflict with the City’s Land Use Plan or Zoning Ordinance.  After listening to the property owners in favor of the request and the Staff reports, the Zoning Commission members present voted to unanimously to recommend approval of this request.
c. The City of Texas City requests to amend Section 40-94, location of the Gateway Overlay District, by adding FM 3436 from SH 646 south to FM 517.
Mr. Carroll reported that this issue was deliberated by the Zoning Commission, the stake holders in attendance and City Staff on March 18, 2008.  There were two property owners present that submitted letters of opposition.  This is a City initiated rezoning request.  It is sought for curing an administrative oversight/defect by Staff’s omission to include this State right-of-way in the last group of amendment inclusions (right-of-ways) which were finalized in August of 2006.  There are no objections to this intent, as it has been well established as a City initiative that first originated in 1999.  Within the Gateway Corridor, the City is simply requiring that all new development within its Gateway entrances adhere to and incorporate enhanced performance and urban design standards in order to make the city more attractive and sustainable. This intent in the end will also equate to a higher investment return for property owners over time.  Specifically, this is in the context of appreciation of property values.  After hearing Staff reports and the concerns of the stake holders present, the Zoning Commission members present unanimously voted to recommend adding FM 3436 as a component right-of-way to the City’s Gate Way Corridor Overlay District.

Commissioner Clark made a MOTION to CLOSE the Public Hearings, item b. and c.; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

PRELIMINARY ZONING APPROVAL

a. Grason Communities requests to rezone form “A” (Single-Family Residential) to “I” (Planned Unit Development) for a commercial and residential development. 

Commissioner Clark made a MOTION to CONTINUE the Public Hearing; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Johnson.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.  The public hearing will be held on May 21, 2008.
b. Brandon Fleshman requests to rezone from “A” (Single Family Residential) to “O-P” (Office Professional) for a dental office.

Commissioner Singleton made a MOTION to grant preliminary zoning approval to Brandon Fleshman request to rezone from “A” (Single Family Residential) to “O-P” (Office Professional) for a dental office; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Clark.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

c. Consider approval of extension for Stanley W. Armentor/Nai Pham a rezoning from “O” (Open Space) to “S-P” (Site Plan) for commercial warehouse and future commercial development; being Lots 1, 1A, 2, and part of Lots 3, 4 and 4A, Block 95, Tract 2, 3, San Leon Form Home Tracts, located east of Highway 146 between Dickinson Bayou and Ave. T. (Planning Dept.)

Commissioner Johnson made a MOTION to APPROVE a six-month extension for a rezoning from “O” (Open Space) to “S-P” (Site Plan) for commercial warehouse and future commercial development; being Lots 1, 1A, 2, and part of Lots 3, 4 and 4A, Block 95, Tract 2, 3, San Leon Form Home Tracts, located east of Highway 146 between Dickinson Bayou and Ave. T; the motion was SECONDED by Mayor Doyle; Commissioners Clark, Haney, Land and Singleton voted AGAINST an extension.  MOTION FAILED.

Section 58 of the Code of Ordinances, City of Texas City contains information regarding the Flood Hazard Reduction Provisions; it was found that there is a need for clarification and that additional information needed to be added.  It was recommended that 8.  “all new construction or any substantial improvement located in a non-special flood hazard shall be constructed at 7’ mean sea level or 18” above the curb of the street, whichever is greater”, be added to Section 58-84.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING APPENDIX A (ZONING) OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, GALVESTON COUNTY, TEXAS, ALSO KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, BY AMENDING SECTION 40-94 “LOCATION OF THE GATEWAY OVERLAY DISTRICT” ADDING FM 3436 FROM SH 646 SOUTH TO FM 517, TEXAS CITY, GALVESTON COUNTY, TEXAS; ORDERING SAID CHANGES MADE ON THE CITY ZONING MAP; CONTAINING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; DISPENSING WITH THE CHARTER REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.

b. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 08-18 amending the City of Texas City’s fiscal year 2007/2008 budget to provide funding for the Engineering and Architectural Contract of the Central High Park Facilities and addition to the Showboat Pavilion.  (Finance Dept.)

A budget amendment is needed to provide funding for the Engineering of the Central High Park Facilities and addition to the Showboat Pavilion.  Bay Architects have been contracted to design a new recreational facility at Central High Park and a warming kitchen at the Showboat Pavilion.  The engineering fees will be $230,000.00, which is approximately 7% of the estimated construction cost of $3,260,000.00.  Funds are available in the General Fund.

A budget amendment is needed to purchase a 30-acre tract in San Leon for the construction of a new Wastewater Treatment Plant facility.  The site is in Zone 3 of the Capital Recovery Plan, however, there is no development or revenue activity from this zone.  Currently, there are two development projects in the review and approval process, which are Southlake and Grayson Communities.  The source of funding will be the General Fund until revenues are generated, at which time the fund will be reimbursed.
