ORDINANCE NO. 08-22
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF TEXAS CITY, CHAPTER 54. FIRE PREVENTION AND PROTECTION, BY AMENDING SECTION 53-32 PERTAINING TO THE REQUIREMENTS FOR APPOINTING THE FIRE MARSHAL; REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT WITH THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.
WHEREAS, Chapter 54 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Texas City pertains to fire prevention and protection; and,

WHEREAS, section 54-32 specifically governs the requirements of appointment of the fire marshal; and,

WHEREAS, the Fire Chief recommends the City amend the requirements governing the appointment of the fire marshal and adopt minimum requirements for the position; 

NOW THEREFORE, the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, finds it in the best interest of the City to amend section 54-32 of the City Code and adopt minimum requirements for the position of fire marshal.

SECTION 1:
That The Code of Ordinances of the City of Texas City, Texas, Chapter 54. “Fire Prevention and Protection”, is hereby amended by amending section 54-32 to read and provide as follows:

“ARTICLE II.  FIRE MARSHAL

Sec. 54-31.  Position established.

The position of fire marshal is hereby created as a position of the fire department reporting to the fire chief or his designee.

Sec. 54-32.  Appointment, removal and compensation.

(a)
The fire marshal shall be an appointed position within the fire department, and shall be assigned and appointed by the Fire Chief. The fire marshal may be assigned and appointed from any classification within the fire department. 

(b)
The following shall be minimum requirements for the appointment of fire marshal:


(i)
Must be a Certified Basic Inspector, as certified by the Texas 



Commission on Fire Protection;


(ii)
Must have passed each section of the examination (Inspector 1, 



Inspector 2, and Plans Examiner 1) with a minimum score of 70%;


(iii)
Must have obtained the Certified Basic Fire Investigator certification 


from the Texas Commission on Fire Protection; and


(iv)
Must have obtained the Certified Intermediate Structural Fire Fighter 


certification from the Texas Commission on Fire Protection or have 


obtained the educational requirements and are waiting on time-



in-grade only.

The fire marshal shall be an appointed position within the fire department, subject to approval of the city commission. The fire marshal shall be appointed from the classification of captain in accordance with the current collective bargaining agreement. The fire marshal shall serve at the pleasure of the city in accordance with the current collective bargaining agreement between the International Association of Fire Fighters, Local 1259, and the city.

SECTION 2: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby expressly repealed to the extent of such conflict. 


SECTION 3:
That, in the event any section, clause, sentence, paragraph, or part of this Ordinance shall be for any reason adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect, invalidate, or impair the remainder of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4: That the Charter requirement for reading this Ordinance on three (3) separate days has been dispensed by a majority vote of all members of the City Commission.
