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ZONING COMMISSION MINUTES


May 20, 2008

The Zoning Commission for the City of Texas City met in a regularly scheduled  meeting on Tuesday, May 20, 2008 at 5:15 p.m.  Board members present were: Chairman Tom Medlin, Bert Dahl, James Horan, Perry O’Brien and Gilbert Torres.  Staff members present were: Don Carroll, Brian Falk and Julie Morreale.  Citizens present were: Carol Kirtley, Wilma Munoz and Barket Ali.

Chairman Medlin welcomed everyone and explained the procedure for the Public Hearings.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES.  The minutes from the May 15, 2008  meeting were approved on a motion by James Horan/Bert Dahl.  All members present voted aye.
ITEM NO. 1     Shahrokh Shahroodi request approval to rezone from “O” (Open Space) to “E” (General Business) for hotel/motel.  Being part of Lot 38, Lot 39, Lot 40, Lot 41, Lot 42, Lot 43; Block 143 and part of Block 152 and a 60' abandoned roadway (21st street); Subdivision Clifton by the Sea, being a part of approximately 0.9000 acres.  Located in the 4700 block of Hwy 146 (Action). Mr. Carroll stated that 3 property owners were notified of the intent to rezone, to date no correspondence has been received  indicating opposition to the request.  Mr. Carroll then read the comments from the various Department Heads.  The comments were as follows: Planning Director, “No objections to intent. Sign and parking lot must meet development requirement of the city.  Should coordinate drive way entrance with TxDot.  Not in conflict with Zoning Ordinance or Land Use Plan”.  Public Works Director, “No objections”.  Fire Marshall, “No objections”.  Tax Assessor-Collector, “No delinquent city, county or school tax”.  City Engineer, “No objections”. Building Official, “No objections”.  The Public Hearing was then opened on a motion by Bert Dahl/James Horan.  All members present voted aye. Mr. Barket Ali addressed the Commission for Mr. Shahroodi.  He presented a conceptual plan and stated he wants to purchase the property and construct a hotel.  Mr. Carroll stated that only the sign and a portion of the parking lot would be in Texas City’s jurisdiction. Mr. Medlin requested to see the property lines regarding which area on the map would be under Texas City’s jurisdiction and Mr. Gilbert Torres requested to see where the sign would be located on the property.  Mr. Carroll indicated on the map the property lines and the area being requested for rezoning for the hotel sign. Mr. Gilbert asked what input would Texas City have regarding the sign to be constructed.  Mr. Carroll noted that a copy of Texas City’s Sign Ordinance has been given to the applicants and they will work with the Building Official to meet the requirements.  Mr. Medlin offered to hear from the citizens present.  The citizens present did not have any comments.  After a brief discussion, a motion to close the Public Hearing was made by Bert Dahl/James Horan.  All members present voted aye.  A motion to recommend approval to rezone the property from “O” (Open Space) to “E” (General Business) for a hotel/motel was made by Perry O’Brien/James Horan.  All members present voted aye.

ITEM NO. 2
 Other Business

Mr. Carroll stated the final draft of the Subdivision Ordinance, Development Application and Submittals package, Board of Adjustment Application/ info to applicants have been completed and inquired if all the commission members had received a copy.  All members present stated they had received the final draft.  He further stated the final draft was approved by the Planning Board and a workshop will be scheduled with the Zoning Commission regarding the changes.

After a brief discussion a motion was made by Tom Medlin/James Horan to adjourn.  All members present voted aye.
