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ZONING COMMISSION MINUTES


August 20, 2008

The Zoning Commission for the City of Texas City met in a regularly scheduled  meeting on Tuesday, August 20, 2008 at 5:15 p.m.  Board members present were: Chairman Tom Medlin, Gilbert Torres and Yvonne Chatelain.  Staff members present were: Donald Carroll, Doug Kneupper, Brian Falk and Julie Morreale.  Citizens present were William Chuoke and Doug Temple.

Chairman Medlin welcomed everyone.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES.  The minutes from the August 5, 2008 meeting were approved on a motion by Gilbert Torres/Yvonne Chatelain.  All members present voted aye.
ITEM NO. 1     Continued - Doug Temple c/o United Service Alliance Inc. request to rezone from“E” (General Business) to “F” (Light Industry) for additional warehouse.   Being part of Abst 125 Page 3 NW PT of Blk 4 (400-3), Sub. S, Kohfeldt’s Resub.  Being approximately 1.667 Acres.  Located at 5201 Emmett F. Lowry . (Action) Mr. Donald Carroll gave an overview of the request to rezone.  He then stated that five property owners were notified of the intent to rezone and to date no letters of opposition have been received.  Mr. Carroll  then read the comments from the various Department Heads.  The comments were as follows: Public Works, “No objection”.  Fire Marshal, “No objection”.  Tax Assessor, “No delinquent tax”.  Planning Director, “No objection to rezoning intent, not in conflict with LUP or Zoning Ordinance.  Must adhere to all performance standards associated with this Zoning District".  Building Official, “No objections”. City Engineer, “Business Industrial Growth Area on Land Use Plan supports this request.  Don’t want to get any closer than this to FM 1764 with Light Industrial Zoning”. The Public Hearing was then opened on a motion by Gilbert Torres/Yvonne Chatelain.  All members present voted aye. Mr. Doug Temple gave an overview of his rezoning request.  Mr. Gilbert Torres asked why this item was continued from the previous Zoning Commission meeting.  Mr. Carroll stated the applicant was not present at the last meeting.  After a brief discussion, a motion to close the Public Hearing was made by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.   A motion to approve the rezoning request was made by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.
ITEM NO. 2      William A. Chuoke, Jr. request to rezone from“A” (Single Family Residential) to “E” (General Business) for commercial retail/office center.   Being part of Abst. 208 Page 14, W. Wilson Survey, TRS. 235 & 236.  Being approximately 2.75 Acres.  Located at 9020 Emmett F. Lowry (Action)  Mr. Donald Carroll gave an overview of the request.  Mr. Carroll stated 13 property owners were notified of the intent to rezone and to date no letters of opposition have been received.  Mr. Carroll  then read the comments from the various Department Heads.  The comments were as follows: Public Works, “No objection”.  Fire Marshal, “No objection”.  Tax Assessor, “No delinquent taxes”.  Planning Director, “No objection, must adhere to Gateway Ordinance provisions regarding performance standards.  Not in conflict with Zoning Ordinance or Land Use Plan".  Building Official, “No objections”.  The Public Hearing was then opened on a motion by Gilbert Torres/Yvonne Chatelain.  All members present voted aye.  Mr. Chuoke presented a conceptual commercial/retail plan for the property.  After a brief discussion, a motion to close the Public Hearing was made by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.   A motion to approve the rezoning request was made by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.
ITEM NO. 3      ADDING SECTION 40-52.  Development Plan -Section 40-52.  Development Plan – Citing requirements for Site Plan approval (Action) Mr. Donald Carroll presented a memorandum (attached) regarding the Development Plan - Section 40-52.  Mr. Carroll asked the Commission members if they had read the Development Plan - Section 40-52.  All members present stated they have read the Development Plan (attached).  After a brief discussion, a motion to approve the addition of Section 40-52, Development Plan, was made by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.

ITEM NO. 4   Other Business. - Stephen Taylor request waiver of requirements for construction of metal building at 7514 Wetzel, consisting of 2 ½ acres.  Mr. Brian Falk stated this item is being withdrawn from the agenda schedule.  

After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Gilbert Torres/Yvonne Chatelain to adjourn.  All members present voted aye.
