
RESOLUTION NO. 08-090
A RESOLUTION AWARDING A BID AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN ANNUAL CONTRACT FOR CONTROL SYSTEM MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS WITH O’DAY INSTRUMENTS, LLC; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, on September 26, 2008, request for proposal packets were mailed to seven (7) area vendors for the Control System Maintenance and Repairs Annual Contract, Bid No. 2009-921; and,
WHEREAS, the request for proposals were due on Friday, October 10, 2008, at 2:00 p.m.; and,

WHEREAS, the lowest bid received meeting specifications was received by O’Day Instruments, LLC, in Santa Fe, Texas, for the proposed scope of work and cost for a bi-monthly site maintenance.  The total first year cost to perform the yearly maintenance is $24,980.00.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the successful bidder for the Control System Maintenance and Repairs Annual Contract is O’Day Instruments, LLC.

SECTION 2: That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into an annual contract with O’Day Instruments, LLC, for Control System Maintenance and Repairs, Bid No. 2009-921 for the total first year cost to perform the yearly maintenance being $24,980.00.

That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
