
RESOLUTION NO. 08-104
A RESOLUTION SETTING A PUBLIC HEARING ON JANUARY 21, 2009, TO DISCUSS AND REVIEW AMENDMENTS TO LAND USE ASSUMPTIONS, CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN AND IMPACT FEES ASSOCIATED WITH THE CAPITAL RECOVERY PROGRAM; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.


WHEREAS, State Statute requires a review of the Updated Land Use, Capital Improvements and Impact Fees every five years;


WHEREAS, the current City plan was last reviewed the latter part of 2003;

WHEREAS, Section 395.053, Texas Local Government Code, directs and states that a governing body of the political subdivision shall, within 60 days after the date it receives the update of the land use assumptions and the capital improvements plan, adopt an order setting a pubic hearing to discuss and review the update and shall determine whether to amend the plan;
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 395.053 of the Texas Local Government Code it is in the best interest of the City to hold said public hearing to discuss and review amendments to the Land Use Assumptions and Capital Improvement Plan; and  


WHEREAS, Capital Recovery Fee is an incremental fee charged to each new development based on the impact that development will have on the City’s significant water and sewer facilities; and


WHEREAS, the Capital Recovery Fee provides a fair way to share in the cost of major capital facilities for new developments; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:
SECTION 1:
That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby sets and approves the Public Hearing to be held on January 21, 2009, at 5:00 p.m., in the City Hall Kenneth Nunn City Commission Room to discuss and review amendments to the Land Use Assumptions and Capital Improvement Plan.
SECTION 2:
That prior to the public hearing date staff will present the Impact Fee Report to the Advisory Committee for their feedback and/or concurrence with the Land Use Assumptions and Capital Improvement Plan and that this Advisory Committee will prepare a letter to the City Commission stating their recommendations.

SECTION 3:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
