
RESOLUTION NO. 09-006
A RESOLUTION AWARDING A BID AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT FOR THE PURCHASE AND DELIVERY OF SIX (6) 2009 MODEL 3/4 TON PICK UP TRUCK, ONE (1) 2009 MODEL SERVICE BODY AND ONE (1) 2009 MODEL SUV; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, on December 22, 2008, bids were mailed to area vendors for the purchase and delivery of six (6) 2009 Model 3/4 ton Pick Up Trucks, one (1) 2009 Model Service Body and one (1) 2009 Model SUV, Bid No. 2009-193; and

WHEREAS, the vehicles are to be utilized by the following departments:

Specification “A” – Utilities

Specification “B” – Street and Bridge

Specification “C” – Street and Bridge (1); Sanitation (1); Utilities (2)

Specification “D” – Utilities

Specification “E” – Utilities

WHEREAS, funds are available as follows:  Street & Bridge Capital equipment Replacement Fund, Sanitation Capital Equipment Replacement Fund, Wastewater Treatment Plant Expenses and Water Distribution Capital; and

WHEREAS, bids opened on Wednesday, January 8, 2009, and the lowest bid received meeting specifications was received from Helfman Ford for a total bid price of $151,325.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the successful bidder for the purchase and delivery of six (6) 2009 Model 3/4 ton Pick Up Trucks, one (1) 2009 Model Service Body and one (1) 2009 Model SUV, Bid No. 2009-193, in the amount of $151,325.00, was Helfman Ford, Stafford, Texas.


SECTION 2: That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with Helfman Ford for the purchase and delivery of six (6) 2009 Model 3/4 ton Pick Up Trucks, one (1) 2009 Model Service Body and one (1) 2009 Model SUV, Bid No. 2009-193, for the respective unit prices bid in Exhibit “A”, as attached hereto and incorporated herein for all intents and purposes.

SECTION 3:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
