REQUEST FOR COMMENTS
The County of Galveston, City of Texas City, City of La Marque, and City of Galveston propose to submit a joint application for 2009 Justice Assistance Grant funds.  The application will be submitted on July 9, 2009 to the U. S. Department of Justice.

The county and three cities propose to divide the JAG grant amount of $126,003.00 into four equal portions.  Funds will be used by each jurisdiction to purchase technology components enabling better communication and equipment to enhance safety of law enforcement officers in these jurisdictions.  
Millions of dollars worth of homeland security funds have been used in Galveston County to enable police officers, EMS, fire and other responders to communicate on the same radio channels across jurisdictional lines.  This meets a critical national, state and regional mandate to improve interoperability.

Additionally, safety equipment designed to lessen risk to law enforcement officers and enhance their service to the public, are also earmarked for acquisition with these funds.  

To offset the cost to taxpayers, the jurisdictions propose to use JAG funding to procure equipment and technology.  Previously, 2005 JAG funds of $129,064, 2006 funds of $81,320, 2007 JAG funds of $ 119,436, 2008 JAG funds of $29,497 were dedicated to these types of projects. 
The 2009 project application was distributed via email to city and county officials in the four jurisdictions on June 8, 2009.  County Commissioners Court approved the submission of a joint application at their regular meeting on July 1, 2009.  The actual application will be submitted online via the government’s GMS system on July 8, 2009, 31 days after the application was first circulated.
