A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AWARDING A BID AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT FOR A 4-INCH FORCE MAIN ALONG FM 519, SH LOOP 197 AND 14TH STREET SOUTH PROJECT; PROVIDING FOR CHANGE ORDERS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 
WHEREAS, in November 2008, the City entered into agreements with Claunch & Miller and BP Amoco Chemical wherein Claunch & Miller was authorized to design a 4-inch Force Main that would serve an area of BP’s facility;

WHEREAS, the agreement stipulates that BP funds the engineering ($140,000.00) and construction ($352,000.00 estimate), as well as constructing a private, on-site lift station;

WHEREAS, the route of the force main is along FM 519, Loop 197 and along 14th Street to 8th Avenue South where it connects to an existing City sewer line;

WHEREAS, on June 2, 2009, bid packets were sent out to area vendors for Bid No. 2009-204, 4-inch Force Main along FM 519, SH Loop 197 and 14th Street South Project;

WHEREAS, bids were opened on June 18, 2009, with the lowest responsible bid received meeting all specifications submitted by Calco Contracting, Inc., Houston, Texas, for a total bid amount of $362,294.00, as set out on the Bid Tabulation, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and made a part hereof; and
WHEREAS, HDR Claunch & Miller has submitted a letter of recommendation for Calco Contracting, Inc., attached hereto as Exhibit “B”, and made a part hereof.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the successful bidder for the 4-inch Force Main along FM 519, SH Loop 197 and 14th Street South Project, Bid No. 2009-204, is Calco Contracting, Inc.


SECTION 2: That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with Calco Contracting, Inc. for the 4-inch Force Main along FM 519, SH Loop 197 and 14th Street South Project, for the base bid amount of $362,294.00.
SECTION 3: That the Mayor is hereby authorized to approve Change Orders, not to exceed 25% of the contract amount, without bringing the matter before the Commission.


SECTION 4:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
