MAYOR’S COMMENTS

Mayor noted that the new ambulance, which was part of the grant from bp is parked in front of City Hall.  The fire chief brought it here so everyone could get a good look at it.  The ambulance cost approximately $135,000.00.  
Don Carroll, commented on the 2010 Census.  He stated that the Census resolution simply affirms the City’s support and partnership with the U.S. Census Bureau for the 2010 Census Campaign.  The City’s partnership with the Census Bureau will include collaborative facilitation and dissemination of related Census Community Outreach information.  The pending work with the City, Census Bureau and our Complete Count Committee is our effort to achieve 100% participation in completing the pending U.S. Census survey which in turn, will equate to 100% accuracy in counting all of our citizens residing in Texas City.  Our Complete Count Committee Chairman is Mr. Mark Ciavaglia and the Co-Chairman is Commissioner Dee Ann Haney.  Complete Count Committee’s next meeting is tentatively set for August 5th
