
RESOLUTION NO. 09-076
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY OF GALVESTON AND THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY REGARDING THE PARTIAL FUNDING OF IMPROVEMENTS TO CITY STREETS KNOWN AS 9TH AVENUE (PALMER HWY.) AND 6TH STREET WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, an Interlocal Governmental Agreement is requested between the County of Galveston and the City of Texas City for the partial funding of improvements to city streets known as 9th Avenue (Palmer Hwy.) and 6th Street, Texas City, Texas, as required by Transportation Code §251.012; and,

WHEREAS, the County of Galveston, acting on behalf of itself and the other parties, has agreed to allocate $9,200,000 in road funds to be used as the County’s share for said improvements; and

WHEREAS, the project consists of the replacement of pavement with concrete and utility replacement on 9th Avenue (Palmer Hwy.) between 14th Street and bay Street and  the replacement of pavement with concrete and utility replacement on 6th Street, between Texas Avenue and 11th Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the County will partially finance a share of the Project, up to a maximum expenditure of $9,200,000; and

WHEREAS, the City will be responsible to provide funding for or obtain funding from other outside sources for all additional Project costs, if any; and

WHEREAS, nothing shall preclude the County from providing additional funds for this Project, but the County shall be under no obligation to do so; and
WHEREAS, if the actual Project costs are less than the $9,200,000 County allocation, the County and City may mutually agree to utilize the difference on another 2008 County road bond project within the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Commission hereby approves an Interlocal Agreement between the County of Galveston and the City of Texas City regarding the partial funding of improvements to city streets known as 9th Avenue (Palmer Hwy.) and 6th Street.

SECTION 2:
That the Mayor is authorized to execute the Agreement in substantially the same form as attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.     

SECTION 3:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
