
RESOLUTION NO. 09-078
A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE AWARD OF A BID AND ACKNOWLEDGING THE AUTHORITY OF THE CHAIRMAN OF THE TEXAS CITY ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION AND THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH D.T. CONSTRUCTION FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE NEW CARVER COMMUNITY CENTER; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, on June 21, 2009, bids were picked up and/or mailed to area vendors for the construction of the new Carver Community Center, Bid No. 2009-205; and

WHEREAS, bids opened on July 14, 2009, and the lowest bid received meeting specifications was submitted by D. T. Construction; and

WHEREAS, this bid has been awarded and approved by the Texas City Economic Development Corporation; and

WHEREAS, funding is to be provided solely by Texas City Economic Development Corporation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1:  That in accordance with Tex. Rev. Civ. Stat. Ann. Art. 5190.6 §23(a)(13), the City Commission of the City of Texas City hereby approves the action of the Texas City Economic Development Corporation in awarding the bid to D. T. Construction for the construction of the new Carver Community Center, Bid No. 2009-205 in the amount of $2,859,000.00, as set out in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein for all intents and purposes.


SECTION 2: That the Mayor and Chairman of the TCEDC are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with D. T. Construction,  for the construction of the new Carver Community Center, Bid No. 2009-205 for the bid of $2,859,000.00, as set out in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein for all intents and purposes.  Funding is to be provided solely by Texas City Economic Development Corporation.

SECTION 3:  That the Mayor and Chairman of the TCEDC are hereby further authorized to approve change orders, not to exceed 25% of the contract amount, without bringing the change orders before the City Commission.

SECTION 4:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
