ITEM NO.     1.      Jerry Marcum c/o Advertising Higher request Site Plan review for billboard sign, located 2718 Hwy. 146. (Action)  Mr. Carroll provided an overview concerning the request and Staff memorandum (attached). After a brief discussion, a motion to approve the Site Plan for Jerry Marcum c/o Advertising Higher was made by made by Dickie Campbell/Commissioner Haney.  All members present voted aye.

2.      Stan Armentor c/o Windstorm Plus Engineering request Site Plan rezoning review for retail and storage development, located 4823 F.M. 646 East. (Action)  Mr. Carroll provided an overview concerning the request and a Staff memorandum (attached).  

Mr. Stan Armentor presented the Board with an overview of the request.  Commissioner Haney asked if the location of the property was verified to be in the Texas City corporate limits.  Mr. Doug Kneupper stated this is within our City limit. A portion of the area has been swapped with League City. The city limit revision was recently made and finalized through annexation.  Mr. Dickie Campbell asked the direction of the drainage for the development.  Mr. Armentor stated he has been in contact with TXDot and with the City of League City for water and drainage issues.  After a brief discussion a motion to approve the Site Plan rezoning request for Windstorm Plus was made by Dickie Campbell/Commissioner Haney.  All members present voted aye.

Other Business 
Mr. Carroll stated Mr. Winter representing the Southlake P.U.D. would like to present the Board with more information regarding their variance request for 28 foot wide minor streets. Mr. Stan Winter gave a powerpoint presentation (attached) of the Southlake PUD variance request of 28 foot wide minor streets and portion of the collector streets.  Commissioner Haney stated she noticed in the presentation that League City and the unincorporated areas of Galveston County were the only local areas listed for approvals of the 28 foot wide streets.  Mr. Winter stated that he did not check all local areas.  The Board and Staff discussed the size requirements of parking spaces, vehicle widths, probability of cars parking on the street and the percentage of drivable roadway that would be available if the 28 foot wide street was allowed.  Mr. Winter went over deed restrictions that would be in place for homeowners parking on the street, the safety of slower moving traffic and cost savings.   Mr. Carroll reminded the Board this is not an action item but could be added to a later meeting for final decision.  Mr. Kneupper stated that a 28 foot wide street will be restrictive to residents and for emergency vehicles and he maintains that 30’ pavement width is the best street design alternative for this project.  He also cited the design recommendation used by his predecessor (James McWhorter) in the administration recommended and used in the past for our Subdivision Ordinance. After a general discussion between the principal and Planning Board ended there was no action taken (other business).
