ZONING COMMISSION MINUTES

August 18, 2009

The Zoning Commission for the City of Texas City met in a regularly scheduled meeting on Tuesday, August 18, 2009 at 5:15 p.m.  Board members present were: Tom Medlin, Gilbert Torres, and Yvonne Chatelain.  Staff members present were:  Donald Carroll, Brian Falk and Julie Morreale.  Citizens present were:  Stan Armentor and Jerry Marcum.

Chairman Tom Medlin welcomed everyone.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES.  The minutes from the July 7, 2009 meeting were approved on a motion by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.  
ITEM NO. 1    Jerry Marcum c/o William Vaden  to rezone from(O( (Open Space) to (E( (General Business) to construct a billboard sign. Being ABST 10 A EDWARDS .448 ACS OUT OF LTS 3 & 4A BLK 80 A K A TR 8 & 8B SAN LEON FM HM TRS.  Located at 12002 Hwy 146.  (Action) Mr. Donald Carroll gave an overview of the request to rezone.  Mr. Carroll stated there were eight property owners notified of the intent to rezone, one letter was returned undeliverable and no correspondence has been received in opposition to the request.  Mr. Carroll then read the comments from the various Department Heads.  The comments were as follows: City Engineer, “No objections”. Tax Assessor, “No taxes due on the property”.  Fire Marshall, “No objections”. Ad Interim Utilities Director, “Not in favor of more billboards”.  Ad Interim Public Works Director, “Not in favor of more billboards”.  Planning Director, “No objections, must adhere to all Performance Standards and provisions of our Sign Ordinance”. Building Official, “No objections”.  Mr. Carroll stated the Sign Ordinance is a stand alone ordinance and is not a part of the Zoning Ordinance.  He by continued stating Mr. Falk, the Building Official, has reviewed the application and found that this request meets all of the provisions.  Mr. Carroll stated this is not in conflict with the Land Use Map and finds no reason to deny the request. The Public Hearing was then opened on a motion by Gilbert Torres/Yvonne Chatelain.  All members present voted aye. Mr. Jerry Marcum gave an overview of the rezoning request.  He stated this project has been approved by TXDot and exceeds the provisions necessary in the Sign Ordinance.  Mr. Torres asked which side of Highway 146 the sign would be on.  Mr. Falk stated the sign would be located on the east side of Highway 146.  Mr. Carroll stated when this area was annexed the area was rezoned “O” Open Space but it would be practical for 
the area to be zoned “E” General Business.  The Public Hearing was then closed on a motion by Gilbert Torres/Yvonne Chatelain.  All members present voted aye.  A motion to recommend approval to rezone the property from (O( (Open Space) to (E( (General Business) to construct a billboard sign was made by Gilbert Torres/Yvonne Chatelain.  All members present voted aye.

Stan Armentor c/o Windstorm Plus to ‘SP’ Site Plan rezone from(O( (Open Space) to (E( (General Business) & “E-4” (Commercial Warehousing) to construct commercial retail and storage. 1) ABST 164 PAGE 10 BLK 39 CLIFTON LAND & PRODUCTION COMPANY SUB aprx 4.7 acres, 2) ABST 181 J S SHERMAN SUR PT of LOT A(1-20) JONES SUB aprx 0.941 acres, located 4837 FM 646, 3)   ABST 164 E PAYNE SUR PT OF BLK 40 TRGS G & H (0-0) CLIFTON LAND & PRODUCTION COMPANY SUB, located at 4901 FM 646. (Action) Mr. Donald Carroll gave an overview of the request to rezone adding the agenda item should be declared this is ‘SP’ Site Plan for (E( (General Business) & “E-4” (Commercial Warehousing).  Mr. Carroll stated there were 14 property owners notified of the intent to rezone and no correspondence has been received in opposition to the request.  Mr. Carroll then read the comments from the various Department Heads.  The comments were as follows: City Engineer, “No objections”. Tax Assessor, “No taxes due on the properties”.  Fire Marshall, “No objections”. Ad Interim Utilities Director, “No objections”. Ad Interim Public Works Director, “No objections”.  Planning Director, “No objections, must adhere to all Performance Standards prescribed by the Zoning Ordinance”. Building Official, “No objections”. The Public Hearing was then opened on a motion by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.  Mr. Medlin asked how much of property was in the Texas City corporate limits.  Mr. Armentor stated all is within Texas City limits and he has been in contact with TXDot and with the City of League City for water and drainage issues.  He continued with an overview of the rezoning request.  Mr. Carroll stated this project meets the Landscaping provisions, performance standards required with the Sign Ordinance and the Masonry Ordinance and provisions.  Mr. Medlin asked if this project will be completed in phases.  Mr. Armentor replied the property owner is prepared to start and complete the entire project at one time.  The Public Hearing was then closed on a motion by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.    Mr. Torres noted he is 
very impressed with the plans presentation for this project.  All Commission members agreed.  A motion to recommend approval to rezone the property from from(O( (Open Space) to Site Plan (E( (General Business) & Site Plan “E-4” (Commercial Warehousing) to construct commercial retail and storage  was made by Yvonne Chatelain/Gilbert Torres.  All members present voted aye.
