ORDINANCE NO. 09-33
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS, ADOPTING A NEW WATER CONSERVATION PLAN; CONTAINING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION BY CAPTION ONLY IN THE OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER OF THE CITY.

WHEREAS, the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality requires all public water-supply systems in Texas to prepare a water conservation plan; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to the regulations of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality, it is necessary to establish guidelines and criteria that govern the efficient operation and management of the City’s water supply.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1:  That the City Commission of the City of Texas City hereby finds it in the best interest of the City to adopt the “Water Conservation and Drought Contingency Plan – August 2009” and the same is hereby, adopted as the official policy of the City. A copy of the  “Water Conservation and Drought Contingency Plan – August 2009” shall remain on file in the office of the City Secretary.  A violation of the “Water Conservation and Drought Contingency Plan – August 2009” shall be a Class C misdemeanor subject to the general penalty provisions of Section 1-7 of The City Code.  A culpable mental state is expressly dispensed with.


SECTION 2:  That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby expressly repealed to the extent of such conflict.


SECTION 3:  That, in the event any section, clause, sentence, paragraph, or part of this Ordinance shall be for any reason adjusted by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such invalidity shall not affect, invalidate, or impair the remainder of this Ordinance.


SECTION 4:  That the Charter requirement for reading this Ordinance on three (3) separate days has been dispensed by a majority vote of all members of the City Commission.


SECTION 5:  That the City Secretary is hereby directed, in accordance with Article III of the City Charter, to publish this ordinance, by caption only, in one issue of the official paper, and obtain proof of such publication made by the printer or publisher of such paper.  An affidavit made by said printer or publisher before some officer authorized by law to administer oaths, and filed with the person performing the duties of city secretary shall be prima facie evidence of such publication and promulgation of such ordinance in courts of the state.  The ordinance so published shall take effect, and be in force, from and after ten days after publication thereof, unless otherwise expressly provided.
