
RESOLUTION NO. 09-104
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A FIVE-MONTH LEASE AGREEMENT WITH DICKINSON INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT FOR THE USE OF THE NATATORIUM FOR DISD’S SWIM TEAM; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, the City of Texas City (“the City”) and Dickinson Independent School District (“DISD”) endeavor, to the greatest extent possible, to maximize the taxpayers’ resources by sharing certain available resources, such as the use of public facilities; and

WHEREAS, use of the new natatorium facilities would benefit the students and parents of DISD by providing a location that DISD could use for participation in the sport of swimming and/or any other water-related sport, and/or any other sport suitable for the natatorium facilities, including but not limited to, instructional classes, practices, and competitions; and

WHEREAS, DISD and the City have arranged for a short-term lease to allow DISD  to use the Natatorium for five-months during swim season for their swim team practices and competition; and

WHEREAS, TCISD’s Superintendent has been involved in early discussions and has worked with DISD to perform a pilot co-sharing of the Natatorium for practices for the past two weeks.

WHEREAS, DISD and the City desire to enter into a five-month lease agreement for the use of the natatorium facilities by DISD, with payment by DISD of $8,500.00, which funds are intended to cover a portion of the major overhead and maintenance costs; and

WHEREAS, this short term lease is intended to assist DISD and to generate interest in the use of the Natatorium on a more permanent basis by DISD and others; and

WHEREAS, DISD and the City will further negotiate a multi-year agreement for use of the natatorium.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby approves the Lease Agreement with DISD in substantially the same form as Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.     

SECTION 2:  That the Mayor is authorized to execute said agreement.

SECTION 3:
That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
