RESOLUTION NO. 09-116
A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY GRANT FOR $191,600 FOR ENERGY CONSERVATION IN LIGHTING AND WINDOW FILM; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.


WHEREAS, the Department of Energy, as part of the Stimulus Bill, has made available, through CDBG funds, an allocation for funds for energy conservation to entitlement cities; and

WHEREAS, City staff made application for lighting as that would net the greatest return in electrical savings and would make the City eligible for a one-time payment from First Choice Power estimated at $10,000.00, as part of their energy conservation promotion; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement presented by the Department of Energy allows for the use of the grant funds for improving lighting and installing energy efficient lighting,  in several facilities:  Lowry gyms, Nessler/Convention Center, Police/Municipal Court and City Hall and UV film to be affixed to the windows of the Nessler/Convention Center, City Hall and Police Municipal Court to reduce the ultraviolet rays that increase heat within the building and provides hurricane safety strength to reduce possible breakage from flying debris; and

WHEREAS, the total amount of the grant is $191,600.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1:
That the City Commission of the City of Texas City hereby approves the acceptance of the Assistance Agreement from the Department of Energy in the amount of $191,600.00, attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.
