ORDINANCE NO. 10-12
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING STARSHIP TEXAS CITY III, L.P.’S REQUESTS FOR ABANDONMENT OF A 20’ EASEMENT FOR STREET, UTILITIES AND DRAINAGE RIGHT-OF-WAY IN TEXAS CITY, GALVESTON COUNTY, TEXAS; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A QUITCLAIM DEED FOR SAID PROPERTY UPON REQUEST; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

WHEREAS, Starship Texas City III, L.P. requests abandonment of a 20’ wide road easement granted to the City of Texas City and being located in Texas City, Galveston County, Texas; and being more fully described in the Survey attached hereto and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.
WHEREAS, the City has notified all interested utilities, City departments, and property owners who may have relied on the existing plat maps filed with the County Map Records in purchasing their property; and

WHEREAS, based upon the responses and comments from these entities and the property owner, the City finds it to be in the best interest of the City to vacate and abandon said right-of-way.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Commission of the City of Texas City finds it in the best interest of the City to vacate and abandon the 20’ easement for street, utilities and drainage located as follows:

Beginning at the Southeast corner of Lot 4, Block 2, Subdivision “H” of the Kohfeldt’s Resubdivision of the Thomas W. Johnson, James Smith and Hamlet Ferguson Surveys in Galveston County, Texas, according to the plat of records in Volume 245, Page 289, in the Deed Records in the Office of the County Clerk of Galveston County, Texas;

Thence West along the South line of said Lot 4, same being the North line of a 40 foot street right-of-way, a distance of Two Hundred Six-Four (264.0) feet to a point for corner;

Thence North a distance of Twenty (20.0) feet to a point for corner;

Thence East and all time parallel to and Twenty (20.0) feet from the South line of Lot 4, a distance to Two Hundred Sixty-Four (264.0) feet to a point for corner in the East line of said Lot 4;

Thence South along the East line of said Lot 4, a distance of Twenty (20.0) feet to the Southeast corner of said Lot 4 and the place of beginning, containing 0.14 acres, more or less.

Said right-of-way being located in Texas City, Galveston County, Texas.
SECTION 2:  That the above-described properties are hereby declared abandoned, and the responsibility of the City to maintain said properties is hereby terminated.  

SECTION 3: That the City of Texas City hereby retains unto itself any existing public and private utility easements on said properties, if any.  

SECTION 4:  That the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute Quitclaim Deeds, if requested, by any abutting property owners.
SECTION 5:  That the Charter requirement for reading this Ordinance on three (3) separate days has been dispensed by a majority vote of the City Commission.

SECTION 6:  That this Ordinance shall be passed and adopted on the date of its introduction and shall become effective from and after its passage and adoption.
