a. Quarterly Investment Report for the quarter ending December 31, 2009.  
Laura Boyd, Interim Financial Director, gave the investment report for quarter ending December 31, 2009.  A summary of the transactions in the portfolio for the quarter are as follows:  Investments at the Beginning of the Period-Book Value equaled $38,841,484; Investment Purchases/Additions - $75,034,063; Investment Maturities/Deletions - ($80,000,000); Investments-End of Period - $33,875,547; Accrued Interest 12-31-09 - $3,042; Investments at the End of the Period Plus Accrued Interest –Book Value equaled $33,878,589.  Investments at the Beginning of the Period - Market Value equaled $38,841,484; Investment Purchases/Additions - $75,034,063; Investment Maturities/Deletions - ($80,000,000); Investments-End of Period - $33,875,547; Accrued Interest 12-31-09 - $3,042; Investments at the End of the Period Plus Accrued Interest-Market Value equaled $33,878,589.  The Portfolio Composition is composed of 68% in Certificates of Deposit (CDARS), 32% in Bank Deposits.   Ms. Boyd reported that the Benchmark Rate of Return on the 3-month T-Bill was .0500; the 6-month, .1700; the 1-year, .3700; the City’s Portfolio is .3200. The Weighted Average Maturity of Portfolio was 9.09 days.

A budget amendment is needed to make a contribution from the City to the Texas City Municipal Police Association (TCMPA).  The contribution is to go towards the reduction of the principal due on the City's loan to TCMPA for the construction of the new TCMPA building.  The loan agreement was approved by Commission at the March 3, 2010 meeting.
This contribution will result in a loan balance due the City of $175,000.00.
