
RESOLUTION NO. 10-038
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A MUTUAL AID LAW ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE MUNICIPALITIES OF GALVESTON COUNTY AND THE COUNTY OF GALVESTON; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

WHEREAS, the City of Texas City, Texas, wishes to formalize a Mutual Aid Law Enforcement Agreement between the City of Texas City Police Department, other Galveston County police agencies and the County of Galveston pursuant to Chapter 791 of the Government Code, commonly known as the Interlocal Cooperation Contract Act and Chapter 2362 of the Local Government Code, commonly known as the Mutual Aid Law Enforcement Services Act; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the agreement is to enable a requesting agency to contact the County and the appropriate municipality’s law enforcement agency  to request the establishment of a joint task force to allow participating law enforcement agencies to investigate offenses and arrests in all agency jurisdictions participating in the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, agencies shall cooperate and share information with County law enforcement officers and the other participating agencies during such times the task force investigates offenses and arrests; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement shall allow law enforcement officers employed by any of the participating agencies, upon observing a criminal offense being conducted within the officer’s presence or view or while acting in furtherance of the execution of a properly issued warrant of arrest, to make an arrest outside the municipality in which the officer is employed but within the areas covered by this Agreement; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement provides that available deputy sheriffs to all participating agencies to cooperate in task force criminal investigations and other law enforcement duties set forth in this Agreement and during times of natural or man-made disasters or other emergency situations in accordance with §362.002 of the Texas Local Government Code.


WHEREAS, The City Commission of the City of Texas City desires to secure for the City the benefits of mutual aid in investigating offenses and arrests in local participating jurisdictions.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:
SECTION 1: That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby approves a Mutual Aid Law Enforcement Agreement between the City of Texas City Police Department, other Galveston County police agencies and the County of Galveston.

SECTION 2:  That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby authorizes the Mayor to negotiate and execute the Mutual Aid Law Enforcement Agreement Between the Municipalities of and the County of Galveston in the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and made a part hereof.

SECTION 3:  That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
