A Special Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Monday, January 10, 2011, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle; Commissioners:   Dee Ann Haney, Donald Singleton, Mike Land, Rick Wilkenfeld and John W. Wilson.  Commissioner Dedrick Johnson was not able to attend.  
The Mayor declared a quorum present and called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  
REGULAR ITEMS
(a) Consider approval of Resolution No. 11-002 amending the City of Texas City Tax Abatement Guidelines and Criteria, October 6, 2010 through October 5, 2012.

The Mayor stated that the amendment is needed to remove the portion of the Guidelines relating to moving employment from one City to another within the County.  
RESOLUTION NO. 11-002

A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY’S TAX ABATEMENT GUIDELINES AND CRITERIA, OCTOBER 6, 2010 THROUGH OCTOBER 5, 2012, TO ALLOW FOR COMPANY’S RELOCATING INSIDE GALVESTON COUNTY; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 11-002 amending the City’s Tax Abatement Guidelines and Criteria; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Land. All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED. 

(b) Consider approval of Resolution No. 11-003 to accept the application from Del Papa Realty Holding, LP for a tax abatement, and set a Public Hearing to consider the creation of a reinvestment zone and tax abatement request.

Nicholas Finan, Executive Director of Management Services, spoke regarding the steps required for tax abatement, including setting a public hearing.  Mr. Finan stated that this is a Reinvestment Zone under the Property Tax Code, wherein the governing body can establish the zone where there is a need, and it is not the same as a Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone, Enterprise Zone, Municipal Improvement District or other special district or zone.  A public hearing is needed for the Reinvestment Zone and for the Tax Abatement Agreement.  The public hearings will be held on January 19th and notices will be mailed to the taxing entities.  The Reinvestment Zone only includes the property being purchased by Del Papa for the facility.  The abatement is only for the facility and does not include personal property, inventory, sales, etc.  Mr. Finan explained that Del Papa has been informed of the employment requirements.  The Mayor stated that Del Papa has an opportunity for a 90% abatement.  Mr. Finan stated that the abatement would be between five and six years based on the value of the improvements.  He feels that this project qualifies for the creation of a Reinvestment Zone as a legitimate project with a longstanding company. There will be 170 construction jobs created and 176 new employment jobs to the City.  The Mayor requested information regarding the number of employees who actually live in Texas City.  
RESOLUTION NO. 11-003

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING AN APPLICATION FROM DEL PAPA REALTY HOLDINGS, LP REQUESTING A TAX ABATEMENT IN A REINVESTMENT ZONE TO BE DESIGNATED WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS; SETTING A DATE FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON SAID ABATEMENT REQUEST; SETTING A DATE FOR PUBLIC HEARING ON DESIGNATION OF TAX REINVESTMENT ZONE; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE Resolution No. 11-003 accepting application of Del Papa Realty Holdings, LP for tax abatement in a reinvestment zone; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney. All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
