
RESOLUTION NO. 11-018
A RESOLUTION AWARDING A BID AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO A SIX (6) MONTH CONTRACT FOR  LIQUID ASPHALT TRANSPORT LOADS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION. 

WHEREAS, on January 24, 2011, bids were mailed to area vendors for Bid No. 2011-987 Liquid Asphalt – Transport Loads – 6 months contract; and,

WHEREAS, bids were opened on February 8, 2011, and the lowest bid meeting specifications for liquid asphalt transport loads was submitted by Martin Asphalt of Houston, Texas, as set out on the Bid Tabulation attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: That the successful bidder for the six (6) month contract for liquid asphalt transport loads is Martin Asphalt Company, Houston, Texas.

SECTION 2: That the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with Martin Asphalt Company, for liquid asphalt transport loads for the unit prices bid per gallon.
