A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, March 2, 2011, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Pro Tem Mike Land; Commissioners: Donald Singleton, Scooter Wilson, Dee Ann Haney, Dedrick Johnson and Rick Wilkenfeld. Mayor Matthew T. Doyle was unable to attend.

Mayor Pro Tem called upon Pastor Daniel Keur, Trinity Baptist Church, to offer the Invocation. Commissioner Wilson led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
MAYOR’S COMMENTS
Mayor Pro Tem Mike Land mentioned last year the City participated in the 2010 CitySmart Program sponsored by the Texas New Mexico Power Company. The program promotes energy efficiency and conservancy. Last year the City received a check in the amount of $11,442.75 for the efforts of installing solar panels, energy efficient lighting and air conditioning units at the Sanders/Vincent Center, Carver Park and Public Works. 
This year Megan Frisa, Program Specialist with CLEAResult, Stefani Case, Energy Efficiency Program Coordinator, Texas New Mexico Power and Linda Criner, Texas New Mexico Power presented the City with a check in the amount of $23,000.00. 
PROCLAMATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS

Fire Chief Joseph Gorman, Texas City Fire Department reviewed a PowerPoint presentation regarding the State of the Texas City Fire Department 2010.  
REPORTS
a. Quarterly Investment Report for the quarter ending December 31, 2010.

Laura Boyd, Financial Director, gave the investment report for quarter ending December 31, 2010.  A summary of the transactions in the portfolio for the quarter are as follows:  Investments at the Beginning of the Period-Book Value equaled 
$37,918,715;Investment Purchases/Additions - $40,023,537; Investment
Maturities/Deletions - ($41,500,000); Investments-End of Period - $36,442,253;
Accrued Interest (12-31-10) - $3,568; Investments at the End of the Period Plus Accrued Interest –Book Value equaled $36,445,821.  The Portfolio Composition is composed of 82% in Certificates of Deposit (CDARS), 18% in Bank Deposits.   Ms. Boyd reported that the Benchmark Rate of Return on the 3-month T-Bill was 0.14; the 6-month, 0.19; the 1-year, 0.29; the City’s Portfolio is 0.26. The weighted average maturity of portfolio is approximately 41.23 days.

Mayor Pro Tem Mike Land explained Rick Wilkenfeld was up for reappointment on the Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone and Lago Mar Development Authority board and was unable to vote for himself. 
Commissioner Wilson made a MOTION to APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA item (f), the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Haney. Commissioner Wilkenfeld did not vote. All others present voted AYE. MOTION CARRIED.

REGULAR ITEMS

a. Consider approval of Ordinance No. 11-04, amending the City of Texas City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 86, Peddlers and Solicitors, Section 86-32 and 86-51 by amending dike vending permits and regulations. 
ORDINANCE NO. 11-04

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, CHAPTER 86 PEDDLERS AND SOLICITORS; PROVIDING FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.
Sergeant Curtiss Pope reported on the changes made to the Ordinance. Following are the changes made to Chapter 86, Peddlers and Solicitors; Section 86-32; Vehicle insurance; route; operation of business generally. Item (i); Dike permit locations. Peddlers/Vendors locations on the Texas City Dike are by Special Dike Permit only.  Peddling is allowed on the Dike only in designated vending areas. Areas are posted as “Vendor” followed by a numerical character.  The number of vendors will be limited to the number of designated vending areas available. There will be one vendor allowed at each designed vendor location on a daily first come basis. Item (j); Dike allowable items. Merchandise which may be sold by Dike peddler/vendors are limited to the following: food and food products, clothing and accessories, beach wear, umbrellas, sandals, balloons, toys, and cosmetics, such as skin lotions and sun creams. (k); Dike prohibited items. The sale of alcoholic beverages, fishing bait, fishing equipment, fishing tackle and bagged ice by Dike peddler/vendors are strictly prohibited. Item (j) Dike vendor requirements. All sales by Dike peddler/vendors conducted while traveling to and from the designated vending locations are prohibited. To qualify for a Special Dike Permit a vendor must also hold an annual City Peddler/Vendor Permit. Vendors holding a Special Dike permit must adhere to all other ordinances and rules that apply on the Texas City Dike. Section 86-51; Required; fee. No person shall solicit in the city without first having obtained a permit as required by this division.  City Peddler/Vendor Permit fees shall be: (1) $20.00 a period of five days, (2) $500.00 for each calendar  year (3) $500.00 for the Special Dike Permit for each calendar year. Vendor must have a current one-year City Peddler/Vendor Permit prior to issuance of the Special Dike Permit.  Permits fees will not be prorated.  
Commissioner Johnson and Commissioner Wilson expressed concern over the provision for not pro rating the fees.  Commissioner Johnson inquired how the vending sites were selected.  Sergeant Pope confirmed it did have to do with locations of lighting and port of potties as well as only on the beach side and parking availability.  Commissioner Wilkenfeld confirmed there were no hour limits for the vendors.  Pro Tem Land explained there would be no tolerance for vendors fighting over location. 

Commissioner Haney made a MOTION to APPROVE Ordinance No. 11-04, amending the City of Texas City Code of Ordinances, Chapter 86, Peddlers and Solicitors, Section 86-32 and 86-51 by amending dike vending permits and regulations; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Wilson.  Commissioner Johnson voted NAYE. All others present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

PUBLIC COMMENTS
Barbara White mentioned Casino night was March 26, 2011 at Our Lady of Fatima and the softball parade will be Saturday, March 5.
Ellen Berner, Municipal Court Administrator, reported that the round up on outstanding tickets will begin Monday, March 7 and end on Friday, March 11 and also, thanked the Police Academy for their assistance on the warrant round-up. 
Jay Williams, Director of Recreation and Tourism introduced Kyle Pacini, supervisor of the Lowry Center and other Recreation and Tourism facilities. 

COMMISSIONERS' COMMENTS
Commissioner Singleton let Jay Williams know he really enjoyed the Centennial Black History program.    
Commissioner Wilson mentioned the softball season started. 

Having no further business, Mayor Pro Tem Mike Land made a MOTION to ADJOURN at 5:45 p.m.; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Singleton.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.
