A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN ARCHITECTURAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH M2L ASSOCIATES FOR THE FM 1764 LANDSCAPING AND LIGHTING PROJECT; PROVIDING THAT THIS RESOLUTION SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.

WHEREAS, the City has a master plan for landscaping improvements along FM 1765, with the most recent project being the longhorn statues completed in September 2009, which was funded by the City with some assistance from BP volunteers;

WHEREAS, the City applied to TxDOT for a Transportation Enhancement Project wherein TxDOT provides 80% of construction funding and the City provides 20% of the construction funding and the architectural design services; and

WHEREAS, the project applied for is landscaping on FM 1764 at the Century Boulevard overpass and landscaping and lighting improvements in the raised medians between 21st Street and 14th Street;

WHEREAS, THE City’s application to TxDOT has been accepted and TxDOT will provide $650,929.00 toward construction and the City is required to provide a minimum of $162,732.00 in construction costs, in addition to the costs of the architectural design service; and

WHEREAS, City staff has negotiated a proposal with M2L Associates, the firm that designed the longhorns improvement, for a total fee of $87,260.00.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:

Section 1:  That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby approves the Architectural Services Agreement with M2L Associates, Inc., to perform architectural services for the FM 1764 Landscaping and Lighting Project in substantially the same form as attached as Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made a part hereof for all intents and purposes.
Section 2:  That the Mayor is authorized to execute the Architectural Services Agreement.

SECTION 3: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and adoption.
