ORDINANCE NO. 11-06
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 10-21, ADOPTING THE 2010-2011 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET FOR RECEIPT OF GRANT FUNDS FROM TEXAS DEPARTMENT OF RURAL AFFAIRS (TDRA) FOR EMERGENCY POWER TO WATER AND WASTEWATER FACILITIES;  DIRECTING THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO FILE OR CAUSE TO BE FILED A COPY OF THE AMENDED BUDGET IN THE OFFICE OF THE GALVESTON COUNTY CLERK AND THE STATE COMPTROLLER’S OFFICE; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.


WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 10-21, the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, adopted its budget for Fiscal Year 2010-2011; 

WHEREAS, a budget amendment is needed for receipt of funds from the Texas Department of Rural Affairs (TDRA) to be used for a project to supply emergency power to water and wastewater facilities; 


WHEREAS, the contract for this project was awarded to McDonald Electric under Resolution No. 10-117;


WHEREAS, under this grant, the contractor submits invoices for work completed to the TDRA which in turn releases the funds to the City in order for the City to pay the contractor.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:


SECTION 1:  That the facts and matters set forth in the preamble of this Ordinance are hereby found to be true and correct.


SECTION 2:  That the budget for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 of the City of Texas City, Texas, is hereby amended as follows:
