A Regular Called Meeting of the City Commission was held on Wednesday, April 6, 2011, at 5:00 P.M. in the Kenneth T. Nunn Council Room in City Hall, Texas City, Texas, with the following in attendance:  Mayor Matthew T. Doyle, Commissioners: Mike Land, Donald Singleton, Dee Ann Haney and Rick Wilkenfeld. Commissioner Scooter Wilson and Dedrick Johnson were unable to attend.

Mayor Matthew T. Doyle called upon Pastor Daniel Keur, Trinity Baptist Church, to offer the Invocation. Commissioner Land led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance.
PROCLAMATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS

Proclamation declaring April 2011 Child Abuse Prevention and Awareness Month.
Proclamation read as follows:


WHEREAS, children are the embodiment of innocence and our hope for the future, and every child deserves to grow up in a nurturing environment, free from harm and fear. Sadly, however, child abuse is a reality, a problem we must relentlessly combat through awareness, education and action.  Every responsible person will agree that even one abused child is one too many.  Over 68,000 children were confirmed victims of child abuse and neglect in Texas just last year, and over 3300 children living in Galveston County were reported to be victims of child abuse or neglect; and

WHEREAS, when abuse or neglect occurs, we have a duty to report it to the appropriate authorities.  All responsible citizens must do what is necessary to resolve this insidious issue; and 

WHEREAS, to significantly impact Child Abuse, partnerships must be established between citizens, agencies, schools, religious organizations, law enforcement, and business communities to work together and make every effort to promote programs that benefit children and strengthen families.

NOW THEREFORE I, Matthew T. Doyle, Mayor of the City of Texas City, in the great state of Texas, proclaim April, 2011 as 

Child Abuse Prevention and Awareness Month

and encourage all citizens to join me in renewing our commitment to preventing child abuse and to learning what we can do to promote the safety and well-being of our community’s children.

Assistant Fire Chief David Zacherl reported the fire department currently has one 1985 La France fire engine and one 1986 Seagrave fire engine in need of extensive repair.  Chief Zacherl found a used high quality 2001 HME/Central State Rescue Pumper with less than 10,000 miles and seller will furnish the complete pump test. Commissioner Dee Ann Haney asked Chief Zacherl what he plans on doing with the two fire trucks being replaced.  He was offered $5,000.00 trade-in for the 1986 Seagrave and this includes the transportation cost. The 1985 La France will be sold at auction.   Commissioner Rick Wilkenfeld mentioned emissions was a problem for the previous owner, are we not concerned?  Assistant Chief Zacherl said no, we have had these types of engines in the past and they are not a problem to maintain.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 10-21, ADOPTING THE 2010-2011 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET FOR RECEIPT OF GRANT FUNDS FROM TEXAS DEPARTMENT OF RURAL AFFAIRS (TDRA) FOR EMERGENCY POWER TO WATER AND WASTEWATER FACILITIES;  DIRECTING THE CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER TO FILE OR CAUSE TO BE FILED A COPY OF THE AMENDED BUDGET IN THE OFFICE OF THE GALVESTON COUNTY CLERK AND THE STATE COMPTROLLER’S OFFICE; DISPENSING WITH THE REQUIREMENT FOR READING THIS ORDINANCE ON THREE (3) SEPARATE DAYS; AND PROVIDING THAT THIS ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE FROM AND AFTER ITS PASSAGE AND ADOPTION.
Laura Boyd, Finance Director reported the budget amendment is needed to account for grant funds being received from the Texas Department of Rural Affairs (TDRA).  The funds will be used for a project to supply emergency power to water and wastewater facilities.  The contract was awarded to McDonald Electric under Resolution No. 10-117.  Under this grant, the contractor submits invoices for work completed to the Texas Department of Rural Affairs and in turn the Texas Department of Rural Affairs releases the funds to the City in order for the City to pay the contractor. 

Commissioner Land made a MOTION to APPROVE Ordinance No. 11-06, amending

the City of Texas City's fiscal year 2010-2011 budget to account for funds received from 

the Texas Department of Rural Affairs (TDRA) for emergency power project; the motion was SECONDED by Commissioner Wilkenfeld.  All present voted AYE.  MOTION CARRIED.

Consider approval of Ordinance No. 11-07 requesting to amend the City of Texas City's fiscal year 2010-11 budget to account for funds received from the Texas Department of Rural Affairs for the 5th Street North paving, drainage, water and sewer improvements project.

Laura Boyd, reported the budget amendment is needed to account for grant funds being received from the Texas Department of Rural Affairs (TDRA).  The funds will be used for the 5th Street North paving, drainage, water and sewer improvements with SER Construction as the contractor. SER Construction will submit invoices to the Texas Department of Rural Affairs, and then releases the funds to the City so the City can pay the Contractor.
