1. Call to Order.  Jami Clark call meeting @ 5:06 p.m.

2. Citizens to be heard on items not appearing on the agenda. None
3. Approval of minutes Recreation & Tourism Board Regular Meeting. 
Motion was made by Winifred Gilmore to approve minutes from last meeting 

(May 3, 2011) and motion was second by Perry Minor.
4. Discuss Recreation & Tourism Monthly Attendance & Revenue Reports. 
Ms. Winifred Gilmore questioned the revenue on the GL Summary Distribution Report. Ms. Nicole Best stated the revenue for each account is based on reservations, programs, camps and security fees for rentals.  Mr. Steve Eggleston questioned if the department received income from security.  Ms. Best stated income received for security is to compensate the police officer on duty for an event.  The Board Committee discussed and approved Monthly Attendance & Revenue Reports.
     5.    Consider approval of amendment to Code of Ordinance – Ch. 82 Parks and

Recreation.  Mrs. Jami Clark stated in the current ordinance it states it shall be unlawful 

for any person to camp within the confines of any public park, public recreation area, or


city facility located in the city, for any period longer than three consecutive days.  Ms. 

 
Clark mentioned if anyone wanted to park a camper in front of City Hall that person 


would be allowed to do so, due to it is a public facility as long as it’s no more than three

consecutive days.  Ms. Clark stated the reason for the amendment to the ordinance 

about camping in city parks is due to the dike is now considered a park and it gives the


Recreation and Tourism Director the authority to prescribe rules and regulations for any 

parks in the city, including the dike, which will have its own rules and regulations 


including hours, fees, use and also including no camping.  Ms. Clark also discussed


amendments to Sec. 82-3, 82-6, 82-7, 82-8.  Ms. Winifred Gilmore had a question about 

a previous issue with the county that the dike was regulated by the state.  Mr. Nick Finan 

stated the city took over after hurricane Ike and entered into an agreement confirming the dike is completely under the city’s ownership.  Mr. Finan stated the county had an agreement to maintain the dike and construct a road, but after hurricane Ike the county did not want to continue providing funds to maintain the dike and roads.  Also, Mr. Finan stated the city attorney will consider changing the definition of “camping”, to include blankets, covers, sleeping bag and etc.  Motion was made Mr. Perry Minor to approve amendment to the Code of Ordinance Chapter 82 – Parks and Recreation and second by Mrs. Maria Salazar.
6. Mr. Craig Steenblock with DePelchin Children’s Center to discuss Skills for Success


Beautification Project.  In absence of Mr. Craig Steenblock, Mr. Matthew Hughey

was present to discuss Skills for Success – Beautification Project.  Mr. Hughey stated


he works in the prevention department with DePelchin Children’s Center, which is

 
a drug, alcohol and tobacco prevention program and services Dickinson, Texas City and 

LaMarque ISD.  Mr. Hughey stated this year DCC would like to clean up and display ordinance signs with the message “alcohol and drug free zone” in city parks. Mr. Hughey voiced DCC would pay for all expenses for the project and would have staff members present the day of the project.  Mrs. Jami Clark questioned if this would be a continuous

project or a one day project?  Mr. Hughey stated it would be a one day project of staff 
cleaning the area where the signs would be displayed.  Mr. Eggleston asked Mr.

Hughey if he had pictures of the signs to be displayed in the parks.  Mr. Hughey did

not have pictures available at the meeting, but offered to send pictures to the committee 

members and staff.  Mr. Nick Finan stated there would not be a problem posting the “drug free” signs, due to drugs are illegal.  As far as “alcohol free zone”” signs, 
approval would be needed, due to some of the city parks allow alcohol.  Byron states he would get a list of parks that would be ideal for posting these types of signs. Ms. Clark 
voiced to Mr. Hughey the committee would need to discuss this request further and would contact him with a decision.
7. Mrs. Lakisha Brinson to discuss funding for community outreach program – Enough is Enough Dance Studio.  Mrs. Brinson was not present at the meeting.
8. Mrs. Irma Ortiz with Teen Health Center, Inc. (non-profit organization) to discuss use of meeting room at the Nessler Center.  Mrs. Ortiz was not present at the meeting.
