Mission Statement

Standard Operating Procedures

I. General: Live firing conducted at the Texas City Municipal Shooting Range is designed to provide general public authorized personal access to a facility where they can become proficient with their privately owned firearms.

II. Facilities for use: Range availability is open to the general public, military and law enforcement agency, rifle-pistol, skeet-trap and 5 stand.

III. Range Limitations and Safety Requirements:
A.  All firearms when entering the Shooting Range facility must be locked open and unloaded out of cases, bags, holsters where staff can see them at all times and remain that way until shooter is stationed at firing line and then until shooter exit facility.

1. There is only one (1) exception to this rule. Only military and law enforcement agencies during use of range facility are allowed to have uncased or holstered firearms for instructional or training purposes.
B. Firearms permitted; 

1 .17 HMR – up to 50 BMG (pistol/rifle)

2. Black Powder

3. Shotguns (slugs only on rifle area) controlled rapid firing is allowed, however at discretion of Range Master, could be ask to stop. 
C. Firearms prohibited; 
1. No BB’s, no pellet, no air rifles

2. No pistol or firearms of less than .17 caliber to be fired on the range

3. No long guns to be fired in pistol area

4. No steel, armor piercing bullets or tracers 

5. No bump firing
D. Eye and ear protection is recommended, but is not mandatory.
E. All persons entering the range area must sign a waiver of liability, rifle and pistol rules, skeet/trap and 5-stand rules, non-shooter waiver, and/or a minor (17 and under) waiver form regardless of whether they are shooting or not. All shooters must pay range usage fees unless a yearly membership. 
(Appendix A, B, & C)
F. Range usage fees shall be decided upon by the City Park Board and will be posted at the range. (See Section V)
G. Fire only authorized firearms and ammunition.

H. Fire only at approved range targets or customers may provide their own but must be approved by Range Master. 
I. Misfire or Jam;
1. If a misfire or jam occurs, the shooter shall signal the Range Master (by raising hand while keeping muzzle pointed down range). The customer of jammed or misfire firearm will be asked to step back behind yellow line away from area and Range Master will ask for assistance from another Range officer who will clear the firearm in a safe matter, however if Range Master is unable to do so then he will carry firearm through a side gate to customers vehicle and therefore it becomes the customer responsibility.
2. The “Cease Fire” command will be announced when any unsafe conditions exists.
J. Notify the Range Master of any safety infractions.
K. At any time a Range Master is authorized to ask for a photo I.D. for age verification. The Range Master is required to check the I.D. of anyone they suspect may be less than 17 years of age or less than 18 years of age accompanied with a minor. Inability to demonstrate proof of age results in the denial of range privileges.
L. Fire only within your lane at your approved targets (No cross lane firing).
M. All firing must be done from the firing line on right (left-handed) or left (right-handed) side of tables. Not directly behind tables.
N. During “Cease Fire’s” all shooters and guest must step back behind yellow line until authorized to go down range and change or relocated distance of target. (Note: Anyone not going down range must remain behind yellow line (not at tables) until Range Master has cleared the firing line safe to begin firing. (This is done in every 15 minute shooting intervals.) Do not handle a firearm or stand at tables while others are down range.
O. Prior to leaving the firing line, shooter must unload and open their firearms to make them safe until exiting main lobby.
P. All range users are personally responsible for range safety and safe shooting.
Q. No alcohol or drugs are allowed on the range.
R. No person impaired by alcohol or drugs shall be permitted to handle or discharge firearms on the range.
S. The use of alcohol or illegal drugs is forbidden on the range will result in immediate expulsion.
T. Adult supervision is required for all shooters under the age of 17 years of age. Shooters under the age of 17 years old must be accompanied by a parent, guardian or adult designated by the parent or guardian. (Appendix D)

VI. Range Inspection; range inspections are conducted on a bi-weekly basis to ensure that all range equipment and facilities are operational and safe.  (Appendix E)
VII. Emergency Response Checklist; are created to minimize confusion and save time responding during an emergency. (Appendix F)
VIII. Personal Injury; Call 911 to secure aid.  Return to the injured person and do what you can to help.  Post a person, if available, at the range entrance to direct emergency vehicles.  Take written notes from all witnesses. (Appendix G)
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
