3. Report on the proposed field location regarding Galveston County Youth Soccer Association. (Kyle Pacini and Shea Qualls)

The Galveston County Youth Soccer Association (GCYS) have proposed to do the following:

1st Move: 3V3 fields on 23rd next to the Gulf Health Care Center. There are currently 6 fields at this location. They plan on cutting the number of fields from 6 to 4 to move them to the Saints Johns complex. Expected completion: 8/2012

2nd Move: The 4V4 fields behind First Baptist. There are currently 7.5 fields at this location and they plan on moving 6 of them to the Saint Johns’ location as well. Expected completion: 8/2013

3rd and last move: 3 6V6 fields and 3 8V8 fields behind Fatima School. They plan on moving 2 of each (2 out of 3 from 6V6 and 2 out of 3 from 8V8) to the Osborne complex which will total 6 fields at this location. Expected completion: 8/2013 
4. Report on the end of the summer regarding summer camps and summer sports. (Monica James)
Ms. Monica James voiced the 2012 Summer Program will have day camps for children 3-12 years of age, swim lessons, free breakfast/lunch food services, summer movies and concerts, and team sports. Ms. James stated the camps went on field trips, including local field trips to the Texas City Museum, Texas City Nature Preserve, Carver Center Splash Pad and Sanders/Vincent Center Splash Pad. Ms. James stated the attendance and revenue for all camps were great.
