1. Call to Order.  Ms. Jami Clark call meeting @ 5:00 p.m.
2. Public Comments. None
3. Consent Agenda.
Consider approval of minutes from the Recreation & Tourism Board Meeting. Motion was made by Mr. Perry Minor to approve minutes from last meeting (April 8, 2014) and motion was second by Ms. Winifred Gilmore.
4. Consider approval of a request from Ms. Norma Dolan representing the Steel Wheel’s Club Inc. to utilize the Sanders/Vincent Center for roller skating activities.
Mr. Dennis J. Harris stated to the board members on April 8, 2014, Ms. Norma Dolan made a presentation regarding her request to utilize the Sanders/Vincent Community Center for roller skating/roller derby. Mr. Harris stated, staff met with the organization on April 22, 2014, to get more information on her proposal. Mr. Harris stated from the meeting Ms. Dolan efforts were to create a team in Texas City that would teach kids how to roller skate and to create a team that would transcend into a roller derby organization. Mr. Harris stated after careful review, staff is recommending to the board that we not allow roller skating/roller derby in the Sanders/Vincent Community Center for the reasons as follows; the potential damage that it could have on the rubberized gym floors, the department currently have a variety of programs and activities that we feel meet the needs of the community, for this reason we currently do not have the resources to dedicate to this effort.
Ms. Norma Dolan thanked the board members and staff for their time and dedication for trying to get a program started in Texas City. She will continue to work with other organizations and find grant money to start a roller skating program.

Motion was made by Ms. Winifred Gilmore to deny roller skating/roller derby at the Sanders Vincent Community Center and seconded by Mr. Jason Clark.

5. Update on proposed gym/court rates and gym rental agreement for the Lowry, Sanders/Vincent, Carver, and Heights gyms.
Ms. Tara Campbell presented the board members with a proposal to update the gym/court rates and gym rental agreement for the Lowry, Sanders/Vincent, Carver, and Heights gym. Ms. Campbell presented the gym rental agreement and gym/court rental-reservation request for proposed changes. 

Mr. Dennis J. Harris stated to the board members during the meeting on March 12, 2013, there was a presentation on this item and staff recommended a fee structure be put in place based on a survey that was conducted from other cities. The board approved this action at the meeting on April 9, 2013. Mr. Harris stated during the April 2013 meeting tournament fees were approved and no practice fee was put in place. He stated with today’s actions there would be a practice fee of $35.00 per hour for all gyms and practices would be based on availability of each gym. The centers programs would not be interrupted or cancelled for teams to practice.
