	WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that it would be beneficial to the City and its citizens to authorize the recovery of costs that will assist in defraying the annual operating costs of the training center, and  

	WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that the fees established herein are levied solely for the purpose of defraying operational costs associated with the Emergency Services Training Center. 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF TEXAS CITY, TEXAS:
	SECTION 1: That the City Commission of the City of Texas City, Texas, hereby approves the Texas City Emergency Services Training Center Fee Schedule in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and made part thereof.
