WITNESSETH:


WHEREAS, the City and Consultant have entered into a contract dated November 28, 2005, for Consultant to provide engineering services to the City for W.O. 05-15 Howard Heights Storm Drainage and;


WHEREAS, the City has need for additional engineering services, and;


WHEREAS, the City has authority to contract for consulting engineering services, and;

WHEREAS, the Consultant represents that he is qualified to perform such services, is in compliance with Montana Statutes relating to the registration of professional engineers and is willing to furnish such services to the City;


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms, conditions, covenants and performance contained herein, or attached and incorporated herein, the Parties hereto agree as follows:
Part I, Special Provisions, Section 4.A. is amended to add the following:  

Subject to the Consultant’s satisfactory performance, Billings shall pay the Consultant no more than seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000.00) in accordance with this Section.

Appendix A, Section 3. is amended to add the following:

FINAL DESIGN SCOPE OF WORK
PROJECT OVERVIEW
This project will update and finalize construction drawings and project specifications for construction of stormwater improvements for the Howard Heights area of the City of Billings.  In addition, the project includes turf seeding and irrigation of Howard Heights/Dickie Park, a public information meeting, stormwater system design documentation (report), project bidding and contracting assistance, construction survey, periodic construction observation, and development of as-built record drawings at completion of construction.  It is anticipated that the park seeding and irrigation improvements will be constructed under a separate bid contract from the storm drainage improvements.

FINALIZE REPORTS, PLANS, AND SPECIFICATIONS
Previously completed hydraulic design for the Howard Heights storm sewer will be modified prior to finalizing construction plans.  Design modifications anticipated include inclusion of a new storm drain inlet (Type D) at appropriate locations, revised detention pond grading, and changes to allow alternate pipe materials.  The project will also be split into three (3) construction schedules for bidding and/or phased construction.

The existing storm drainage design will be examined for locations where the Type D curb opening inlet may be appropriate:  

· Inlet hydraulics (interception vs. by-pass flow) will be developed for both on-grade and sump conditions and utilized to create the custom inlet hydraulics for the StormCAD software package.  

· Inlet interception characteristics will be compared to hydraulics of other standard City of Billings inlet types for on-grade and sump conditions. 

· Interstate will consult with the City to mutually determine where the Type D inlet might be utilized to gain system efficiency. 

· Where potential inlet use locations are identified, Type D inlets will be modeled to test for efficiency and improvements to the overall storm drain system.  Where modeling shows advantages to use of the Type D inlet, construction plans will be modified to call out Type D inlet use.  The City will provide electronic files for Type D inlet construction details.

Grading of the Howard Heights/Dickey Park will be modified to take advantage of the City’s anticipated acquisition of Lot 1, Block 3 of Howard Heights Subdivision.  This lot is currently utilized as a small stormwater detention pond.  Acquisition of this lot will allow design for increased storage capacity in the park, better accommodation of an overflow swale, and planning for a full-width pedestrian/bicycle path connection to the park.  Interstate will develop grading plans to reflect these modifications and will modify the pond stage-storage and stage-discharge relationships for use with detention pond modeling.

In addition to grading to enable stormwater storage within the park property, Interstate will develop irrigation and turf seeding plans for park improvements as a separate bid package.  We will meet with the Parks, Recreation and Public Lands Department (PRPL) to develop and review irrigation and park improvements plan designs.  We anticipate the park irrigation will be accomplished utilizing a pump station to draw water from the BBWA Canal.  Irrigation controls will include the connection to the Park Department’s Maxicom control system and will follow standards set by PRPL.    

In an effort to realize construction cost savings, construction drawings and specifications will be modified to allow alternate pipe materials to be utilized throughout the project.  It is anticipated that in addition to concrete and PVC pipe materials, HDPE, steel, and other alternative pipe materials will be allowed.  Interstate will work with the City to develop a listing of allowed materials (some materials may be restricted to specific diameters).  Construction plans and project specifications will be modified to allow the alternative pipe materials.

Construction plans will also be modified to indicate construction of handicap ramps at curb returns disturbed by project construction.  Locations of necessary handicap ramps will be determined through a field inspection.  The field inspection will also be used to confirm locations where valley gutters are either necessary and need to be added to the plans, or where they are no longer necessary and can be removed.

The project, as currently designed, will be split into three construction schedules for bidding and/or construction phasing.  At this time, it is anticipated that bid schedules will be defined as follows:

· Schedule I - Outfall Section:

· To include storm drain construction within Shamrock Lane east of Nutter Boulevard; storm drain within Sapphire Avenue west of Shamrock Lane; construction of the park detention pond, landscaping and irrigations and associated inflow/outflow structures; pond outfall storm drain within Shamrock Lane and Hilltop Road; and the outfall connection to the existing storm drain within Hilltop Road west of the BBWA Canal.

· Schedule II – Aronson Avenue and Nutter Boulevard North Section:

· To include storm drain construction within Aronson Avenue south of Nutter Boulevard, and within Nutter Boulevard from Aronson Avenue to Shamrock Lane.

· Schedule III – Nutter Boulevard South Section:

· To include storm drain construction within Nutter Boulevard south of Shamrock Lane. 

Construction plans will be annotated to indicate limits of each schedule.  Bid forms and bid quantities will be split to show only items within each schedule.  Bidding documents will be set up such that the City can award schedules individually or collectively.

BIDDING ASSISTANCE
Interstate will prepare the Invitation to Bid and provide the invitation to the Billings Times for advertising the project.  Interstate will also conduct a pre-bid meeting where the project is reviewed for prospective contractors.  Interstate will document attendance and produce notes summarizing the meeting discussions.  Interstate will also attend the bid opening tabulate all bids received.  Based on the bid tabulation, Interstate will make a recommendation for award.  These services will be performed for bidding the storm drain project and for bidding the park seeding and irrigation project.

Upon agreement by the City, Interstate will prepare contract documents with the successful contractor and conduct a pre-construction meeting.  Interstate will document the pre-construction meeting.  These services will be performed for bidding the storm drain project and for bidding the park seeding and irrigation project.
CONSTRUCTION SERVICES
Interstate will provide limited construction administration services, and will provide construction survey.  Services are anticipated to include periodic site visits (up to four visits per schedule) to observe contractor’s progress on storm drain system construction, and site visits (up to four visits) to observe contractor’s progress on park irrigation system installation.  Contractor consultation for purposes of plan clarifications and resolution of conflicts that may arise during project construction are also included.

Interstate will also provide construction survey, to consist of staking for project construction.  We anticipate providing slope stakes for pond grading, and off-set stakes for underground storm sewer and storm drain inlets.  Interstate will also locate and verify project control set during initial design activities.

In addition to site visits, plan clarifications, and construction survey, Interstate will also provide shop drawing review services for contractor submitted construction products and materials. 

PROJECT CLOSE-OUT
Upon completion of construction, Interstate will develop as-built record drawings.  Record drawings will be developed based on construction information maintained by the contractor and/or the City.  No new survey or field measurements are anticipated for production of record drawings.  Record drawings will be produced as full-sized paper sheets as well as electronic Adobe PDF files on CD.

MISCELLANEOUS SERVICES
In addition to management and accounting activities necessary with the design and construction administration services outlined, miscellaneous services will also include conducting one (1) public meeting for the project.  Also anticipated are up to four (4) meetings with City staff during the course of project development.

We anticipate the public meeting will be conducted prior to bidding the project so that any relevant comments/suggestions can be considered for inclusion in the project.  We anticipate that the public meeting will be advertised via a press release and through post card mailings to area residents.  Interstate will provide art work, text, and layout for a press release and/or post card mailing.  We will rely on the City to provide any mailing lists and to cover any printing costs and postage required for any post card mailings.

All other terms and conditions of the contract to which this amendment applies shall remain in full effect.
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
