We are applying for a Zone Change from R-3600 to Residential -Professional to allow the property to be
used for an office building. The existing hause sits on the back of the property and the renters do not
take care of the lawn and the garbage from the businesses to the West of the property catches in the
trees. We are proposing selling the property to a developer to build an office building on the East side
of the property with a parking lot on the West of the building and access off of Henesta. A nicely
landscaped area along Rosebud would add a much needed clean up to this location and provide a more
pleasing sight than the current house.
