April 26, 2010
6:30 p.m.

Paula and John Lambrecht held a meeting of the surrounding property owners to discuss a
proposed zone change for their property located at 2320 Rosebud Drive, Billings. There were
15 people in attendance.

Paula opened the meeting explaining that they would like to re-zone the property they own at
the corner or Rosebud and Henesta Drives. The property to the North is a park and Pier 1
Imports. Across the street to the West is One Hour Valet and an office building with a
chiropractor and insurance offices. Paula explained that re-zoning the property to residential-
professional would allow an office building to be built on their 11,333 square foot lot.
Answering questions from the neighbors, Paula explained that with the declining neighborhood
in Justiss Subdivision it doesn’t make good financial sense to put a new home on this lot. Some
neighbors expressed concern about the unsightly house with the cars parked in front and how
it was an eye-sore to those passing by. Paula agreed and said they have to keep the rent lower
because the house isn't big enough to allow higher rent and the yard is too big and the renters
won'’t water it so it looks bad.

Dave Hawkins told some of the history of Justiss subdivision explaining how the city owned the
property where the One Hour Valet now sits, as well as the rest of the exterior part of Justiss
Subdivision. The city sold the property to Jess Essman and Paul Schultze years ago and they
obtained the zone change to Residential-Professional allowing them to build the cleaners and
office building along 24'" Street West and the King Park building on King Ave and 24" Street
West. This brought more traffic on to Henesta because the patrons going to the King Park
building have access to the parking lot off of King Avenue but the city made them egress out
the North side onto Henesta. That is their only way of getting out of the parking lot. This
makes it hard to rent those houses on Henesta to anyone with small children because of the
traffic. He also indicated that the two properties he owns on the south side of Henesta were
also re-zoned to Residential-Professional at the same time as Essman and Schultze got their
zoning changed. It really makes more sense for the entire subdivision to be re-zoned into office
buildings. Most of the houses in Justiss Subdivision are being used as rentals and the rents are

rather than have afl of the rentals, some duplexes and four-plexes and ajj of the trips generated
by their residents.
