FROM FY 2011CITY COUNCIL CONTINGENCY FUNDS

FOR A TRAIL MAINTENANCE PLAN

WHEREAS, a group of almost 100 persons interested in improving Billings trails, including members of the City’s Public Works and  Parks, Recreation & Public Lands Departments, are participating in an effort organized by the Billings Area Chamber of Commerce; and

WHEREAS, the ability to maintain trails in ways that make them attractive, accessible and useful to the public are critical to the mission of improving the trails and making them an attraction in Billings; and

WHEREAS,  a Trail Maintenance Plan has been proposed to inventory trails, develop trail maintenance standards, identify the ability of City of Billings and Yellowstone County to perform ongoing maintenance and develop funding and implementation strategies; and

WHEREAS, several private companies and public organizations have agreed to contribute to the cost of the study; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has been asked by the trails group to consider donating $2,000 to the cost of the study.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BILLINGS, MONTANA, DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, to authorize the expenditure of $2,000 from the Council Contingency Fund (Account 010-1110-411.79-70) for the completion of a Trail Maintenance Plan.
