A RESOLUTION OF THE BILLINGS, MONTANA, CITY COUNCIL, EXTENDING THE TERM OF THE MAYOR’S COMMISSION 

ON ENERGY AND CONSERVATION THROUGH JUNE 30, 2011


WHEREAS, a 10-member Mayor’s Commission on Energy and Conservation was created by the Billings Mayor and City Council on Aug. 14, 2006, with terms that expired Dec. 31, 2010, or whenever the commission members determined by majority vote that their work was completed; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of the commission was to consider ways to conserve energy, including areas where the city might reduce the amount of money it spends on energy and ways to limit the city’s energy use impact on the environment; and

WHEREAS, the commission also was allowed to recommend additional areas in which government could assist citizens in minimizing pollution and energy consumption; and


WHEREAS, nine staff members were nominated by the City Administrator and approved as ex-officio members of the commission by the Mayor and Council; and


WHEREAS, at a November 15, 2010, work session, the Mayor and City Council by consensus directed staff to prepare a resolution extending the Mayor’s Commission on Energy and Conservation for six months.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BILLINGS, MONTANA, DOES HEREBY APPROVE extension of the Mayor’s Commission on Energy and Conservation until June 30, 2011; and

FURTHER, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BILLINGS DOE HEREBY APPROVE the extension of the terms of current city employees who serve as ex-officio departmental representatives of the commission.
