On March 14, 2011, the Billings City Council conditionally approved the preliminary plat of Twin Oaks Subdivision, 2nd Filing.  The conditions of approval are as follows:

1. To minimize impacts on local services, centralized mail delivery site(s) shall be coordinated and identified prior to final plat approval.  A letter from USPS shall be provided for verification.
2. To minimize impacts on local services, the subdivider shall provide an acceptable appraisal or comparative market analysis, conducted by a 3rd party licensed appraiser or realtor of the property in question, and compensate the City for the value of the vacated parkland (1.25 acres) prior to final plat approval. 
3. To minimize impacts on local services, the applicable Park Maintenance District shall be expanded to include the new lots in each phase prior to that phase’s release for development. 
4. To minimize impacts on local services, a temporary turnaround easement document shall be recorded with the final documents for the temporary terminus of Watson Peak Road
5. Minor changes may be made in the SIA and final documents, as requested by the Planning, Legal or Public Works Departments to clarify the documents and bring them into the standard acceptable format. 
6. The final plat shall comply with all requirements of the City of Billings Subdivision Regulations, rules, regulations, policies, and resolutions of the City of Billings, and the laws and Administrative Rules of the State of Montana.
