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A) The zone change proposal of 519 Crow Lane is consistent with the goals and policies of the
adopted Growth Palicy in many ways. This zoning is in accordance with the comprehensive plan
of the area between Main St. and Lake Elmo Drive. Allowing this building that has been around
for fifty plus years to be rebuilt will help promote the health and welfare for current residents
and neighbors. This property currently provides affordable housing with great accommodations
including 900 sq. ft. units that are two bed, one bath, washer and dryer included, some utilities
paid, and some units with garages. If destroyed by some form of a natural disaster a new
building with better codes will help leasees’, will increase neighbor property values, and
increase the city tax base. The new zoning will continue to protect residents by enforcing
Billings building codes and wilf provide adequate space, light, and air. Any new building witl
meet city code and parking requirements ensuring to prevent overcrowding of land. The new
zoning will fit in well with the district and will allow anyone from a working class citizen to
families with children nearby access to grocers, parks, a little league basebalt field, and quick
access to Main Street. If there were ever another duplex or four-plex addition to the property
this would fit into the city’s economic development element. This would be done by creating a
brand new building leading to great quality of life, quick access to local businesses for
employees and shoppers, an attractive well lit and safe area, bring economic development to
the Billings Heights and provide quality housing for skilled workers. As a property owner,
landlord, and respectful citizen my goals include keeping my property sanitary, safe, and
functional to current residents and visitors of the City of Billings.

B) The need for a zone change is the existing four-plex built in 1955 is non-conforming and if it
were to burn down myseif and the other residents living in this building would be without a
home and we would be unable to rebuild this structure. Any form of natural disaster would
prevent current lesees’ and myself from rebuilding our homes. This new zoning will fit into the
existing zoning of the neighborhood. To the rear or north side of the property is an alley and
then a strip five fots long of Neighborhood Commercial, a Residential Professional lot, and
Highway Commercial. To the east side of the building there is one Residential 7000 lot then a
commercial parking lot and businesses including KFC, Western Security Bank, and Valet Today
Cleaners. All of this area which is two lots away on Main Street is Highway Commercial zoning.
To the south of this building are duplexes and other apartment complexes zoned Residential
6000 and Residential Professional. Neighboring the property to the west is a duplex. Nearby
this property to the west and less than a full block away are subdivisions of Residential-
Multifamily (RMF} and Residential-Multifamily-Restricted (RMF-R).
