“A” — Altitude (ft) on Approach (Column 4) comparison, the typical glide path for a helicopter is 6 degrees.
“D1” — Altitude (ft) on Departure (90 mph) (Column 5)

“D2” — Altitude (ft) on Departure (120 mph) (Column 6)
