RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends the City Council approve the bid award to Van Arsdale Construction, and the subsequently
negotiated Construction Agreement and Final Work List between the City of Billings and Van Arsdale Construction,
for the rehabilitation of a single-family home located at 1302 Parkhill Drive.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

The City of Billings purchased this HUD-foreclosed property in August 2024 as part of the City's Foreclosure
Acquisition / Rehabilitation Program. Under this program, Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds are
used to acquire and redevelop foreclosed properties that might otherwise become sources of abandonment and blight
within our community. This property features a one-story 1,013 square foot Cape Cod vernacular-style single-family
house, with a full basement and attic, on a 7,000 square foot lot. Following a series of professional inspections to
identify issues needing to be addressed, an invitation for Bids (IFB) was developed and advertised with the following
result: Van Arsdale Construction: $379,356

The bid received was significantly higher than City staff's estimate. This may be due to the fact that this home has
been determined eligible for the National Register of Historic Places. The rehabilitation work must therefore meet the
Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation. The State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) provided
specific guidance, which was included within the IFB.

To lower rehabilitation costs, staff eliminated several non-historical line items and reduced the scope of other line
items. A Construction Agreement and Final Work List were subsequently negotiated with Van Arsdale Construction
for $262,530.

STAKEHOLDERS

Because the rehabilitated home will be sold to an income-qualified First Time Home Buyer applicant, all low-income
community members are considered stakeholders in the rehabilitation of this housing unit. In addition, neighbors living
near the home, who have been dealing with the negative neighborhood impacts of this dilapidated, vacant home for
years, are also considered stakeholders. The City Code Enforcement Division received six (6) separate complaints
about this property between 2011 and 2022.

ALTERNATIVES
City Council may:

¢ Approve the bid award, Construction Agreement and Final Work List with Van Arsdale Construction; or,

¢ Not Approve the bid award to Van Arsdale Construction, reject all bids, and provide additional direction to staff.
Since only one contractor bid on this project, it may be difficult to get another bid for this work to get this home
rehabilitated and back in private ownership.

FISCAL EFFECTS

The Foreclosure Acquisition / Rehabilitation Program utilizes pass-through CDBG funding from HUD. CDBG funding
is available to allocate to this project. This program is key to meeting HUD expenditure deadlines for CDBG funding
annually, and is a popular program as it both gets people into homes and can significantly improve a neighborhood
where a vacant home has been sitting for months or years.

City resources are not used for this program.

Property Sale Price: Following rehabilitation, the property sale price will be the lower of:
1) The post-rehab appraisal amount,



2) The acquisition and rehabilitation costs, or
3) HUD's current maximum purchase price limit for Billings.

SUMMARY

Staff recommends the City Council approve the bid award to Van Arsdale Construction, and the subsequently
negotiated Construction Agreement and Final Work List between the City of Billings and Van Arsdale Construction,
for the rehabilitation of the single-family home located at 1302 Parkhill Drive.

This Agreement entered this date by and between Van Arsdale Construction
hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor” and the City of Billings hereinafter referred as the “City.”

WHEREAS, the City has applied for and received funds from the United States Government under
Title | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended (HCD Act), Public Law 93-
383; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to engage the Contractor to perform certain work on the premises
commonly known as 1302 Parkhill Drive, Billings, Montana 59102, and legally described as:

Lot 47 and 48, Block 12, of Evergreen Subdivision, Second Filing, in the City of Billings,
Yellowstone County, Montana, according to the official plat on file in the office of the Clerk
and Recorder of said County, under Document #494692.

WHEREAS, the City desires to have the Contractor rehabilitate, renovate, remodel and improve
the aforesaid premises in accordance with standards set out by the Neighborhood Stabilization Program
and the Foreclosure Acquisition / Rehabilitation Program; and

WHEREAS, the City desires the home to be affordable to low-income households at or below
eighty percent (80%) of the Area Median Income for Billings, Montana; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to utilize all services provided by the Foreclosure Acquisition /
Rehabilitation Program in connection with the said project; and

NOW THEREFORE, the parties hereto do mutually agree as follows:

Section 1. Contractor Engagement: The City hereby engages Contractor to perform the services and
supply the materials hereinafter set forth. The City and Contractor agree that the Contractor is an
independent contractor for the purposes of this agreement and is not to be considered an employee of
the City for any purpose. The Contractor is not subject to the terms and provisions of the City’s personnel
policies handbook and may not be considered an employee for worker’s compensation or any other
purpose. The Contractor is not authorized to represent the City or otherwise bind the City in any dealings
between the Contractor and any third parties.

Section 2. National Objectives: All activities funded with Community Development Block Grant (CDGB)
funds must meet one of the CDBG program’s National Objectives. This project will meet the national
objective of benefiting low- and moderate-income persons.

The City and the Contractor certify that the activities carried out under this Agreement will benefit a low-
income household. Following project completion, the property will be sold to a City-approved First-Time

Home Buyer applicant.

Section 3. Environmental Review: The City has completed the Environmental Review Record for this
activity.

Section 4. Scope of Services: The Contractor shall perform all of the services and furnish all the materials
necessary to make the improvements described in this Agreement for the aforesaid premises.
Improvements will be made in accordance with current and applicable building codes, zoning codes and
setback requirements, and all other applicable federal, state, and local codes and ordinances. This will
include all line items included within the attached FINAL WORK LIST.
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Section 5. Improvements: The improvements to be made and/or constructed by the Contractor at the
address indicated above are set forth in the plans and/or specifications referred to as the FINAL WORK
LIST, which was negotiated after receipt of the Contractor’s sealed bid in response to the Invitation for
Bid (IFB) / Exhibit A and each are made a part hereof and incorporated as a part of this Agreement.

Section 6. FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

A. Budget: The total amount of this Agreement will not exceed $262,530 (Two Hundred Sixty-Two
Thousand Five Hundred Thirty and 00/100 Dollars) and must be expended by the end of the
agreement performance period as noted Section 11. Time For Performance.

A copy of the FINAL WORK LIST is attached and is made a part of this Agreement and binding
upon the Contractor.

Funding not expended by the end of the agreement performance period as noted Section 11.
Time For Performance will be considered un-programmed funds and made available for
allocation to new projects.

B. Budget Modifications: Adjustments between line items must be approved in advance by the City.
In the event the Contractor is unable to comply with the terms and the conditions of this
Agreement, any costs incurred will be the Contractor’s sole responsibility.

C. Award Reduction: If the actual total cost of completing the project is less than has been projected
by the Contractor in its budget, the City may, at its discretion, reduce the amount to be provided
under this Agreement in proportion to the overall savings.

D. Program Income: If the use of CDBG funding results in revenues (fees paid, insurance payments,
etc.), the revenue is also considered CDBG and referenced as “program income.” The Contractor
will expend any program income it receives on the activities described herein, before requesting
additional CDBG funds. The City will deduct the amount of program income on hand, shown on
the drawdown form, from the amount requested by the Contractor. This program income will be
treated as additional CDBG funds and will be subject to all applicable requirements governing the
use of CDBG funds.

The Contractor will record receipt and expenditure of program income as part of the financial
transactions of the project. If the Contractor anticipates program income after project closeout,
a program income plan must be developed and submitted for review and written approval by the
City at the time of closeout. At the time of closeout, the City will specify the conditions and
requirements that will apply to program income received by the Contractor after project closeout.

E. Procurement: The Contractor shall comply with the City’s current purchasing procedures; copies
available upon request.

1. The Contractor must properly document purchasing activities and decisions.

2. The Contractor must use local businesses and contract with small, minority and/or
women-owned businesses to the maximum extent feasible.

3. The Contractor must not make any payments to organizations that were disbarred or
suspended or otherwise ineligible to receive federal funding. Contractor must check the
SAM.gov exclusion record database prior to utilizing federal resources.

4. The Contractor shall maintain inventory records of all non-expendable personal property
as defined by such policy as may be procured with funds provided herein. All program
assets (unexpended program income, property, equipment, etc.) shall revert to the City
upon termination of this Agreement.

OMB standards: Unless specified otherwise within this agreement, the Contractor shall procure
all materials, property, or services in accordance with the requirements of 2 CFR 200.

Section 7. Subcontracting: Unless otherwise noted, a “subcontractor” means a person or entity with
whom the Contractor has a verbal or written contract to perform any work contained within the FINAL
WORK LIST or to supply any materials for the FINAL WORK LIST. Contractor shall ensure any
subcontractors will be bound by the terms and conditions of this contract insofar as it applies to their
work, and the Contractor shall not be relieved of any obligations under this contract by the use of
subcontractor(s]. The Contractor agrees that they are fully responsible for the acts and omissions of their
subcontractors, and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by them, as they are for the acts and
omissions of persons directly employed by them. Nothing contained in the Agreement documents shall
create any contractual relation between any subcontractor and the City. The City and/or the Contractor
shall not be required to employ any subcontractor against whom they have a reasonable objection.
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Section 8. Contractor Requirements:

Debarred: The Contractor certifies that the Contractor's firm and the firm's principals are not
debarred, suspended, voluntarily excluded, or otherwise ineligible for participation in federally
assisted contracts under Executive Order 12549, "Debarment and Suspension” (2 CFR Part 2424).

Workers’ Compensation: The Contractor certifies that workers' compensation insurance will be
maintained as required by the Montana Workers' Compensation Act (39-71-2101, MCA). The
Contractor further certifies that the Contractor will comply at all times with occupational disease and
health and safety laws and regulations to the full extent applicable.

Business License: The Contractor agrees to maintain a current City of Billings Business License for the
duration of this Agreement.

Montana Contractor Registration Requirements: Title 39, Chapter 9, Part 2, MCA provides that no
Contractor may submit a bid unless properly registered with the Montana Department of Labor and
Industry (DOLI).

MCA 39-9-201 through 39-9-211 sets out contractor registration requirements with the State of
Montana. Contractors and any of the contractor’s subcontractors doing work on a project are required
to register with DOLI. Information and forms for registration are available from the DOLI and may be
obtained by visiting their website, calling 406.444.6543, or visiting their offices at 301 South Park
Avenue, 5 Floor, Helena, MT 59601.

One Percent Gross Receipts Withholding Requirement): Pursuant to Section 15-50-206(2)(3), MCA,
the City is required to withhold one percent of all payments due the Contractor and is required to
transmit such monies to the Montana Department of Revenue. In like fashion, the Contractor is
required to withhold one percent from payments to subcontractors.

Pre-Construction Conference: After the Agreement has been awarded, but before the start of
construction, a conference will be held for the purpose of discussing requirements on such matters
as project supervision, coordination with City officials, on-site inspections, progress schedules and
reports, payments to contractors, change orders, insurance, safety and other items pertinent to the
project. The Contractor shall arrange to have all supervisory personnel connected with the project on
hand to meet with representatives of the City to discuss any problems anticipated.

Reports and Information: The Contractor, at such times and in such forms as the City may require,
shall furnish the City such periodic reports as it may request pertaining to the work or services
undertaken pursuant to this Agreement, the costs and obligations incurred or to be incurred in
connection therewith, and any other matters covered by this Agreement.

Local, State and Federal Requirements: During the duration of this Agreement, the Contractor will
conform to current and future federal requirements as communicated by Community Development
Division staff via regular mail, email and/or fax.

Section 9. Contractor Compliance: The Contractor will comply with any and all applicable state, federal,

and local laws, ordinances, regulations and codes, including, but not limited to, the following:

Fair Labor Standards: The Contractor will comply with Section 103 and 107 of the Contract Work Hours
and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 327-330) as supplemented by the Department of Labor
regulations (29 CFR, Part 5), the Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Act (18 U.S.C. 874) as supplemented in
Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR, Part 3), Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 276a to a-7) as
supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 CDF, Part 5), and rules regarding conflict of
interest as provided in 24 CFR 85.36.

Prevailing Wage Requirements — Montana: Unless superseded by federal law, Montana law requires
that contractors and subcontractors give preference to the employment of Montana residents for any
public works contract in excess of $25,000 for construction or non-construction services in accordance
with sections 18-2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto.
Unless superseded by federal law, each contractor shall ensure that at least 50% of the contractor’s
workers performing labor on a construction project are bona fide Montana residents. The
Commissioner of the Montana Department of Labor and Industry has established the resident
requirements in accordance with sections 18-2-403 and 18-2-409, MCA. Any and all questions
concerning prevailing wage and Montana resident issues should be directed to the Montana
Department of Labor and Industry.
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In addition, unless superseded by federal law, all employees working on a public works contract shall
be paid prevailing wage rates in accordance with sections 18-2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all
administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto. Montana law requires that all public works contracts,
as defined in section 18-2-401, MCA, in which the total cost of the contract is in excess of $25,000,
contain a provision stating for each job classification the standard prevailing wage rate, including
fringe benefits, travel, per diem, and zone pay that the contractors, subcontractors, and employers
shall pay during the public works contract.

Section 18-2-406, MCA, requires that all contractors, subcontractors, and employers who are
performing work or providing services under a public works contract post in a prominent and
accessible site on the project staging area or work area, no later than the first day of work and
continuing for the entire duration of the contract, a legible statement of all wages and fringe benefits
to be paid to the employees in compliance with section 18-2-423, MCA. Section 18-2-423, MCA,
requires that employees receiving an hourly wage must be paid on a weekly basis.

Furthermore, Section 18-2-417, requires allowance for a 3% annual increase in wages for a multiyear
contract. (1) Any public works contract that by the terms of the original contract calls for more than
30 months to fully perform must include a provision to adjust, as provided in subsection (2), the
standard prevailing rate of wages to be paid to the workers performing the contract. (2) The standard
prevailing rate of wages paid to workers under a contract subject to this section must be adjusted 12
months after the date of the award of the public works contract. The amount of the adjustment must
be a 3% increase. The adjustment must be made and applied every 12 months for the term of the
contract. (3) Any increase in the standard rate of prevailing wages for workers under this section is
the sole responsibility of the contractor and any subcontractors and not the contracting agency.

Each contractor, subcontractor, and employer must maintain payroll records in a manner readily
capable of being certified for submission under section 18-2-423, MCA, for not less than three years
after the contractor’s, subcontractor’s, or employer’s completion of work on the public works
contract.

The nature of the work performed or services provided under this contract meets the statutory
definition of a “public works contract” under section 18-2-401(11)(a), MCA, The booklet is attached
and may also be found at http://erd.dli.mt.gov/labor-standards/state-prevailing-wage-rates.

c) Equal Employment Provisions: This Agreement is subject to Executive Order 11246, Executive Order
11375, Executive Order 13672, Title VI, Title VIl and Title VIl of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the Age
Discrimination Act of 1975, the American with Disabilities Act, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act
of 1973, Section 109 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, and Section 49-3-207,
MCA, and their implementing regulations, as amended, which prohibit discrimination against any
employee or applicant on the basis of race, color, creed, religion, national origin, age, disability, sex,
familial/marital status, sexual orientation or gender identity. Non-compliance with equal employment
provisions may result in cancellation, termination or suspension of this Agreement in whole, or in
part, and the Contractor may be declared ineligible for federally funded contracts.

The Contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that individuals seeking employment, and
employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, creed, religion,
national origin, age, disability, sex, familial/marital status, sexual orientation or gender identity. Such
actions shall include, but not limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer;
recruitment or recruitment advertisement; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of
compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The Contractor will cause the
foregoing provisions to be inserted in all subcontracts for any work covered by this Agreement so that
such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

d) Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968: The work performed under this
Agreement is subject to the requirement of Section 3 ensuring that the Contractor will, to the greatest
extent feasible, extend opportunities for training and employment arising in connection with this
federally-assisted project to low-income residents. Further, the Contractor will, to the greatest extent
feasible, utilize Section 3 Business Concerns that meet at least one of the following criteria,
documented within the last six month period:

® At least 51% owned and controlled by low-income person(s); or

® Over 75 percent (75%) of the labor hours performed for the business over the prior three-month
period were performed by Section 3 Workers; or

e A business at least 51 percent (51%) owned and controlled by current public housing residents,
residents who currently live in Section 8-assisted housing.

Minority Business Enterprise (MBE) / Women Business Enterprise (WBE): Executive Orders 11625,
12432 and 12138 (Minority / Women Business Enterprises) as supplemented in 24 CFR 85.36(3)
require Contractors on federally funded projects to take affirmative steps to assure that minority- and
women-owned businesses are used, when possible, as a sources of supplies, equipment, construction
and services. Additionally, the Contractor must document all affirmative steps taken to solicit
minority- and women-owned businesses and forward this documentation along with the names of
the minority / women subcontractors and suppliers to the City upon request.

Clean Air Act: Contracts must comply with all applicable standards, orders, or requirements issued
under Section 306 of the Clean Air Act (42 USC 1857 (H), Section 508 of the Clean Water Act (33 USC
1368), Executive Order 11738, and Environmental Protection Agency regulations (40 CFR, Part 15).
The purpose of the Clean Air Act is to regulate air emissions from stationary and mobile sources to
protect public health and welfare from hazardous air pollutants. The purpose of the Clean Water Act
is to regulate pollution discharges into surface waters. Contractors will comply with both Acts in order
to protect the public and environments from hazardous pollutants.

Lead Safe Work Methods Agreement / Non-lead Based Paint Agreement: The Contractor agrees to
comply with Federal regulations 24 CFR Part 35 with regard to Lead Based Paint. Specifically, the use
of lead based paint in residential structures is prohibited. Contractors are required to comply with the
EPA Renovation, Repair and Painting (RRP) requirements described in 40 CFR 745.80 Subpart E
effective April 22, 2010, affecting work on houses constructed prior to 1978 and containing lead based
paint. If the Contractor has not attended and passed the Certified Renovator licensure, the Contractor
will not be eligible to perform needed repairs until they achieve certification. Lead clearance testing
with positive results will be remediated by the Contractor until negative results are achieved.

BUILD AMERICA, BUY AMERICA ACT (BABA): For projects with $250,000 or more of Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) and/or Home Investment Partnership Program (HOME) funds, BABA
requires a domestic content procurement preference. This means all iron, steel, manufactured
products, and construction materials used in the project have been produced in the United States,
unless the awarding agency has issued a waiver of this requirement. This is called the “Buy American
Preference” (BAP). The purpose of BABA is to bolster America’s industrial base, protect national
security, and support high-paying jobs. BABA applies to this project. The contractor will comply with
BABA on this project.

The Contractor will include the provisions of paragraphs a) through g) above in every subcontract or
purchase order unless exempted by rules, regulations, or order of the Secretary of Labor issued
pursuant to Section 204 of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, so that such provisions will
be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor. The Contractor will take such action with respect to
any subcontractor or purchase order as the City may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions,
including sanctions for noncompliance: Provided, however, that, in the event the Contractor becomes
involved in, or is threatened with, litigation with a subcontractor or vendor as a resuit of such direction
by the City, the Contractor may request the United States to enter into such litigation to protect the
interests of the United States.

Section 10. Insurance: The Contractor shall maintain, at its own cost and expense, such insurance as will
protect it from claims under Worker’s Compensation Acts and other employee benefits acts, from claims
for damages to property which may arise both out of and during operations under this Agreement,
whether such operations be by the Contractor or by any subcontractor or anyone directly or indirectly
employed by either of them. This insurance shall cover claims as may be caused by any negligent act or
omission. At its sole cost and expense, the Contractor shall purchase the following insurance coverage:

(a) Workers' compensation and employer's liability coverage as required by Montana law.

(b) Commercial general liability, including contractual and personal injury coverage’s — $750,000 per
claim and $1,500,000 per occurrence.

(b) Commercial Automobile Liability: $1,500,000 per accident.

(c) Builder’s Risk Insurance: In the amount of the total value of the property: Land Value: $43,756;
Residential Home: $269,444 ; for a TOTAL of $313,200 .

The Contractor shall save the City harmless from damages arising out of the work set forth therein. Before
commencing work, Contractor shall furnish the City with certificates showing that the above insurance is
in force.
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The Contractor’s insurance certificates shall state that the City of Billings is listed as an additional insured
and shall contain a waiver of subrogation against the City, except Worker’s Compensation Policies. If any
listed insurance certificate is due to expire during the construction period, the Contractor shall not permit
the coverage to lapse and new certificates shall be furnished to the City.

Section 11. Time For Performance: The Contractor shall upon execution of this Agreement and
submission of evidence of satisfactory insurance coverage, begin work no later than 10 days after a Notice
To Proceed is delivered to the Contractor and shall be satisfactorily completed by December 31, 2025.
Notwithstanding the aforesaid, the Contractor is excused from performance or delay if at any time in the
progress of the work Contractor is delayed by any act or neglect of the City, or of any employee of the
City, or by any separate Contractor employed by the City, or by changes ordered in the work, or by strikes,
lockouts, fire, unusual delay in transportation, unavoidable casualties or any causes beyond the
Contractor's control, or by delay authorized by the Community Development Division, or by any cause
which the Community Development Division shall decide to justify the delay, then the time of completion
shall be extended for such reasonable time as the Community Development Division may decide. When
the work has been fully completed, approved by the Community Development Division, and all waivers
and releases of liens required by the Community Development Division are submitted, final payment shall
be made.

Section 12. Monitoring: The City will monitor Contractor performance against goals and performance
standards as stated in this Agreement and the Contractor’s bid documents. Monitoring will be conducted
via desk reviews for progress reports and requests for reimbursements. City staff may also schedule on-
site monitoring visits to assess performance and compliance. Substandard performance, as determined
by the City, will constitute noncompliance with this Agreement.

Section 13. Access To Records & Records Retention: The general CDBG standard for record keeping is
that records must be accurate, complete, and orderly:

A. The Contractor will comply with CDBG record keeping regulations in 24 CFR Part 570, as now in
effect or as they may be amended during the term of this Agreement; all requirements established
by the City; applicable State and Federal laws, regulations, administrative directives and
procedures; and local ordinances and resolutions.

B. The Awardee will maintain adequate and reasonable records of its performance under this
Agreement for at least three (3) years following project closeout or until all findings have been
resolved to the satisfaction of the City and/or the State of Montana. Contractor will allow access
to these records at any time during normal business hours by the City, HUD, the Comptroller
General and, when required by law, the Montana Legislative Auditor. These records will be kept
in the Contractor’s offices as noted in this Agreement.

C. Any deficiencies noted in audit reports must be fully cleared by the Contractor within 30 days
after receipt by the Contractor. Failure of the Contractor to comply with the above audit
requirements will constitute a violation of this Agreement and may result in the withholding of
future payments.

D. The Contractor shall provide citizens with reasonable access to records regarding the past use of
CDBG funds, consistent with applicable state and local laws regarding privacy and obligations of
confidentiality.

Section 14. Uniform Administrative and Program Management Standards: Contractor will ensure
compliance with 2 CFR Part 200. The Contractor’s internal controls will consist of a combination of
procedures:

Organizational chart;

Written definition of duties and key job responsibilities;

Qualified personnel;

Formal system of authorization and supervision;

Separation of duties so no one individual has authority over an entire financial transaction;
Control over access to assets, blank forms, and confidential documents;

Periodic comparisons of financial records to actual assets and liabilities (reconciliation); and
Records that together create accountability in the Awardee’s financial system and safeguard its
cash, property, and other assets.

Section 15. Liquidated Damages: In the event the Contractor fails to complete the work specified and
required to be performed within the time limit set forth in this Agreement, after due allowance for any
extension or extensions of time made in accordance with provisions hereinbefore and not as a penalty,
the sum of Twenty-Five and 00/100 Dollars ($25.00) for each and every calendar day (excluding all
holidays) that the Contractor shall be in default of completion, as determined by the City. The City shall
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deduct said liquidated damages from any amount due, or that which may become due to the Contractor.
Liquidated damages will not be imposed on the Contractor for justifiable delays beyond his/her control as
described in Section 11. Time For Performance.

Section 16. Changes in the Work: No modifications of this Agreement shall be made except by a properly
executed Change Order signed by the Contractor and approved by the City Administrator and/or the
Billings City Council. A change order must be signed by said parties before commencement of work
addressed in the change order.

Section 17. Release of Liens: The Contractor shall submit to the City a release of all mechanics and
material liens prior to final payment of the consideration set forth hereafter.

Section 18. Compensation: The City agrees to compensate the Contractor for labor, materials, overhead
and other charges as stipulated within Section 4. Scope of Services above, which reference the FINAL
WORK LIST for the services and the materials to be provided herein. The FINAL WORK LIST was negotiated
with the Contractor after the City Clerk received the Contractor’s sealed bid before the 2:00 p.m. March 4,
2025, deadline to respond to the publicly-advertised Invitation for Bids for this Foreclosure, Acquisition /
Rehabilitation Program project.

Section 19. Payment for Completed Work: The City shall retain five (5%) percent of every invoice until
all work has been completed and will also pay State of Montana the one percent (1%) of invoicing for
Gross Receipts Tax. When the project is complete, and all inspections conducted and approved, the
Contractor will be paid the full Agreement price, less the one percent (1%) Gross Receipts Tax. Payments
may be made in one final lump-sum amount after the work is satisfactorily completed, or in regular
progress payments after all appropriate inspections have been conducted and approved.

No advance or down-payments will be made to the Contractor or vendor unless the Contractor has a
Performance Bond for the total project amount. Advance payment will only be provided when original
invoices have been provided to the City.

When work is complete, or significant progress is made, the Contractor shall seek appropriate building
inspections, and after approval, submit invoice to Community Development Division. City staff may also
conduct on-site inspections. Following these inspections, City staff will process payment requests as
quickly as possible, but it may take up to 30 days for payment to be issued.

No progress payment will be made prior to thirty (30) days after the date work began and at intervals of
not less than thirty (30) days thereafter.

Should progress payments be deemed necessary, progress payments shall not exceed 80% of the value of
the work satisfactorily completed less the five percent (5%) retainage withholding and one percent (1%)
Gross Receipts Tax. Payments due the Contractor will be paid within thirty (30) days after the City receives
the Contractor’s invoice and transfers release of liens or claims for liens by subcontractors, laborers, and
material suppliers for completed work or installed materials to the City. Checks payable to the Contractor
will be delivered to the contractor after the contractor makes any desired work corrections; provides any
necessary warranties; and signs the lien waiver.

The Contractor warrants that all services and work will be performed in a professional manner. The
Contractor acknowledges that it will be liable for any breach of this warranty for a period of one year from
the time the work is completed, inspected, and approved by the City as indicated by the date of approval
for the last project payment.

Section 20. Provisions for the City: The City will permit the Contractor to use, at no cost, existing utilities
such as electricity, natural gas, and water necessary to carry out and complete the work. The City will
cooperate with Contractor to facilitate the performance of the work.

Section 21. Notice to the City: The Contractor will notify the City 24-hours in advance of their readiness
to begin the work. The Contractor will inform the City where and how the work will be done, so that the
City will have ample time to clear the specific work area.

Section 22. Occupancy Provision: The premises are to be VACANT during the course of the construction
work.

Section 23. Condition of Premises: The Contractor agrees to keep the premises neat and orderly during
the course of the work, clean up, and remove all debris at the completion of the project.

Section 24. Interest of the City Personnel and Local Public Officials: No City staff members, who exercise

any project functions or responsibilities, shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement.



Section 25. Disputes: The City shall, within a reasonable time, make decisions on all claims by the
Contractor and on all other matters relating to the execution and progress of the work or the
interpretation of this Agreement. The City’s decisions, in matters relating to artistic effects, shall be final,
within the terms of this Agreement.

Section 26. Workmanship: The work provided hereunder by the Contractor shall be executed as directed
by the specifications contained within the FINAL WORK LIST and in the most sound, professional, and
substantial manner, and all materials used in the project, and other improvements shall be new, unless
otherwise expressly set forth in the specifications.

Section 27. Engineering Surveys and Permits and Fees: The City shall furnish all engineer surveys as
required unless otherwise specified. The Contractor agrees to secure and pay for all necessary permits,
licenses, and fees required for the Contractor’s performance of the work associated with the FINAL WORK
LIST and to adhere to applicable local, state and national codes and requirements whether or not covered
by the specifications and drawings for the work, including any Contractor registration requirements.

Section 28. Inspection of Work: The Community Development Division, or agent acting on behalf of the
Community Development Division, shall be provided access to inspect the work. If the specifications,
plans, instructions, laws, ordinances, or any public authority requires any work to be specifically inspected,
tested or approved, the Contractor shall give timely notice of readiness for inspection. Inspections by the
Community Development Division, or third-party agent appointed by the Community Development
Division, shall be promptly made. Inspections should be completed by Community Development Division
staff, City of Billings’ Building Division staff, or other procured inspectors, prior to work being covered up
by other work. If any work should be covered up without completion of said inspections, it must be
uncovered, if required, for examination at the Contractor's expense. If such work should be found not in
accordance with this contracting, including incorporated plans and specifications and applicable building
codes, the Contractor shall pay such costs; provided, however, if the Contractor can show that the defect
was not caused by him/her or his/her subcontractors, then in that event, the City shall pay the cost or
remedy for such work.

The Contractor must correct any work that fails to conform to the requirements and specification of the
FINAL WORK LIST and applicable building standards. Upon notice, while work is progressing, the
Contractor must remedy defects due to faulty materials, equipment, or workmanship before payment
shall be issued.

Section 29. Defects after Completion: Any defects that appear within twelve (12) months from the
completion of the work and arise out of defective or improper materials or workmanship will, upon the
direction of the City staff, be corrected and made good by the Contractor at the contractor’s expense.

Section 30. Approval by the City: This Agreement must be approved by the City Administrator and/or the
Billings City Council before it becomes effective.

Section 31. Non-Liability of the City: Contractor will indemnify and hold the City harmless from all claims
and liability due to the undertaking and carrying out of this Agreement.

Section 32. Default: In case of default by the Contractor, the City may procure the articles or services from
other sources and hold the Contractor responsible for any excess cost occasioned thereby.

Section 33. Termination: Upon written notice to the Contractor, the City shall have the right to declare
Contractor in default in the performance of its obligations under this Agreement in the following
circumstances: 1) the Contractor fails to furnish materials or execute work in accordance with the
provisions of this Agreement; 2) the Contractor fails to proceed with or complete the work within the time
limit specified in this Agreement; or 3) the provisions of this Agreement are otherwise violated by the
Contractor therein. Said notice shall contain the reason for the City’s declaring Contractor at fault.

Upon receipt of such notice, the Contractor shall cease and desist from further work activity associated
with this Agreement. This Agreement shall be considered null and void unless, within the (10) days from
the date of said notice, Agreement is re-negotiated between the City and the Contractor.

In the event the Agreement is thus declared null and void, the City shall proceed to have any unfinished
work completed and shall apply to the cost of having said work completed, any money due the Contractor
under the Contract, and Contractor shall be responsible for any damages or additional costs resulting to
the City by reason for said default.

Section 34. Successors in Interest: The covenants, agreements and all statements in this Agreement apply
to and shall be binding on the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the respective
Parties.

Section 35. Attorney's Fees and Costs: That in the event it becomes necessary for either Party to this
Agreement to retain an attorney to enforce any of the terms or conditions of this Agreement or to give
any notice required herein, then the prevailing Party or the Party giving notice shall be entitled to
reasonable attorney's fees and costs.

Section 36. Notice: Notices required by this Agreement shall be in writing and delivered via mail (postage
paid), personal delivery, or sent by electronic mail (email), fax or other electronic means. Any notice
delivered or sent as previously mentioned shall be effective on the date of delivery or sending. All notices
and other written communications under this Agreement shall be addressed to the individuals in the
capacities indicated below, unless otherwise modified by subsequent written notice.

HISTORIC PROPERTY: The property has been determined eligible for the National Register of Historic Places, and a finding of "Historic Places Affected, No Adverse Effect” attached.
The rehabilitation work must meet the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation. The State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) has provided specific guidance, which
has been included within the appropriate line items below.

ASBESTOS: Asbestos has been known to cause serious injury to lungs. This home was evaluated to identify the presence of asbestos. Asbestos testing was completed and asbestos
locations identified. Most of the identified asbestos has been removed by an EPA-certified asbestos removal contractor. Following completion of the asbestos abatement work, an
accredited, third-party company was retained to conduct final visual clearance and air testing. Following the successful final clearance visual inspection, the firm employed an
aggressive clearance testing methods and collected five air samples in the containment using Phase Contrast Microscopy (PCM) cassettes.

Asbestos and Other Fibers by PCM. PCM analysis indicated that all five samples passed Montana Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ) regulatory requirements for
clearance air testing.

GENERAL: Contractor must review and adhere to all City of Billings' Building & Safety Division permit requirements whether or not they
are specified within the Construction Agreement and/or this Invitation for Bid (IFB) - Exhibit A.

LEAD-BASED PAINT: All homes in the Foreclosure Acquisition / Rehab Program are evaluated to identify conditions that may cause lead
exposure from lead-contaminated dust or lead-contaminated paint that is deteriorated or present in accessible surfaces, friction surfaces,
and/or impact surfaces that could result in adverse human health effects.

The following was conducted: professional inspection, XRF testing of coated surfaces on the interior and exterior of the house and
detached garage, dust wipe sampling, and soil sampling. XRF and laboratory results show the presence of lead-contaminated dust or lead-
contaminated paint that is deteriorated or present in accessible surfaces, friction surfaces, and/or impact surfaces that could result in
adverse human health effects. Therefore, lead abatement activites (permanent) and/or interim controls (temporary) are REQUIRED to be
completed by an EPA-Certified Lead Renovator contractor. Specific details contained within line items below.

ASBESTOS: Asbestos has been known to cause serious injury to lungs. This home was evaluated to identify the presence of asbestos.
Asbestos testing was completed and asbestos locations identified. Most of the identified asbestos has been removed by an EPA-certified
asbestos removal contractor. Following completion of the asbestos abatement work, an accredited, third-party company was retained to
conduct final visual clearance and air testing. Following the successful final clearance visual inspection, the firm employed an aggressive
clearance testing methods and collected five air samples in the containment using Phase Contrast Microscopy (PCM) cassettes.

ELECTRICAL DISTRIBUTION PANELS: The brand name of both distribution panels are Federal
Pacific (FPE). The Consumer Product Safety Commission's 1980s study indicate circuit breakers
fail to trip under certian overload conditions, which have been linked to fires.

1) Main Panel at the rear of the house: The FPE panels with Stab-Lock breakers, although not
recalled, are associated with known product defects, including breakers that have a reputation
for failing to trip when necessary. Replace panel.

2) Stairway Panel: Replace panel.

Have a licensed electrician replace both panels.

DISTRIBUTION WIRING:

1) In the 2nd floor west bedroom's side attic space, improper electrical connections should be
improved. All electrical connections should be made inside junction boxes or rated enclosures
and fitted with cover plates.

2) Under the stairs in the basement, the open junction box should be fitted with a cover plate
to protect the wire connections.

Have a licensed electrician make appropriate corrections.

GFCI OUTLETS: Install / ensure all electrical outlets within 6 feet of water sources are GFCI
protected in kitchen, bathrooms, laundry room, and at exterior. Weatherproof GFCl outlets
required at all exterior outlets.

WATER HEATER:

1) The water heater was manufactured in 2019; the unit is approximately 5 year old.

2) The “draft diverter” of the water heater venting system is configured in such a way that it
could allow spillage of exhaust products in the utility closet. This is a potential safety concern
that should be addressed promptly.

A licensed plumber should evaluate the above conditions and make recommendations.
Alternately, preemptive replacement may be considered.

GAS PIPING: The unused gas pipe in the laundry room in the basement should be capped. A
shutoff valve is not sufficient for this task. A qualified professional should make needed
correction(s).

FIREPLACE / MASONRY FLUE:

1) The rear wall of the fireplace firebox in the living room has a crack and should be repaired for
improved safety.

2) The fireplace and masonry flue in the family room should be cleaned and inspected prior to
operation. Masonry flue tiles are notorious for developing cracks, whch can affect the safety of
the fireplace. In such cases, relining the chimney is typically recommended.

3) A rain cap with vermin screen should be installed on the masonry chimney.

A professional fireplace service technician should inspect, recommend, and make appropriate
corrections.

STAIRWAY HANDRAIL: The loose handrail on the stairway should be secured or replaced.

EGRESS WINDOW(S): There is not an egress window in the basement. An additional means of
egress is required. Appropriately sized and positioned egress window(s) should be installed to
meet code requirements.

SWITCHES: Utility closet has a missing switch cover plate that should be replaced with one
matching other cover plates in the home.

Most electrical outlet / switch covers are metal; all need to be cleaned. A few need to be
replaced (main floor bathroom; attic bedrooms; basement-4)

LIGHT FIXTURES:

1) The globes are missing or damaged at the light fixtures in the upper level bedrooms and in
the upper hall.

2) Exterior light fixture at the rear of the house is loose.

3) Evaluate all interior and exterior light fixtures and make recommendations for keeping or
replacing.
All globes and light fixtures to be secured, repaired, and/or replaced, as appropriate.

SUPPLY LINES: System was not tested due to utilities being off at the time of inspection. The
supply piping is leaking under the basement stairs.

It is recommended the toilet be
removed, the floor around the drain flange inspected for water penetration, replace the wax
gasket prior to reinstalling and secure the toilet properly.

Consider Installing a shower stall with
standard base and a wider shower door. This may require additional framing to facilitate.

Roof System

ROOF: The existing asphalt shingles on the house and garage show significant hail strikes and
heavy wear.

1) Remove shingles and nails.

3) Lay down new underlayment and ice shield.

4) Install new 30-year asphalt shingles.

5) Install kickout flashing at the front of the house to divert runoff water from the roof away
from the wall.

HOUSE SIDING: House siding is stucco with significant damage.

1) Stucco to be cleaned and peeling paint removed using lead-safe work methods.

2) Localized damage / openings in the stucco at the rear corners of the house should be
repaired to prevent water intrusion.

3) Repair or patch all other damaged stucco areas.

4) The opening in the siding at the meter should be sealed.

Repair or replace with like materials or appropriate substitute materials, prep, and paint using
lead-safe work methods to match the existing color as closely as possible. Review the attached
Preservation Brief 16: The Use of Substitute Material on Historic Building Exteriors to ensure
understanding of what is required. Must maintain historical significance of the home.

HOUSE EAVES, SOFFIT, FASCIA, SHUTTERS AND TRIM:

Soffit, fascia, shutters and window and door trim are wood; localized rot and/or deterioration
noted. Repairs to window frames may be accomplished by a skilled carpenter, although a
replacement window is preferred in some cases. Evaluate for repair feasibility. If deterioration
precludes repair, they should be replaced with wood or a substitute material, rather than
encapsulated. Encapsulations do not halt ongoing deterioration of historic fabric. Caulk, prep
and paint.

Soffit & fascia tested positive for lead-based paint. Contractor must complete the work using
lead-safe work methods.

Asbestos was identified in the exterior window caulk (see attached report). Contractor must
ensure the safety of workers during the repair or replacement of trim.

Review the attached Preservation Brief 16: The Use of Substitute Material on Historic Building
Exteriors to ensure understanding of what is required. Must maintain historical significance of
the home.

DETACHED GARAGE SIDING & TRIM:

1) Existing siding is Masonite or hardboard siding. Localized rot observed in the siding on the
south side of the garage. Repair or replace as appropriate.

2) Localized rot was observed in the wood fascia in various locations. Repair or replace as
appropriate.

3) Caulk, prep and paint the garage to match the existing color of the stucco house as closely as
possible.

CARPORT: Although no significant movement of the carport at the detached garage was noted
at the time of inspection, there are several examples of nonstandard workmanship that should
be evaluated by a licensed structural engineer to determine integrity and/or remedies.

1) Over spanned; more than 12".

2) Lack of adequate support on the north side.

Implement structural engineer's recommendations.

As noted in the roofing section above, the carport roof is low-slope and asphalt shingles are not

recommended for this application. Determine and install more appropriate roofing material on
the carport.

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The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation
generally require that deteriorated distinctive architectural
features of a historic property be repaired rather than
replaced. Standard 6 of the Standards for Rehabilitation
further states that when replacement of a distinctive
feature is necessary, the new feature must “match the old
in composition, design, color, texture, and other visual
properties, and, where possible, materials” (emphasis
added). While the use of matching materials to replace
historic ones is always preferred under the Standards for
Rehabilitation, the Standards also purposely recognize
that flexibility may sometimes be needed when it comes
to new and replacement materials as part of a historic
rehabilitation project. Substitute materials that closely
match the visual and physical properties of historic
materials can be successfully used on many rehabilitation
projects in ways that are consistent with the Standards.

The flexibility inherent in the Standards for Rehabilitation
must always be balanced with the preservation of the
historic character and the historic integrity of a building,
of which historic materials are an important aspect.

Any replacement work reduces the historic integrity of

a building to some degree, which can undermine the
historic character of the property over time. With limited
exceptions, replacement should only be considered when
damage or deterioration is too severe to make repair
feasible. When needed replacement is made with a
material that matches the historic material, the impact
on integrity can be minimal, especially when only a small
amount of new material is needed. When a substitute
material is used for the replacement, the loss in integrity
can sometimes, although not always, be greater than
that of a matching material. Also, whether historic or
substitute material, there is a point where the amount

of replacement can become excessive and the building’s
historic integrity is diminished to an unacceptable
degree, regardless of the material used—that is, a loss of
authenticity and the physical features and characteristics
closely associated with the property’s historic significance.

The term substitute materials is used to describe building
materials that have the potential to match the appear-
ance, physical properties, and related attributes of historic
materials well enough to make them alternatives for use
in current preservation practice when historic materials
require replacement.

Compelling reasons to use a substitute material instead
of the historic material include the unavailability or poor
performance of the historic material, or environmental
pressures or code-driven requirements that necessitate a
change in material. When using a substitute material for
replacement it is critical that it match the historic material
in all of its visual and physical properties to preserve the
historic character of the building and minimize the impact
on its integrity.

Substitute materials can be cost-effective, permit the ac-
curate visual duplication of historic materials, and provide
improved durability. While the behavior of traditional, his-
toric materials is generally well understood, the behavior
of newer materials can be less established and sometimes
less predictable. Substitute materials are most successful
when the properties of both the original material and the
substitute are thoroughly understood by all those involved
in the design and construction process. The architect must
be adept at the selection of substitute materials and their
incorporation into architectural plans and specifications.
The contractor or tradesperson in the field must also be
experienced with their use.

This Preservation Brief provides general guidance on the
use of substitute materials as replacement materials for
distinctive features on the exterior of historic buildings.
Due to the ever-evolving product market for construction
materials, this Brief does not provide specifications

for substitute materials. This guidance should be used

in conjunction with qualified professionals who are
knowledgeable in current construction and historic
preservation practices.

This Brief includes a discussion of the appropriate use

of substitute materials and provides a path for decision-
making in their use. In considering the use of substitute
materials, such issues as the deterioration or failure of

the historic building component and material must be
understood. The existing component’s physical and visual
properties, profile, surface texture, dimensions, and
performance should be identified to establish the basis for
evaluating a possible replacement material. The physical
and visual properties of the various substitute materials
available should also be assessed and compared to the
original material for their physical and visual compatibility.
Lastly, the suitability of a given substitute replacement
material should be determined based on how well the
material matches both the physical and visual properties
of the existing material as well as any specific performance
or application needs. The Brief’s descriptions of common
substitute materials are not meant to be comprehensive,
and, as the performance history of newer materials
continues to grow and new materials are developed,
available options will change, and our understanding of
current material performance will continue to evolve.

Historical Use of Substitute
Materials

The tradition of using affordable and common materials
in imitation of more expensive and less available materi-
als is a long one. At Mount Vernon, for example, George
Washington used wood painted with sand-impregnated
paint to imitate rusticated stone. This technique, along
with scoring stucco into block patterns, was common in
Colonial America to imitate stone.

Nineteenth-century technology made a variety of materi-
als readily available and widely used that were not only
able to imitate traditional materials but were also cheaper
to fabricate and easier to use. Traditionally, carved stone
units were individually worked. Molded or cast materials
greatly increased efficiency in creating repetitive ele-
ments. Cement-based products such as cast stone could
provide convincing imitations of natural stone with care-
fully chosen aggregates and cements and was typically a
commercially manufactured product. It could be tooled
like natural stone, though that could reduce much of

the cost advantage. These carefully-crafted cementitious
products were widely used as trim elements for masonry
structures or as the face material for an entire building.
At the other end of the spectrum, mail-order catalogs
provided a wide variety of forms for molding concrete
that were merely evocative of natural stone and did little
to match its appearance. Concrete masonry units could be
fabricated locally and on site, avoiding expensive quarry-
ing and shipping costs.

Offering similar efficiencies as cast stone for reproducing
repetitive and even complex decorative shapes, terra cotta
could mimic the surface characteristics of stone with vari-
ous textures and glazes. It was popular in the late nine-

teenth and early twentieth centuries for details on stone
or brick buildings as well as for the entire skin of large and
elaborately detailed buildings.

Cast iron was also used to imitate stone, often with very
decorative profiles, for a variety of architectural features
ranging from window hoods to columns, piers, balus-
trades, and even whole facades. Cast iron offered its own
set of efficiencies including cost, fabrication time, and
weight, but required a painted finish.

While cast stone, terra cotta, and cast iron offered effi-
ciencies over quarried and, particularly, carved stone, they
were not cheap or impermanent materials. Less costly, but
also less durable, stamped or brake-formed sheet metal,
typically galvanized, could also be used instead of masonry
for cornices, window hoods, roofing tiles, and even entire
building fagades.

Substitute Materials and

Applying the Standards for
Rehabilitation

The Standards for Rehabilitation are focused on
preserving the important and distinctive
character-defining features of a historic property
(Standards 2 and 6), and they are to be applied in a
reasonable manner, taking into account economic
and technical feasibility (36 CFR 67.7 and 36 CFR
68). The Standards have an inherent flexibility that
facilitates their application to diverse projects,
historic properties, and conditions. They are to

be applied on a “cumulative-effect” basis, when
the overall effect of all work in the context of the
specific conditions of the property and the project is
consistent with the property's historic character.

The Standards for Rehabilitation require that the
replacement of a distinctive feature match the old

in physical and visual properties. While the use of
matching materials is always preferred, the Standards
purposely allow for the use of substitute materials
when the use of original materials is not reasonably
possible, such as in consideration of economic and
technical feasibility or in new construction. They

also provide additional flexibility in the treatment

of secondary, less distinctive features that are

less important in defining the historic character

of the property. The Standards for Rehabilitation
recognize that flexibility is appropriate to facilitate
“a compatible use for a property ... while preserving
those portions or features which convey its historical,
cultural, or architectural values” (definition of
“Rehabilitation,” 36 CFR 67.2(b)).

These examples of one material used to imitate another,
more often in initial construction than for later repair and
replacement purposes, are referred to as imitative materi-
als in the Guidelines for Preserving, Rehabilitating, Restor-
ing & Reconstructing Historic Buildings, updated in 2017,
that accompany the Secretary of the Interior's Standards
for the Treatment of Historic Properties. These imitative
materials, while evoking other materials, usually had dis-
tinctive qualities of their own and were not always a very
close match in appearance to the historic material they
were meant to imitate.

Many of the traditional materials discussed above are still
available and used to replace damaged or missing original
features, both to replace matching historic materials and
sometimes as substitute materials. Because of their exten-
sive use over time and their known physical and chemical
properties, cast stone, cast iron, and terra cotta are well
understood substitute materials. This continued usage

and familiarity means their installation requirements and
service life are well established, which in turn makes it
easier to determine when and how to use these traditional
materials as substitutes for a deteriorated material. Howev-
er, innovation in replacement materials continues, and new
products (many of them consisting of synthetic materials)
are continually introduced. These non-traditional products
are an increasing part of both the new construction and
rehabilitation industries. Some materials, like glass fiber
reinforced polymers, glass fiber reinforced concrete, or
fiber cement, have been in use long enough for an accu-
rate prediction of their service life and performance. Other
newer, non-traditional materials may be too new to have
established performance records, thus, understanding
their material properties is critical, and their use should be
approached with more caution.

When to Consider Using Substitute
Materials in Preservation Projects

According to the Standards for Rehabilitation, deteriora-
tion should generally be addressed through repair if in
repairable condition. Repair can entail a variety of treat-
ments that retain the unit of building material and remove
and patch or replace only the damaged portion. This ap-
proach can be done with traditional methods and materi-
als such as a dutchman, where like-kind material is pre-
cisely inserted into wood or stone, or it may employ other
materials such as epoxies for wood repair or cementitious
compounds for masonry. As long as the repair methods are
sound and do not damage or accelerate the deterioration
of the historic material, repairs are generally preferable to
replacement of an entire element. More complex manufac-
tured products, typical of more recent historic materials (as
well as a lot of modern building materials generally), may
be more difficult to repair, if they can be repaired at all.

There are situations, however, when the level of deterio-
ration makes localized repairs infeasible and entire fea-

tures or units of historic material must be replaced. While
achieving an effective match of all of the visual qualities of
a material can be challenging, even when replacement is
in kind, it can be even more challenging when the replace-
ment is a substitute material. A good visual match is not
the only consideration when a substitute material is to be
used for incremental replacement within a larger assem-
bly of historic material. When an individual siding board
or a single block of ashlar is being replaced, it is usually
best achieved with the original material. Introduction of

a different material into an intact assembly requires that
its inherent properties, such as expansion and contraction,
moisture resistance, or permeability, be thoroughly consid-
ered relative to those of the surrounding historic materials
to avoid causing damage.

Circumstances in which the use of substitute materials

may generally be considered appropriate, taking into
consideration technical and economic feasibility reasons,
include: the unavailability of historic materials; the
unavailability of skilled artisans or historic craft techniques;
inadequate durability of the original materials; the
replacement of a secondary feature; construction of a

new addition; the reconstruction of a missing feature;
code-required performance; and for enhanced resilience
and sustainability:

¢ Unavailability of historic material. A common
reason for using substitute materials is the difficulty
in finding a good match using the historic material
(particularly a problem for masonry materials where
the color and texture are derived from the material
itself). This may be due to the actual unavailability
of the material or to protracted delivery dates,
particularly if the material cannot be sourced
domestically. It is not uncommon for a local quarry
that is no longer in operation to have been the source
of an original stone. If another quarry cannot supply
a satisfactory match, a substitute material such as dry-
tamp cast stone or textured precast concrete may be
an appropriate alternative, if care is taken to ensure
that the detail, color, and texture of the original
stone are matched. Even when the color is successfully
matched, the appearance of a cementitious product
may diverge from that of the historic stone as the
substitute material ages.

Many manufactured materials that were used
historically on buildings are no longer made. Terne-
plated steel, which was the material most typically
used for painted standing-seam or flat-seam roofing,
is no longer made. However, because it was always
painted, other metals including galvanized steel or
copper can generally be substituted if painted. When
the historic material needing to be replaced is a
manufactured product developed as an imitation of

a natural material, which was the case with asbestos
shingles meant to imitate slate, the natural material
may now be an appropriate substitute material to
consider for the manufactured one that is no longer
produced.

Unavailability of skilled artisans or historic

craft techniques. These two issues can complicate
any preservation or rehabilitation project. This is
particularly true for intricate ornamental work, such

as carved wood, carved stone, wrought iron, or cast
iron. While skilled craftsmen may not be as difficult

to find as they once were, there can still be limitations
geographically, even in finding less specialized skills,
and particularly if a project is small. Technical advances
have allowed some stone or wood carvers to take
advantage of computerized equipment, but complex
designs will likely still require hand work. It may

also be possible to mimic a carved element using a
material that can be cast in a mold, adding significant
efficiency where an historic element survives from
which a mold can be made. Options for casting include
aluminum, cast stone, fiberglass, glass fiber reinforced
concretes, and terra cotta, but not all carved elements
can be duplicated by a casting, and mold-making and
casting still require skilled craftsmen.

Inadequate durability of the original material.
Some historic building materials were of inherently
poor quality or were not durable. In other cases,

one material was naturally incompatible with other
materials on the building, causing staining or galvanic
corrosion. Examples of poor-quality materials are
very soft sandstones, which eroded quickly, and
brownstone, which is vulnerable to delamination.

In some cases, more durable natural stones may be
visually similar enough to stand in for these soft stones
but cast stone or another material may be needed to
achieve an appropriate match.



The ready availability of manufactured ornamental
wood features fed a nineteenth-century taste for
decorative architectural details that were often

used on the exterior of buildings with little concern
for how they would be affected by moisture or
maintained. Even old-growth wood from decay-
resistant species often could not prevent features
with severe exposure from eventually needing to be
replaced. Today’s available commercial supplies of
lumber no longer provide the denser, more decay-
resistant wood of old-growth forests, so even careful
matching to species, which is not always possible, will
not yield a replacement equal in performance to the
historic material. Old-growth wood is likely to be very
expensive, if it can be found, and may not be available
from a sustainable, environmentally responsible
source. When features with severe exposure need to
be replaced or reproduced, substitute materials that
are less susceptible to decay can have a longer life, and
when the feature is painted, as exterior wood features
generally are, the visual effect of a substitute material
can be minimal.

Replacement of a secondary feature. When it

is necessary to replace a less distinctive, secondary
feature that is less important in defining the historic
character of the property, there is more flexibility in
how it can be replaced. While it may be less important
to find an exact match in materials when replacing

such a feature, the retention of the overall historic
character should still guide selection of an appropriate
replacement material. For example, replacing
secondary features such as those with limited visibility
(e.g., siding materials on a rear elevation) may permit
replacement materials that are similar in appearance
or character without having to be a perfect match.

Construction of a new addition. The Standards
require that new additions to historic buildings and
related new construction be differentiated from the
old as well as be compatible with the historic character
of the property and its site and environment. Using
materials that evoke, without matching, the historic
material can be an effective means of achieving

the needed balance between compatibility and

differentiation for new additions and
new construction. Even if differentiation
is achieved through design rather than
materials, there generally is no basis for
requiring the use of matching historic
materials for new additions and new
construction as part of a rehabilitation
project.

Reconstruction of a missing feature.
Many buildings lose significant features
over the course of their lives for reasons
such as those previously discussed. When a
missing feature is to be reconstructed, the
importance of matching the original mate-
rial may be less important to the effect
replacing the missing feature may have on
the overall historic character and appear-
ance of the building. Though replacement
of missing features must be substantiated
by documentary, physical, or pictorial
evidence, in many cases the authenticity
of the material may be secondary to the
overall visual qualities. The use of a more
cost-effective substitute material for the
construction of a missing feature can often
be an important factor in the feasibility of
undertaking such work.

Code-required performance.

Modern building codes are regularly
amended to require higher performance
levels for new and existing buildings in such
areas as life safety, seismic retrofits, and
accessibility. Rehabilitation projects often
trigger compliance with code requirements
that were not in place when a building
was constructed. Although building codes
may often allow for the retention of
historic materials and assemblies, substitute
materials can offer an alternative in
situations when the historic materials are
non-compliant and cannot otherwise be
reasonably retained. In these instances, a
change in material may be appropriate to
meet code requirements, while in other
instances selecting the optimal code
compliance method for the project may
achieve code-compliant solutions that also
allow for the preservation of a building’s
historic materials and finishes.

For example, fire codes may require
increased resistance to flame spread for
buildings within dense urban environments
where building proximity and separation
between buildings is a concern. Some
substitute materials are non-combustible,
have good ratings for flame spread, and
can provide an alternative to help meet

fire code requirements. Depending on the building
component and the material, however, a substitute
material may not resist fire any better than the
historic material. In addressing code issues, all feasible
alternatives should be considered to minimize the
impact on the historic character of the building while
still meeting code requirements.

With specific provisions in building code related to
issues such as seismic hazards, the choice of materials
for features inherently unstable in a seismic event can
be a key part of a code-compliant retrofit solution.
Elements at risk of falling such as parapets, finials, and
overhanging cornices may be made safe by anchoring
them to new structural frames. However, for some
heavy masonry features, especially where there is
deterioration or the feature is difficult to effectively
brace, adequately anchoring the existing feature

may not prove feasible. In such cases removing and
replacing these features with lighter-weight replicas
that incorporate a resilient structural framework can
help preserve the historic character of the building
while improving life safety performance.

Enhanced resilience and sustainability. Wildfires,
earthquakes, floods, hurricanes, and other extreme
weather events put historic buildings and their occu-
pants at risk and may require adaptive treatments that
are more invasive than might be accepted in other cir-
cumstances, including related to the use of substitute
materials. In these contexts, it is still necessary to try
to minimize impacts on a building’s historic character
as much as possible while still adapting it to be more
resilient. Widespread wildfires, for example, have
increased demand for fire resistant materials for the
exterior building envelope. Flood events may neces-
sitate the replacement of historic materials that have
been damaged or inundated with hazardous substanc-
es in contaminated floodwaters. When undertaking
repairs in such circumstances, substitute materials may
offer greater resilience to anticipated future exposure
to natural hazard risks.

Similarly, efforts to improve energy efficiency and
performance may include the use of substitute materi-
als as replacement components when modifications to
building assemblies are required and the historic mate-
rials cannot be preserved. When evaluating substitute
materials in the context of sustainability objectives,
factors such as the environmental impact of produc-
tion, the full life cycle of products, and the embodied
carbon of the materials already in place should be
carefully analyzed. There may be more sustainable
choices for a replacement material, including the use
of more traditional materials in place of manufactured
products that may consist of non-renewable resources
or hazardous materials. While some synthetic substi-
tute materials are made from recycled materials or

are otherwise sustainably produced, many are not
repairable, salvageable, or recyclable themselves, and

they may have shorter lifespans to their historic mate-
rial counterparts. When either greater resilience or
sustainability is a factor, all feasible alternatives should
be considered in finding a balanced approach that
maintains historic character while meeting resilience
and sustainability goals.

Substitute Materials and
Economic Feasibility

Economic feasibility is inevitably a concern when choosing
a material for any part of a project, whether a historic

or substitute material, but it should not be the sole
determinant factor at the expense of maintaining the

historic character and historic integrity of a building. Other
factors may prompt the consideration of a substitute
material, such as the cost of maintaining the historic
material, because it is comparatively difficult or costly to
reach or access, or the frequency of required maintenance
the historic material needs. Additionally, where in-

kind replacement material is found to be prohibitively
expensive, it may be reasonable to consider a substitute
that offers an alternative and is a good physical and

visual match. Not all substitute materials are, however,
cost-effective replacements. Long-term durability and
maintainability are other factors that should be considered
in conjunction with initial cost.

Maintenance of a material, particularly where accessibil-
ity is difficult or expensive, can be an important part of a



cost evaluation. Maintenance costs should not be consid-
ered without also considering life-cycle expenses. While
some substitute materials may offer reduced initial costs,
they may be as or more costly than traditional materials to
maintain over time. For example, many substitute materials
are not readily repairable, necessitating full replacement
when damaged. The cost to replace a material or assem-
bly at the end of its lifespan may also be greater than the
accumulated incremental expense to maintain the historic
material, particularly if it is a more traditional, repairable
material. Maintenance cost should never be the sole reason
for replacing a historic material that is not deteriorated.

Criteria for the Appropriate Use
of Substitute Materials

Substitute materials must meet three basic criteria to be
considered: they must be compatible with the historic
materials in appearance; their physical properties must be
similar to those of the historic materials, or the materials
must be installed in a manner that tolerates differences;
and they must meet certain basic performance expecta-
tions over an extended period of time.

¢ Matching the Appearance of the Historic
Material
Any material’s appearance varies depending on the
nature of the material and how it is used. Some
historic materials, such as wood and ferrous metals,
were typically painted, making the color of the
substitute unimportant, though the texture of the
surface, which telegraphs through a paint layer, is
still an important consideration. Texture can be a
large part of distinguishing a material formed by
hand from one that is machine-made. Many historic
materials, such as most building stones, are used
without any coating, making the color, pattern, and
reflectivity, as well as surface texture, dependent on
the material itself. Matching the color and surface

characteristics of a historic natural material with a
man-made substitute can often be quite difficult.

When the color and surface characteristics of

an existing material are important, cleaning the
material should be the starting point for evaluating
a potential matching material. In situations where
there are subtle variations in color and texture
within the original material, the substitute

material should be similarly varied so that it is not
conspicuous by its uniformity. If a material is custom
fabricated, a sufficient number of samples should
be supplied to permit on-site comparison of color,
texture, detailing, and other critical visual qualities.
For a manufactured product with preset choices

of color or texture, it may be necessary to look at
samples from more than one manufacturer to find
the best match. Similarly, prefabricated products,
such as roofing slate, may offer limited, if any,
choice of unit size, which can be a critical factor

for achieving a good match. A substitute material
should not be used to replace distinctive, character-
defining materials and features if an adequate
match in design and appearance is not possible.

As all exposed materials are subject to ultraviolet
degradation, samples of a new material, particularly
when custom formulated, should be prepared
during the early planning phases to allow for
evaluation of the effects of weathering on

color stability. When that is not possible, or if a
prefabricated product is used, the fabricator or
manufacturer may be able to identify regional
locations where equivalent products have been
installed long enough ago to get a better sense of
how the material weathers and performs.

While a perfect match is the desired goal for
replacing distinctive features, it is not always
possible, even when the same matching material is
chosen for the replacement. When any compromise

must be made in the precision of the match, it is
wise to consider the vantage point from which

the material will be seen. Sometimes what seems
important at close range, such as variations in the
texture of a surface, may be secondary to other
aspects of the material when viewed from some
distance. The closer a feature is to the viewer, the
more closely the material and craftsmanship should
match the original. An on-site mock-up using a
sample of the proposed material can help evaluate
whether it is an adequate visual match.

¢ Matching the Physical Properties of the
Historic Material
Carefully chosen substitute materials can often
closely match the appearance of historic materials,
but their physical properties may differ greatly. These
differences are most critical when incrementally
replacing components of a larger assembly that retains
significant historic material. The chemical composition
of the material (e.g., the presence of acids, alkalis,
salts, or metals) should be evaluated to ensure that
the replacement materials will be compatible with the
adjacent historic materials. Materials that will cause
galvanic corrosion or other chemical reactions must be
isolated from one another.

The thermal- and moisture-driven expansion and
contraction coefficients of each adjacent material
must be within narrow limits or be accommodated

by carefully designed joints and fasteners. Joints
can play a role both in accommodating movement
of materials as well as in managing moisture, either
to keep it from entering the enclosure assembly or
to let it escape from the building envelope, or both.
Because some synthetic materials are less permeable
to moisture than more traditional materials,
installations must take into account the potential

to trap moisture and cause deterioration of historic
and new materials. An assembly incorporating new
and historic materials should be designed so that if
material failures occur, the failures occur within the
new material rather than the historic one.

During installation, surface preparation is critical to
ensure proper attachment. Deteriorated underlying
material must be removed or stabilized. Non-
corrosive anchoring devices or fasteners that are
designed to carry the new material and to withstand
wind, rain, snow, and other destructive elements
should be used. Since physical failures often result
from poor anchorage or improper installation
techniques, a structural engineer should be

included in planning any major project. For readily
available, off-the-shelf materials, manufacturers’
recommendations for attachment and spacing should
be followed.

Nearly all substitute materials have some properties
that are different from the historic materials they
may replace. Even when substitute materials are
isolated from historic materials and features, it is
important to understand the substitute materials’
properties in order to use them successfully.

¢ Performance of the Material Over Time
When more traditional materials are used to replace
damaged historic materials and features, their perfor-
mance is predictable in most cases. An exception may
be modern wood that has durability and other prop-



erties different than those of historic wood from old-
growth forests. Many of the materials used as substi-
tutes have been in use long enough to provide some
idea of how they perform over time. Other material
may only have test results from accelerated weather-
ing. The length of manufacturer warranties may be an
indicator of expected durability and lifespan. War-
ranties only predict a manufacturer’s expectation of

a product’s performance and are no guarantee that
the manufacturers will still be in business at the time
needed to stand behind them. Just as new manufac-
turers emerge with new materials, others disappear.
Where possible, projects involving substitute materi-
als in similar installations and exposures should be
examined before selecting a new, less-tested material.
It is unrealistic to expect a substitute material, which
can be quite different in composition than the historic
material, not to age differently.

Even traditional materials will not perform well if

not used or detailed appropriately, and experienced
architects, engineers, fabricators, and installers rely
on their professional knowledge and experience to
ensure proper installation and techniques when work-
ing with familiar materials. This is just one of many
reasons that using the original materials for needed
replacement is usually the best choice. Some of the
materials now available as substitutes have properties
that differ greatly from the traditional materials they
may be used to replace. It is critical to the successful
performance of substitute materials that everyone
involved in the selection, design, and installation fully
understands the material’s properties, especially how
it is different than the material it is replacing, and
how that will affect the surrounding materials and
building systems.

Many traditional building materials can be repaired
either with traditional methods and materials or with
more modern conservation techniques using sub-
stances like epoxies. However, many modern substitute
materials (particularly synthetic ones) are not as easily
repaired, if repairable at all, as their more traditional
counterparts. Confirming that a material is repairable
may be important for those used, e.g., where impact
or significant wear or abrasion is likely.

Finally, it is critical that the substitute materials be
documented as part of the historical record of the
building so that proper care and maintenance of all of
the building materials continue, ensuring the contin-
ued life of the historic building.

Choosing an Appropriate
Substitute Material

Once all reasonable options for repair and replacement

in kind have been considered and sufficient justification
for substitute materials has been established, the choice
among the variety of substitute materials currently
available must be made. Rapidly developing technologies
allow a wide variety of materials to choose from that are
intended to mimic historic materials. Many of the materials
that were historically used as substitutes for more
traditional historic materials have themselves become
historic, and some of these early substitutes continue to
be reasonable options as substitute materials today. No
substitute material will exactly match the historic material
in all aspects, but many are able to adequately match

the appearance and relevant physical attributes to make
for a potential substitute. If a substitute material is not

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an adequate physical and visual match given the specific
conditions of the building and the project, then it should
not be used to replace distinctive, character-defining
materials and features.

Listed below are various building components or
features and the substitute materials which may, in
some circumstances, be considered for use as possible
replacement materials in a historic rehabilitation project
consistent with the Standards for Rehabilitation. This list
includes different substitute material options available
today for these building features and poses questions
that should be asked and considered when choosing
between the original material and various types of
substitute materials. This is followed by a list of some of
the more commonly used, currently available materials
that may have some applications as substitute materials
and the properties of each that affect their suitability
for use as substitutes. This list should not be read as an
endorsement of any of these materials, generally, or their
appropriateness for use as a substitute material, but it

serves as a reminder that the successful use of any building

material requires a careful consideration of its properties
relative to where and how it will be used.

e Will the material need to resist any

environmental hazards such as flooding

or fire?

Even within a given
category, all materials may not be equally suitable as a substitute replacement material for the actual historic material or feature. Any
substitute material should be selected based on its specific physical and visual characteristics, conditions, and intended application

consistent with the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation.

¢ If the original element is structural, but the new
material is not, how can supplemental structure
be introduced to support the new?

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Potential Substitute Materials: Matching properties
and performance needs

Physical Composition and Properties

After assessing different material options based on the intended application, the appropriateness
of a substitute material should also be considered in context of the material’s physical composition,
associated properties, and necessary visual match.

Aluminum

MATERIAL: Aluminum is a highly corrosion-resistant
alloy that can be cast, wrought, or extruded. Molten alu-
minum is cast into permanent (metal) molds or one-time
sand molds forming cast aluminum. Extruded aluminum
is formed by passing heated aluminum through a die
which produces the desired form. Wrought aluminum

is worked using the heated metal and then bending,
stamping, and otherwise shaping the metal. If not self-
supporting, aluminum elements are generally screwed or
bolted to a structural frame. Aluminum can be welded,
but more often sections, particularly extruded ones, are
mechanically connected.

MATERIAL: A cement lime and aggregate mixture that
is dry-tamped into a mold is generally referred to as

cast stone. Cast stone is one of the original substitute
materials. Its longevity has proved that the material ages
compatibly with stone. A wet mix of cement and aggre-
gate poured into molds also has a long history of being
used to produce concrete masonry units mimicking stone
and roofing tiles mimicking clay tile. Both methods have
minimal shrinkage during curing, though they employ
different curing and finishing techniques. Both can
include reinforcing bars and anchorage devices installed
during fabrication. The dry-tamp fabrication method is
especially effective at producing an outer surface with
the appearance of stone.

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Fiber Reinforced Concretes (GFRC, CFRC)

MATERIAL: Fiber reinforced concretes are lightweight
concrete compounds modified with additives and rein-
forced with alkaline resistant glass fibers (GFRC), or less
frequently carbon fibers (CFRC). They are generally fab-
ricated as thin-shelled panels and applied to a separate
structural frame or anchorage system. GFRC is typically
sprayed into forms, although it can be poured, and an-
choring devices are included in the fabrication. The color
is derived from the natural aggregates and, if necessary,
a small percentage of added pigments. Because of its
low shrinkage in curing, it can be produced using molds
taken directly from the building.

Glass Fiber Reinforced Polymers (FRP, Fiberglass)

MATERIAL: Fiberglass is the most well-known of
the FRP products generally produced as a thin, rigid,
laminate shell formed by pouring a polyester or
epoxy resin gelcoat into a mold. When tack-free,
layers of chopped glass or glass fabric are added
along with additional resins. The surface gel coat
can be pigmented or painted. Reinforcing rods and
attachment devices can be added when necessary.
Because of is low shrinkage in curing, it can be

produced using molds taken directly from the building.

Rather than being produced as standard components,
FRP is custom fabricated for individual applications.

MATERIAL: Calcium carbonate or fly ash are mineral
ingredients held in a matrix of various polymers to
produce materials formed or molded into a number of
building products. Additives found in some of the roof-
ing products include pigments and UV stabilizers. Some
use a substantial portion of recycled material. Different
combinations yield products with different properties,
each formulated for a specific building component.
When the material is fly ash with some glass fibers
bound in a matrix of polyurethane, it is identified as
polyash. Siding, trim, bead board, and deck products
are primed or prefinished, whereas roof products have
integral color.

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Cellulose Fiber / Polymer Composite

MATERIAL: Wood strands or fibers are coated with
resin for moisture resistance and zinc-borate for insect
and fungal-decay resistance, then consolidated under
heated pressure.

Resulting siding and trim board products can be referred
to as engineered wood, fiber board, or hardboard.
Products may be embossed with a wood grain or have

a smooth finish, the smooth side being the appropriate
surface to imitate planed wood. Siding, trim, and
tongue-and-grove decking with a slightly different
properties are produced by extruding polyvinyl chloride
(PVC) combined with non-wood cellulose. Roofing
shingles are molded from fine wood fibers, color
additives, and UV stabilizers bound with polypropylene
or polyethylene (thermoplastics).

This letter report provides the summarized results of the limited lead-based paint survey
conducted by Chris Hust of Northern Industrial Hygiene, Inc. (Northern) on August 14,
2024, at the above referenced site. The survey was requested prior to conducting
renovations on the Interior and exterior of the residence and garage to identify potential
lead-based paint that may be present as required by the Environmental Protection Agency
Lead Renovation, Repair and Paint Rule (RRP) (40 CFR Part 745, Subpart E).

Lead-Based Paint Overview

Lead is found in the paint on the inside and outside of many buildings. Most buildings
constructed prior to World War Il had lead-based paint applied to the interior or exterior
surfaces. Some paints introduced up until 1977 contained some level of lead. Regulations
enforced by the Consumer Product Safety Commission banned the use of all but small
amounts of lead in paints in 1978. However, manufacturers are still allowed to produce
paints containing up to 90 parts per million lead.

If the paint which contains lead is in poor or damaged condition, persons working or living in
the area can be exposed to small paint chips or lead-containing dust. Exposure can also
result from construction, demolition, repair and refinish (sanding) operations or from the
torch cutting or burning of painted materials.

Exposure to the lead can also occur as a result of hobbies or sports. Individuals who
work with lead while making stained glass or while melting lead to make sinkers or
bullets, or individuals that reload ammunition are all exposed to varying levels of lead.

Lead-Based Paint Sampling Procedures

The painted surfaces in this survey were analyzed for the presence of lead using a portable
X-ray fluorescence instrument (XRF) manufactured for paint analysis. Portable XRF
instruments expose the painted surface(s) to X-rays that cause lead to fluoresce with a
characteristic frequency. The intensity of this fluorescence is measured by the instrument's
detector and is then converted into a number that represents the amount of lead in the
paint per unit area (milligrams per square centimeter (mg/cm?). The XRF instrument has

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the capability to analyze the lead content of multiple layers of paint at one time.

For labeling and definition purposes in this report, the term lead-based paint means paint or
other surface coatings that contain lead at a concentration equal to or greater than 1.0
mg/cm? as measured using an XRF. This definition is utilized by the Department of
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) and does not specifically apply to exposure
concerns under the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA).

OSHA regulates employee exposure to lead regardless of the concentration of lead in the
material or the material containing lead. The definition of lead-based paint in this report
should be used only to discriminate paint with relatively high lead content from paint with
relatively low lead content.

Lead-Based Paint Sampling Findings

The survey focused on identifying interior and exterior painted components and testing
these painted components for the presence or absence of lead-based paint. Suspect
painted components are labeled as lead homogeneous areas (LHA) and are listed in Table
1 as they are identified.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Lead-based paint was detected on eleven (11) of the components sampled for this report.
Northern recommends that contractors working with the materials be provided a copy of
this report. Contractors disturbing painted surfaces of residences and child-occupied
facilities constructed prior to 1978 must comply with the Lead RRP rule. Exposure to lead in
construction related activities is regulated by the OSHA Lead-in-Construction Standard (29
CFR 1926.62).

This letter report provides the summarized results of the asbestos surveys conducted by Chris
Hust (MTA-5681, exp. 02/16/2025) of Northern Industrial Hygiene, Inc. (Northern) on August 14,
2024 at the above referenced site. The survey was conducted to identify potential hazardous
materials (asbestos) that may be present in the building. The survey was conducted prior to the
to the possible future renovation project. The survey included the interior, exterior and roof of the
house and detached garage.

Overview of Building

The building is a one-story, wood framed residence with a pitched roof, and a full finished
basement. It was constructed in 1952. There are approximately 1,552 square feet of interior
space.

Typical interior building materials include: wood plank, 9”x9” tile, 12"x12” tile, viny sheet, ceramic,
carpet, and concrete finished floors; plaster, gypsum board, wood panel, and fiberglass
reinforced panel (FRP) finished walls; and plaster, and gypsum board finished ceilings. Lower
walls are finished with wood and vinyl bases. Some gypsum board walls are further finished with
orange peel texture and wallpaper and some gypsum board ceilings are further finished with
orange peel and knockdown texture.

Exterior building finish materials consist of wood and stucco siding, and an asphalt shingle roof.
Both the walls and attic space are insulated with fiberglass insulation.

The building has a forced air heating system that is routed through the walls to wall vents on
each floor. domestic water lines are not insulated.

Asbestos Overview

Asbestos is a trade name for a group of fibrous naturally occurring minerals that were used
widely in building materials because of its ability to bind, resist chemicals, insulate, and
fireproof. Exposure to elevated levels of asbestos fibers has been documented to cause a
variety of diseases including asbestosis and cancer. Consequently, the application, removal,
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and disposal of asbestos-containing materials is regulated by several agencies.

Asbestos in most building materials poses little threat to human health as long as the asbestos
fibers are securely bound within the building material. However, as the materials deteriorate
because of time or exposure, or are disturbed because of human or other activities, the
potential increases for the fibers to become airborne. When this occurs, the risk to human
health increases significantly when the fibers are inhaled.

Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulations, (29 CFR Parts 1910 and
1926) define an asbestos-containing material as:

e Any material that contains more than one percent asbestos and also defines certain high-
risk materials, which are presumed to contain asbestos, as Presumed Asbestos-
containing Materials (PACM). The PACM designation applies to thermal system
insulation, sprayed on or troweled on surfacing material and debris where such material
is present. The PACM terminology was added to ensure compliance with the hazard
communication provisions of the laws and specifically for buildings constructed prior to
1980.

The National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP), (40 CFR, Part 61,
Subpart M) defines regulated asbestos containing material (RACM) as follows:

o Friable asbestos-containing material containing more than one percent asbestos, which
has been applied on ceilings, walls, structural members, piping, duct work, or any other
part of a building, which when dry, may be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder
by hand pressure. The term includes non-friable asbestos-containing materials after it
becomes damaged, by any means, such that when dry, it may be crumbled, pulverized,
or reduced to powder by hand-pressure.

Asbestos Survey Procedures

Sampling Procedures

The asbestos survey was conducted using the applicable portions of the currently recognized
standard protocol developed for schools under AHERA, as promulgated in Title 40, Code of
Federal Regulations (40 CFR), Part 763 and as amended in the Federal Register. Since the
primary concern for this investigation was to identify potential asbestos hazards throughout the
residence, Northern representatives visually surveyed existing conditions considering each
construction, addition, or renovation date as separate, unique buildings, if applicable.

Laboratory Analysis of Bulk Samples

Bulk samples collected during the survey were assigned bulk sample numbers and entered on
sample summary/chain-of-custody forms. The samples were submitted to the laboratory by
overnight courier under standard chain-of-custody procedures. The analysis was conducted in
accordance with EPA Method 600/R-93/116, which employs polarized light microscopic
techniques with dispersion staining for identification of mineral forms of asbestos. The

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quantification of asbestos in the sample is intended to be an estimate only and the limit of
detection for this method is approximately 1% by volume.

M20.4 Wood Wall Panel (Wall Panel- ND, Mastic- 4% Chrysotile, Vinyl Tile- 6%

Chrysotile)

e S1.2 Orange Peel Texture (1.75% Chrysotile)

e T8.1 DuctWrap (50% Chrysotile)

As stated in the Asbestos Overview section above, an asbestos-containing material is defined by
state and federal regulations (EPA and OSHA) as any building material containing greater than
1% asbestos. While not meeting that definition, laboratory analysis detected asbestos at 1% or
less in the following material(s):

PLM 400 Point Count, Gypsum Wallboard-ND)

e M8.7 Exterior Window Caulk and Stucco (Caulk-ND, Stucco- 0.25% Chrysotile by PL M
400 Point Count)

e M8.11 Roof Penetration Sealant (<1% Chrysotile)

e M15.1 Stucco (Stucco Layer 1-ND, Stucco Layer 2-0.50% Chrysotile by PLM 400 Point
Count, Stucco Layer 3- 0.25% Chrysotile by PLM 400 Point Count, Stucco Layer 4-ND,
Stucco Layer 5-ND, Stucco Layer 6- 0.25% Chrysotile by PLM 400 Point Count)

Garage

A total of seven (7) homogeneous areas of building materials were identified in the structure.
These seven materials were sampled following sample collection requirements outlined under
the EPA, AHERA legislation. Laboratory results revealed that none of the sampled materials
contain asbestos at greater than 1%.

Conclusions and Recommendations

Asbestos was confirmed to be present in eight of the suspect materials. Prior to conducting any
demolition or renovation activities that will disturb these materials, an accredited asbestos
abatement contractor should be retained to perform all necessary asbestos abatement work.

Northern further recommends that, following completion of the abatement work, an accredited,
third-party company be retained to conduct final clearance visual and air testing in all interior
areas where asbestos is removed and final clearance visual inspections in all exterior areas
where asbestos is removed.

Less than 1% asbestos was detected in the four materials. These materials are not considered
asbestos-containing by State, EPA and OSHA definition however other OSHA regulations
regarding potential worker exposure to asbestos fibers apply during renovation or demolition
activities. Specifically, OSHA requires that wet removal methods be employed to control
employee exposures except where such methods would be infeasible because of electrical
hazards or equipment malfunction. In addition, OSHA requires prompt clean-up and disposal of
wastes and debris contaminated with asbestos in leak-tight containers except in the case of
roofing materials where other specific procedures are required. While OSHA requires this waste
to be containerized EPA regulations do not require it to be disposed of as asbestos-containing
waste.

The contractor conducting the demolition or renovation work is required to produce a negative
exposure assessment (NEA) for his employees showing that they will not be exposed to asbestos
fibers exceeding either the permissible exposure limit (PEL) of 0.1 fibers per cubic centimeter
(f/cc) of air for an eight (8) hour time-weighted average (TWA) or the excursion limit (EL) of 1.0
flcc for any thirty (30) minute work period. If an initial NEA for the type of work being performed
cannot be produced the contractor is required to conduct asbestos exposure monitoring until an
NEA can be produced. During this initial exposure assessment the contractor must provide those
employees with the correct protective clothing and, at a minimum, half-mask air-purifying
respirators and the contractor must provide those employees training that meets OSHA
mandates.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends the City Council reject all bids received in connection with the MET Transit Transfer Center
Security Upgrade project.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

On November 14, 2024, City Administration approved Amendment 21 with the Aviation and Transit Department's
contracted A&E firm, Morrison-Maierle, for the design, engineering, and project management of a video surveillance
(security camera) project to update MET's Transfer Center facility video surveillance systems, located at 220 N 25th
St and 264 Stewart Park Rd. This project consists of adding surveillance to the Stewart Park Transfer Center and
updating the Downtown Transfer Center facility security camera systems. The updates will provide enhanced video
coverage for both MET properties. This project will include the installation of new cameras, related wiring and other
infrastructure, and a new primary video recorders for file storage at each site and required a small amount of
groundwork at the Stewart Park facility; this project will improve the overall security of both facilities by providing high
quality video that may be referenced should an event occur. This project also supports the annual requirement of 49
USC 5307 requiring a minimum expenditure of apportioned Federal Transit Administration funds on security projects.
Based upon the recently executed MET Transit METroplex security camera update project as well as other typical
costs, the engineer's estimated budget for the project was $250,000. The project was advertised in the Yellowstone
County News on February 13, 2025 and closed on March 04, 2025. The following bids were received:

Contractor Bid
Security Management Systems| $ 270,761.00
TelNet Systems $ 592,101.00

In review of the documents provided by the low bidder, as well as direct communication with the vendor, the low
bidder on the project is unable to meet cable warranty requirements for the project; further, the next lowest bidder's
proposed pricing far exceeds reasonable budget estimates. Due to these factors, with both bids received,

staff recommends the rejection of all bids to allow for re-evaluation of project requirements and scope in order to re-
advertise the project at a future date.

ALTERNATIVES
City Council may:

¢ Approve staff's recommendation and reject all bids; or,
¢ Not Approve the recommendation to reject all bids and direct staff on how to proceed.

FISCAL EFFECTS
When executed, the project will be funded using a mixture of Federal Transit Administration section 5339 capital
funding as well as local reserve funds at an 80% federal, 20% local ratio.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that Council approve the award for the purchase of chemical coagulant from Hawkins, Inc. for one
year with the option of two, one-year extensions if prices are mutually acceptable to the City and the supplier.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

Chemical coagulants are used in water treatment to remove silt and clarify the water. The current contract for
coagulant has expired and staff requested bids for a new contract. The Public Works Department advertised bids on
March 14 and 21, 2025, in the Yellowstone County News and on the City's website. Bids were opened on April 1,
2025. The City received one bid for chemical coagulant from Hawkins Inc.

ALTERNATIVES
City Council may:

¢ Approve the award for the purchase of chemical coagulant from Hawkins, Inc.; or,
¢ Not approve the award from Hawkins, Inc. If City Council does not approve, chemical coagulant will need to be
purchased at market prices for each shipment, likely resulting in additional cost.

FISCAL EFFECTS
Coagulant is budgeted in the Public Works water fund. Bids were received on April 1, 2025. Only one bid was
received, and the bidding result is as follows:

The City anticipates purchasing approximately 1,000,000 Ibs at railcar delivery price annually so the total expense for
coagulant would be $705,000 per year.

Hawkins, Inc. has been the City's coagulant supplier for more than 6 years. Compared to previous years, the cost
was $0.6762/Ib for the truck delivery price. The $0.81/Ib is a 19.8% increase. In the previous contract, Hawkins did
not offer a railcar delivery price. Staff intends to utilize railcar deliveries since the cost is lower at $0.705/Ib. This
would limit the increase in cost to 4.3% from the previous truck price. Staff contacted other suppliers for reasons for
not bidding. Other suppliers stated lack of chemical production capacity or cost feasibility as reasons for not bidding.
Staff also contacted area communities, and they have seen similar price increases in coagulant.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that City Council award a contract for W.O. 25-01, Contract 3: Rosemont Way Water Main
Replacement, to Western Municipal Construction in the amount of $865,680.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

W.0. 25-01 Contract 3, Rosemont Way Water Main Replacement, will replace approximately 1,925 feet of existing
water main. This water main being replaced was selected based on several criteria including age, break history, and
costs associated with repair of breaks. This project will replace the 16-inch ductile iron water main within Turnberry
Circle and Rosemont Way from Briarwood Boulevard to McMasters Road with 8-inch PVC, including all intersection
lateral mains.

The existing 16-inch ductile iron water main is located in the boulevard under and adjacent to existing dry utilities
such as power and natural gas in a non-standard location. Some of the main traverses residential driveways. The
location and size of the water main makes repair of water main breaks difficult and dangerous. Previous breaks on
this water main have caused costly private property damage. The new water main will be constructed in a standard
location in the street. When complete, this project will provide more reliable water service to residents with a looped
feed. In summary, this project is the second phase of a project completed in 2024 by Public Works to take the 16-
inch transmission main out of the residential street, place it within Briarwood Boulevard, and then replace the aging
main within the residential street.

The project was advertised on March 21, March 28, April 4, and April 11, 2025, in the Yellowstone County News and
on the City's website. Bids were opened on April 15, 2025 and five bids were received. Western Municipal
Construction submitted the lowest, responsible bid.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends the City Council approve a 1-year Enterprise Licensing Agreement with Azteca Systems for their
CityWorks GIS-centric asset management software.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

The City of Billings has reached the end of its 3-Year Enterprise License Agreement (ELA) with Azteca Systems, LLC
for CityWorks, the GIS-centric platform used to manage infrastructure assets, maintenance activities, and work
orders across departments. Cityworks is a critical enterprise system used by Public Works and Parks & Recreation.
Recent expansions include the successful implementation of CityWorks at the Wastewater Reclamation Facility, with
deployment at the Water Treatment Plant planned later this summer. The City also plans to implement the Storeroom
module to support inventory tracking.

The CityWorks Premium Enterprise License Agreement (ELA) renewal is for a 1-year period, providing unlimited user
licenses and access to numerous add-on features like mobile apps, Excel integration, and API connectivity, enabling
data integration across application platforms. Information Technology with support from departmental stakeholders
are actively evaluating whether FME can replace or consolidate functionality currently bundled in the Premium ELA.
As such, staff recommends a one-year renewal at this time to maintain service continuity while determining whether
we can transition in the future to a Standard ELA which will be more cost-effective. FME is a product newly
purchased by the city to allow us to manage and standardize the sharing/integration of data between software
systems throughout the organization. FME's roots come from the integration of spatial data and so we are optimistic
that this product can allow us to return to a Standard ELA with CityWorks in the years to come.

This purchase qualifies as a sole-source procurement under Montana Code Annotated §18-4-306(b), as Azteca
Systems, LLC, is the exclusive provider of CityWorks software. A sole-source letter is attached for reference.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends the City Council conditionally approve the preliminary plat of Yellowstone Valley Subdivision, and
adopt the Findings of Fact as presented in the staff report.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

On March 3, 2025, Performance Engineering, on behalf of the City of Billings, applied for preliminary minor plat
approval for Yellowstone Valley Subdivision. The proposed subdivision creates two lots. Lot 2 is for public, civic, and
Institutional uses per P-2 zoning now designated for a portion of the property. Lot 1 will remain a City of Billings Park,
Wilson Park. The subject property is generally located east of Riverside Road, north of Hannon Road and south of the
sugar factory on State Avenue. The entire property was zoned P1 -- Parks and Open Space but proposed Lot 2
received a zone change to P2- Public, Civic, and Institutional at the March 24, 2025, City Council meeting. P1 zoning
is still in place on proposed Lot 1.

The City of Billings owns the property. Conditions of approval are meant to ensure the plat is recorded per local and
state requirements. However, a Subdivision Improvement Agreement (SIA) is not provided with this plat as the City
would not enter into an SIA with itself. Recording a Waiver of Right to Protest future SIDs is necessary, as it subjects
any future property owners to the Waiver. A Waiver is attached to this memo to be executed at final plat approval.
Legal staff advised the City may provide covenants and restrictions in the process of conveying the property in the
future to Yellowstone Valley Animal Shelter (YVAS), or any other future owner. The future conveyance documents
would contain many of the same elements that a standard SIA would contain as far as improvement requirements for
the future owner.

VARIANCES REQUESTED
No variances from the City Subdivision Regulations have been requested.

PROPOSED CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL
Pursuant to Section 76-3-608(4), MCA, the following conditions are recommended to reasonably minimize potential
adverse impacts identified within the Findings of Fact.

1. To protect public health and safety and ensure correct infrastructure installation, proposed infrastructure will be
approved by the Engineering Division and shall be installed in conformance with the design standards, specifications,
rules and regulations of the City of Billings and Montana Department of Environmental Quality.

2. Minor changes may be made in the final documents, as requested by the Planning, Legal or Public Works
Departments to clarify the documents and bring them into the standard acceptable format.

3. The final plat shall comply with all requirements of the City of Billings Subdivision regulations, rules, policies, and
resolutions of the City of Billings, and the laws and Administrative Rules of the State of Montana.

¢ The 35 working-day preliminary plat review period ended on April 21, 2025. However, since the City owns the
property, it is able to complete the preliminary plat after this date. The Planning staff took some extra time to
confer with Legal staff before finalizing this preliminary plat memo.

STAKEHOLDERS

A public hearing is not scheduled for the City Council meeting; however, nearby property owners may attend the City
Council meeting and speak at the Public Comment section of the agenda.

ALTERNATIVES

In accordance with State law, the City Council has 35 working days to act upon minor preliminary plats. The 35
working day review period for the proposed plat ended on April 21, 2025. Since the City is the subdivider, it gave itself
extra time to ensure Planning and Legal staff coordinated on the elements of the preliminary plat, bringing the plat to
the City Council on May 12. State and City subdivision regulations also require that preliminary plats be reviewed
using specific criteria, as stated within this report. The City Council may:

1. Approve;

2. Conditionally Approve; or

3. Deny the Preliminary Plat. Denial of the plat would be in direct conflict with the City Council's past actions to annex
and rezone a portion of the property to facilitate a future animal shelter and animal clinic location for the community.

FISCAL EFFECTS

This plat will have no fiscal impact on the City/County Planning Division. There may be impacts to the City budget for
the process of platting the subdivision and preparing for a future conveyance of one of the lots to the Yellowstone
Valley Animal Shelter, or another entity.

SUMMARY

One of the purposes of the City's subdivision review process is to identify potential negative effects of property being
subdivided. Negative effects that are identified become the subdivider's responsibility to mitigate. Various City
departments, private service/utility providers and the affected school district/s, have reviewed this application and
provided input on effects and mitigation. The Findings of Fact, which are presented as an attachment, discuss
potential negative impacts of the subdivision and conditions of approval are recommended as measures to further
mitigate any impacts. In this case, there were found to be minimal impacts from this proposed subdivision.

FINDINGS OF FACT
The Planning staff has prepared the Findings of Fact for the preliminary plat of
Yellowstone Valley Subdivision. These findings are based on the preliminary plat
application and supplemental documents and address the review criteria required by the
Montana Subdivision and Platting Act (76-3-608, MCA) and the Billings Subdivision
Regulations (Section 23-303(H), BMCC).

A. What are the effects on agriculture, local services, the natural environment,
wildlife, wildlife habitat, and public health, safety and welfare? [MCA 76-3-608 (3)
(a) and BMCC 23-302.H.2.]

1. Effect on agriculture and agricultural water user facilities

The subject property is currently a City of Billings park, Wilson Park. There are no
permanent irrigation ditches, field laterals, or irrigation easements that exist on the
subject property. The subdivision should not affect agricultural water users’ facilities.

2. Effect on local services

a. Utilities — Water service will be provided by the City of Billings. There is an
existing 12-inch water main located in Riverside Road. There is also a County
water main in Hannon Road from riverside road to Minnie Place. Water lines and
services will be approved by the City of Billings Public Works Department and
shall be installed in conformance with the design standards, specifications, rules
and regulations of the City of Billings and Montana Department of Environmental
Quality (MDEQ). (Condition #1)

Sanitary sewer service will be provided by the City of Billings. The Subdivider
will connect to an existing 30-inch sewer main located along the north property
line of the proposed subdivision. Sewer services shall be reviewed and approved
and built in accordance with design standards, specifications, rules and
regulations of the City of Billings Public Works Department and MDEQ.
(Condition #1)

Private utility companies will provide services to the subdivision. Any easement
required by a private utility company will be coordinated with the subdivider and
the utility company.

Stormwater — This subdivision shall satisfy the criteria set forth by the City of
Billings Stormwater Management Manual and will be subject to review and
approval by the City Engineering Department. A Stormwater Report will be
submitted for review and approval by City Engineering at the time of individual
lot development. (Condition #1)

b. Solid waste — The City of Billings will provide solid waste collection and
disposal. The City’s landfill has adequate capacity for this waste.

c. Streets — Riverside Road runs along the western boundary of this proposed
subdivision. Both lots can access Riverside Road. No internal roads are proposed
for this subdivision. The subdivider will be providing an additional 37 feet of
right of way for Riverside Road. That road currently has only 30 feet of right of
way. Riverside Road is classified as a collector.

All sidewalks will be 5-feet-wide with a 5-foot-wide boulevard behind the curb to
the edge of the sidewalk. There will be ADA compliant ramps installed where
necessary.

Widening of Riverside Road and the installation of sidewalks will be done at a
future date. These items are included in the Waiver or Right to Protest. The
property owner will participate in the proportional costs when the road is
improved at a future date.

d. Emergency services — The Billings Police and Fire Departments will respond to
emergencies within the proposed subdivision. The fire station serving this area is
located at 503 South 28" Street (Station #2). The subdivision is located within
the ambulance service area of American Medical Response (AMR).

e. Schools —This subdivision will have no effect on schools in the area. It is a
commercial / Parkland subdivision.

f. Parks and Recreation — Commercial subdivisions are not required by City of
Billings Subdivision Regulations to provide parkland. The land for this
subdivision is a City of Billings park. Lot 1 will remain as parkland.

g. Mail Delivery - The United States Postal Service will provide postal service to
the subdivision. Location of mail delivery boxes will need to be coordinate with
the developer and the postal service.

h. Phasing of Development - The applicant is not proposing to develop this
subdivision in phases.

3. Effect on the natural environment

The subject property is currently a City of Billings Park, Wilson Park. This park has not
been developed and is a native grassland area with trees in a few locations on the
property. During development, storm water pollution prevention best management
practices are required to be used and monitored to prevent erosion on exposed ground.
Overall, the effect on the natural environment should be minimal.

4. Effect on wildlife and wildlife habitat
There are no known endangered or threatened species on the property. This subdivision
should have a minimal effect on wildlife and wildlife habitat.

5. Effect on the public health, safety and welfare
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There will be minimal impacts to public health, safety and welfare because of this
subdivision.

B. Was an Environmental Assessment required? [(MCA 76-3-616 and BMCC 23-
302.H.1]

The proposed subdivision is exempt from the requirement for an Environmental
Assessment pursuant to Section 76-3-616, MCA.

C. Does the subdivision conform to the City of Billings 2016 Growth Policy, the
2014 Transportation Plan, and the Billings Area Bikeway and Trail Master Plan?
[BMCC 23-302.H.4.]

1. City of Billings 2016 Growth Policy

The proposed subdivision is consistent with the following goals of the Growth Policy:
Place Making (Enhance, maintain, preserve, and improve existing public
places): Natural landscapes are important because they define the uniqueness of
Billings and help protect the environment and beautify neighborhoods.

Strong Neighborhoods (livable, safe, sociable and resilient neighborhoods):
Implementation of the Infill Policy is important to encourage development of
underutilized properties.

2. 2023 Billings Urban Area Long Range Transportation Plan

The proposed subdivision adheres to the goals and objectives of the 2023 Transportation
Plan and preserves the street network and street hierarchy specified in the plan. Riverside
Road is identified as a collector road. The subdivision will not be creating any new roads.

3. Billings Area Bikeway and Trail Master Plan (BABTMP)
There is a future trail identified on Riverside Road. At a future time when the street is
widened, the trail would be on constructed at that time.

D. Does the subdivision conform to the Montana Subdivision and Platting Act and
to local subdivision regulations? [MCA 76-3-608 (3) (b) and BMCC 23-302.H.3.a.]

The proposed subdivision satisfies the requirements of the Montana Subdivision and
Platting Act and to the design standards specified in the local subdivision regulations.
The subdivider and the local government have complied with the subdivision review and
approval procedures set forth in the local and state subdivision regulations.

E. Does the proposed subdivision conform to all requirements of the zoning in
effect? [BMCC 23-302.H.3.e.]

The subdivision will have two zonings, Lot 1 will be zoned P1 and Lot 2 will be zoned
P2. The lot frontages conform to the requirements of these zonings. Other building
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setbacks and structure specific requirements will be reviewed for compliance at the time
of building permit review.

F. Does the proposed plat provide easements for the location and installation of any
utilities? [MCA 76-3-608 (3) (c) and BMCC 23-302.H.3.b.]

The subdivider will provided utility easements as requested by private utility companies.
Those easements will be shown on the face of the plat.

G. Does the proposed plat provide legal and physical access to each parcel within
the subdivision and notation of that access on the plat? [MCA 76-3-608 (3) (d) and
BMCC 23-302.H.3.c.]

Legal and physical access is provided to the proposed lots from existing roads, Riverside
Road.

CONCLUSIONS OF FINDINGS OF FACT
e The preliminary plat of Yellowstone Valley Subdivision, does not create any adverse
impacts that warrant denial of the subdivision.

e The proposed subdivision conforms to several of the goals and policies of the 2016
Growth Policy and does not conflict with the Transportation or Bikeway/Trail Plans.

e The proposed subdivision complies with state and local subdivision regulations, local
zoning, and sanitary requirements and provides legal and physical access to each lot.

e Any potential negative or adverse impacts will be mitigated with the proposed
conditions of approval.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends to the City Council that the preliminary plat of Yellowstone Valley
Subdivision, be conditionally approved and adopt the Findings of Fact as presented in the
staff report.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends the City of Billings approve the Resolution amending annexation 25-01, Wilson Park (Resolution
No. 25-11262).

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

On March 24, 2025, the City of Billings passed Resolution 25-11262 annexing Wilson Park, an unplatted parcel of
land situated in the northwest one-quarter (NW 1/4) of the southeast one-quarter (SE 1/4) of Section 10, Township 01
south, Range 26 east, P.M.M., Yellowstone County Montana, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the
center quarter corner of said Section 10, said point being the Point of Beginning; thence S00"00'39"W a distance of
660.40 feet; thence S89"39"19"E following the northern boundary of the right-of-way for Hannon Road a distance of
988.25 feet; thence N00'07'28'E following the western boundary of Tract 1 of Certificate of Survey No. 119 Amended a
distance of 661.02 feet; thence N89"41'28'W following the southern boundary of Lot 2, Block 1 of the Western Sugar
Cooperative Subdivision a distance of 988.19 feet back to the Point of Beginning. Including all adjacent rights of way
of Riverside Road & Hannon Road. Said annexation contains a net and gross area of 14.99 acres, more or less.

While there was no deficiency in the previous approval and the process followed was correct, the Resolution was
approved with a condition that stated: "Within 45 working days and prior to site development, a mutually acceptable
Subdivision Improvement Agreement shall be executed between the owner(s) and the City that shall stipulate, among
other things, specific infrastructure improvements and right-of-way dedication, provide guarantees for said
improvements, and include a Waiver of Right to Protest the creation of special improvement districts which will be
recorded with the Yellowstone County Clerk and Recorder." Subsequent legal review concluded that since the City of
Billings is already the owner of the parcel in question, a subdivision improvement agreement with itself is not
necessary for annexation. Instead, when the City of Billings conveys this property, it will place a covenant on the
property including information that is typically included within the subdivision improvement agreement. The amended
resolution will strike this condition of approval from the resolution.

ALTERNATIVES
The City Council may

¢ Approve the proposed Resolution amending annexation 25-01, Wilson Park

¢ Deny the proposed Resolution Amending Annexation 25-01, Wilson Park. Denial of the resolution will mean the
existing annexation resolution will remain as is and may create confusion about an SIA being filed and
uncertainty about the effective date of the annexation.

This amended annexation will have no financial impact on the Planning Division.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Billings has determined that it is in the
best interest of the City of Billings to annex the territory hereinafter described and passed
a Resolution of Intent on February 24, 2025 pursuant to Title 7, Chapter 2 Part 4404; and

WHEREAS, the City of Billings provided notice and held a 20-day notice period
pursuant to Title 7, Chapter 2, Part 4405 of the Montana Code Annotated; and

WHEREAS, the City of Billings provided notice and held public hearing pursuant to
Title 7, Chapter 2, Part 4406 of the Montana Code Annotated; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF BILLINGS, MONTANA:

1. TERRITORY ANNEXED. Pursuant to Petition filed as provided M.C.A_, Title 7,
Chapter 2, Part 44, the following territory is hereby annexed to the City of Billings:

RECOMMENDATION

The Zoning Commission recommends approval and adoption of the findings of the 10 review criteria for Zone Change
1064. The City Council approved the zone change on first reading on April 28, 2025. A second reading of the
ordinance is required.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

This is a zone change from Suburban Neighborhood Residential (N3) to Mid-Century Neighborhood Residential (N2)
for six lots in the Buffalo Crossing Subdivision. The total area subject to the proposed zoning is 1.498 acres of land.
Two of the lots have split zoning (N2 and N3) and the proposed zone change will remedy this situation. The intent of
the zone change is to allow for two-family dwellings on the property.

Two master plans for multi-family developments are currently in progress near the subject property. A Master Site
Plan for Parcel 4B of Certificate of Survey 2735, located northeast of the subject parcels, has been approved for 18
units on an NX2-zoned parcel, consisting of three fourplex dwellings and one sixplex dwelling. Another Master Site
Plan is under review for 56 units on Block 1, Lot 1, and Block 3, Lot 1 of Buffalo Crossing Subdivision, further north
and east along Grand Avenue on NX2-zoned parcels. This plan includes one sevenplex, two sixplexes, three
fourplexes, and a five fiveplex.

There are few housing choices in this area of West Billings. Most (70% +) are single-family homes on urban lots
(7,000 sf +). There are several areas that also offer duplex dwellings. Foxtail Village to the north has 18 duplexes,
Grand Peaks to the east has about 22 duplexes, and Signal Peak at 62nd St W and Rimrock Rd has about 77 duplex
townhomes. These comprise less than 20% of the total housing choice in the area. The rarest housing choice is the
attached multi-family unit (3+ units per structure), either for rent or ownership. This is less than 5% of the total
housing choice west of Shiloh Road from Central Avenue to the north. A resilient urban fabric has more housing
choices than are currently available in West Billings.

The Zoning Commission recommends approval based on the compatibility with the adjacent zoning and the zoning will
provide predictable development in Buffalo Crossing. The proposed zoning is in conformance with the 2016 Growth
Policy guidelines.

STAKEHOLDERS

The applicant conducted a pre-application neighborhood meeting on February 8, 2025, at the subject property, with
one neighboring property owner in attendance. The primary concerns raised focused on density, parking, and whether
the future residents would be owners or renters. The attendee also inquired about the reasoning behind the proposed
zone change. The applicant explained that the existing N2 lots had been sold to a buyer interested in purchasing the
additional six lots, contingent on their allowance for duplex dwellings. Additionally, the applicant received two emails
expressing concerns that the zoning change could set a precedent for increased duplex housing, particularly non-
owner-occupied units.

Planning staff fulfilled all notification requirements, including mailing notices, posting the property, updating the
Current Zoning Application web page with a synopsis, and publishing legal information for the Zoning Commission
hearing. No public comments were received by Planning staff before this report.

Buffalo Crossing Subdivision was established in 2022 through a Planned Neighborhood Development (PND) zone
change process, which also included the annexation of a 33.64-acre parcel located south of Grand Avenue and 60th
St West. It is bordered by Trails West Subdivision to the east and Foxtail Village Subdivision to the north, across
Grand Avenue.

The approved Mixed Residential PND designated approximately 5 acres as N2, 19 acres as N3, 3.6 acres as NX2,
and about 5 acres as open space (P1). PND regulations require either a Mixed Residential or Commercial/mixed-use
zoning designation for any arterial street frontage. Zone Change 1011 was approved as part of the PND process,
incorporating mixed residential zoning (NX2), N2, and N3 districts, along with the minimum required Public 1 (P1)
zoning, which must account for at least 2% of the net area. The PND, subdivision, and annexation were all approved
concurrently.

City Zoning Commission - April 1, 2025

Zoning Commission held a public hearing on April 1, 2025, and received the staff recommendation and testimony from
the applicant, Doug Wild. Mr. Wild concurred with staff's recommendation. No other testimony was received.
Commissioner Goss asked if the Senate Bill 323 would affect the parcels if the zone change was not approved.
Planning Staff clarified that Senate Bill 323 was in place at the state level to allow duplex dwellings on all residential
lots, but the applicant would like to conform to local zoning regulations as well. The Commission had no other
questions. The Chair closed the public hearing and asked for a motion on the application. Commission member
McCall made a motion to recommend approval to the City Council and adoption of the findings of the 10 review
criteria. The motion was seconded by Commission Member Gordan and was approved on a 4-0 vote.

City Council Public Hearing - April 28, 2025
City Council conducted a public hearing and received the Zoning Commission recommendation and testimony from
Greg Reid from WWC Engineering, agent, on April 28, 2025.

Council members asked for clarity regarding the state law that allows for duplexes in all single-family zoning and the
applicant's intent with their application. Staff clarified that the applicant's intent is to be in compliance with local zoning
regulations, should state law change. Council members asked about request for zoning and how the lines of the
property do not align with the lines of the zoning. Staff deferred the inclusion of additional properties to the applicant.
Council members were provided clarification that it is not allowable to condition zoning. Agent, Greg Reid clarified that
there is a buy/sell agreement associated with the properties included within the requested zone change. Council
opened the application for public hearing. One public comment was received from Doug Wild with Buffalo Crossing.
Mr. Wild stated that the intent of the zone change was to follow zoning. The public hearing was then closed.

Council member Boyett made a motion to approve Zone Change 1064 and adopt the findings of the 10 review
criteria as recommended by Zoning Commission. The motion was seconded by Council member Shaw. The zone
change was passed unanimously.

ALTERNATIVES
The City Council may take one of the following actions:



¢ Approve and adopt the findings of the ten review criteria for Zone Change 1064 as recommended by the Zoning
Commission; or,

¢ Deny and adopt different findings of the ten review criteria for Zone Change 1064; or,

¢ Delay action on the zone change request for up to 30 days at the request of the applicant or on its own motion;
or

¢ Refer the application back to the Zoning Commission for an additional public hearing based on 1) new
information submitted that the applicant and public have not had an opportunity to examine; or 2) new
information has been presented that was never submitted or considered by the Zoning Commission or staff; or

¢ Allow the applicant to withdraw the zone change request.

The applicant has not requested a delay or withdrawal of the application.

FISCAL EFFECTS
Approval or denial of the proposed zone change will not have an effect on the Planning Division budget.

SUMMARY

Prior to making a decision the City Council shall consider the following proposed findings as recommended by the
City Zoning Commission:

1) Is the new zoning designed in accordance with the Growth Policy and neighborhood plans?
The proposed zone change is consistent with the following guidelines of the 2016 Growth Policy:
Strong Neighborhoods;

e Zoning regulations that allow a mixture of housing types provide housing options for all age groups and income
levels.

¢ Neighborhoods that are safe and attractive and provide essential services are much desired.

¢ Walkable neighborhoods that permit convenient destinations such as neighborhood services, open space, parks,
schools and public gathering spaces foster health, goodwill, and social interaction.

Home Base;

¢ A mix of housing types that meet the needs of a diverse population is important.

¢ The Housing Needs Assessment is an important tool to ensure Billings recognizes and meets the demands of
future development.

¢ Common to all types of housing choices is the desire to live in surroundings that are affordable, healthy, and
safe.

The proposed zoning would enable the sale and development of existing vacant parcels as single-family or two-family
dwellings, aligning with the development pattern of the parcels to the north. The current concept plan allows for up to
six additional dwelling units, with one additional unit per parcel. The proposed zoning also conforms to the West
Billings Neighborhood Plan. The West Billings Neighborhood Plan goals and objectives stated the need to locate
compatible uses and offer a range of housing choices and development densities. The West Billings Plan adopted a
number of goals, policies, and implementation strategies:

¢ Establish Development Patterns that Use Land More Efficiently and encourage innovative land-use planning
techniques to be used in building higher density and mixed-use developments as well as infill developments.

2) Is the new zoning designed to secure from fire and other dangers?

The new zoning requires minimum setbacks, open and landscaped areas and building separations. The new zoning,
as do all zoning districts, provides adequate building separations and density limits to provide security from fire and
other dangers. The site will be developed in conformance with Section 27-300 (BMCC) for residential zones as well
as landscaping (27-1200). New buildings would be required to meet City Building Codes and Engineering standards as
well.

3) Whether the new zoning will promote public health, public safety and general welfare?

Similar to criteria 2, public health and public safety will be promoted by both the existing zoning and the proposed
zoning. The proposed N2 zoning would allow the vacant property to be developed with compatible uses to the already
approved Buffalo Crossing neighborhood. The site and structure regulations found in Section 27-300 for the N2 zone
districts promote the minimum standards to ensure public health and safety and promote general welfare.

4) Will the new zoning facilitate the adequate provision of transportation, water, sewerage, schools, parks and other
public requirements?
Transportation: The proposed zoning should not have any measurable impact on transportation. The impact on



traffic will depend on the number of residents and drivers on the site when development occurs. The owner will need
to coordinate any changes to the existing traffic analysis done for Buffalo Crossing with the City Engineering
Department.

Water and Sewer: The City will provide water and sewer to the property.

Schools and Parks: The proposed zoning itself should not affect schools and parks, this will depend on the new
residents when a development plan moves forward. Schools and parks should not be negatively affected by the
proposed zoning. The School district provided no comments on this zone change. Parks should not be negatively
impacted by the proposed zoning. Approval of this zone change should not impact the parkland requirements already
in place for the Buffalo Crossing Subdivision.

Fire and Police: The subject property will be served by city public safety services. The Police and Fire Departments
had no concerns with the zone change.

5) Will the new zoning provide adequate light and air?

Similar to criteria 2 and 3, the proposed zoning provides for sufficient setbacks to allow for adequate separation
between structures and adequate light and air. Any development of the property would follow the requirements of
Section 27-300 (BMCC) and other city regulations for development.

6) Will the new zoning affect motorized and non-motorized transportation?

The proposed zoning itself will not have a negative effect on motorized and non-motorized transportation. The
motorized transportation will be entering the development from Grand Avenue and 60th Street West at Buffalo
Crossing Drive. As part of the original subdivision development requirements, Buffalo Crossing Drive, along the
subject property, has completed the installation of new curb/gutter based on the City of Billings standards and will
have sidewalk installed upon completion of residences. City Engineering is updating its site development code to
require sidewalks for all private streets and the zoning code requires street trees for all public or private roads.

7) Will the new zoning promote compatible urban growth?

The proposed zoning is compatible with the adjacent zoning and existing urban growth proposed for this area. The
property to the west is outside the city limits and is agricultural land. The surrounding residential subdivisions are
compatible with this proposed zoning. The zoning does promote compatible urban growth.

8) Does the new zoning consider the character of the district and the peculiar suitability of the property for particular
uses?

The proposed zoning will allow the development of two-unit dwellings in an area where this housing choice is

limited. The N2 zone is compatible with the surrounding development with the existing development to the north and
east. The proposed zoning does consider the character of the district and the suitability of the property for future
uses.

9) Will the new zoning conserve the value of buildings?

The new zoning is not expected to alter the value of any buildings in the area. Any development of the property will
need to meet the site development requirements in the zoning code. For the N2 zone, this includes, but is not limited
to, building heights, setbacks, and window and door facade coverage. In general, new buildings improve property
values in the area. There are several areas close by that also offer a two-unit dwelling. Foxtail Village to the north has
18 duplexes, Grand Peaks to the east has about 22 duplexes, and Signal Peak at 62nd St W and Rimrock Rd has
about 77 duplex town homes.

10) Will the new zoning encourage the most appropriate use of land throughout the City of Billings?

The proposed zoning will allow the development of duplexes, townhomes or condominiums (up to 2 units per building).
This is an appropriate location for the zoning to density that is compatible with adjacent uses.This also contributes to
the neighborhood stability of the area. There are several areas that also offer a two-unit dwelling. Foxtail Village to
the north has 18 duplexes, Grand Peaks to the east has about 22 duplexes, and Signal Peak at 62nd St W and
Rimrock Rd has about 77 duplex town homes. The proposed zoning and use will encourage the most appropriate use
of the parcels.

ORDINANCE 25-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BILLINGS,
PROVIDING THE ZONE CLASSIFICATION for Lots 4, 5, 6
in Block 3, and 7, 8 & 9, in Block 1 Buffalo Crossing
Subdivision, BE AMENDED

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BILLINGS THAT:

Section1. RECITALS. Title 76, Chapter 2, Part 3, MCA, and Sections 27-1628, BMCC,
provide for amendment to the City Zoning Map from time to time. The City Zoning
Commission and staff have reviewed the proposed zoning for the real property hereinafter
described. The Zoning Commission and staff have considered the ten (10) criteria required
by Title 76, Chapter 2, Part 3, MCA. The recommendations of the Zoning Commission and
staff have been submitted to the City Council, and the City Council, in due deliberation, has
considered the ten (10) criteria required by state law.

Section 2. DESCRIPTION. Lots 4, 5, 6 in Block 3, and 7, 8 & 9, in Block 1 Buffalo
Crossing Subdivision, is presently zoned Suburban Neighborhood Residential (N3),
and is shown on the official zoning map within this zone.

Section 3. ZONE DISTRICT AMENDMENT. The official zoning map is hereby
amended and the zoning for Lots 4, 5, 6 in Block 3, and 7, 8 & 9, in Block 1 Buffalo
Crossing Subdivision, is hereby changed from Suburban Neighborhood Residential
(N3), to Mid-Century Neighborhood Residential (N2) and from the effective date of this
ordinance, shall be subject to all the rules and regulations pertaining to Mid-Century
Neighborhood Residential (N2), as set out in the Billings, Montana City Code.

Section 4. EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days after
second reading and final adoption as provided by law.

Section 5. REPEALER. All resolutions, ordinances, and sections of the City Code
inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 6. SEVERABILITY. If any provision of this ordinance or the application thereof to
any person or circumstances is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other
provisions of this ordinance which may be given effect without the invalid provisions or
application, and, to this end, the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable.

Payment Approval Process
Every invoice for payment is entered into the City's accounting system and the backup documentation is scanned in
and attached (physical invoices, additional e-mails explaining payments, bids, contracts, etc.). Each invoice goes
through a multi-step approval process depending upon the amount of the payment. First, invoices are entered by the
department requesting the payment and the department director or designee must perform an initial review and
approval of the purchase. The number of approvals within the department can vary based upon the size of the
department, but no less than one approver within each department must verify the payment. Second, all payments,
regardless of size, must be approved by the Purchasing Agent or designee. The Purchasing Agent will review the
payment to ensure purchasing procedures are followed and appropriate documentation is attached. If the payment is
greater than $1,000, then it must be approved by the Finance Director or designee. If that payment is greater than
$10,000, then it must be approved by the City Administrator or Assistant City Administrator. Once all approvals are
completed, the payment is able to be made and the Accounts Payable Clerk can print the check. After all checks are
printed, a list of all checks in excess of $2,500 is generated and placed on the next City Council meeting for review.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

Claims in the amount of $2,642,934.69 have been reviewed and are presented for City Council payment approval. A
complete listing of the claims for the week are available in the Finance Department. Payment Approval Process
Every invoice for payment is entered into the City's accounting system and the backup documentation is scanned in
and attached (physical invoices, additional e-mails explaining payments, bids, contracts, etc.). Each invoice goes
through a multi-step approval process depending upon the amount of the payment. First, invoices are entered by the
department requesting the payment and the department director or designee must perform an initial review and
approval of the purchase. The number of approvals within the department can vary based upon the size of the
department, but no less than one approver within each department must verify the payment. Second, all payments,
regardless of size, must be approved by the Purchasing Agent or designee. The Purchasing Agent will review the
payment to ensure purchasing procedures are followed and appropriate documentation is attached. If the payment is
greater than $1,000, then it must be approved by the Finance Director or designee. If that payment is greater than
$10,000, then it must be approved by the City Administrator or Assistant City Administrator. Once all approvals are
completed, the payment is able to be made and the Accounts Payable Clerk can print the check. After all checks are
printed, a list of all checks in excess of $2,500 is generated and placed on the next City Council meeting for review.

ALTERNATIVES
No other alternatives were analyzed.

FISCAL EFFECTS
Claims have a varying impact on department budgets, but are submitted by the departments and reviewed by Finance
staff before being sent to the Council.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that Council approve and award a contract for the outsourcing of custodial services at New City Hall (316 N.
26th St.) to Pride of Montana, Inc. for $614,038.19 for a three-year term, with an option to extend for an additional two years
for a total contract cost of $1,054,712.92.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

It is important to note that the terms custodian/custodial and janitor/janitorial are used interchangeably in the Facilities
Management industry, but for the purposes of this memo, "custodian/custodial” is defined as a work product that is inclusive
of cleaning services and consumables inventory management.

The City strives to adopt cost-effective practices relating to municipal operations for the benefit of taxpaying citizens of
Billings. One such operation involves contracting or subcontracting after evaluating the economics involved (reference
attachment A). Of primary importance to the City is protecting and maintaining the $43 million investment Billings taxpayers
made in the purchase and renovation of new City Hall. Currently, the Facilities Division provides custodial services at New City
Hall. It is becoming increasingly difficult to provide a level of custodial service that meets customer satisfaction while
maintaining a cost-effective bottom line. A few variables make this mission challenging:

Expanded amount of space occupied by City Hall tenants

® Increasing cost associated with Facilities Maintenance Support | salaries

e Difficulty hiring qualified personnel

* Ensuring coverage of sick and/or vacation time of staff

e Goal of stabilizing charges for tenants

e Unable to provide adequate amount of supervision time for training, quality control checks, and leadership without a
dedicated supervisor position

e Shift coverage at BOC with City Hall personnel

Moving into New City Hall makes things more challenging for custodial services considering the increased amount of area to
clean and maintain:

e Old City Hall is approximately 36,000 square feet to clean
¢ New City Hall is approximately 120,000 square feet to clean
¢ New City Hall has significantly more public space and restrooms, which require more dedicated attention

Industry benchmark standard for custodial work in an office building is 1 FTE for 28,000 sf (reference attachments B and C).
That would require 4.3 FTEs to effectively service New City Hall. In the past four years, the City has willingly sought approval
for the addition of 39 Teamster positions when there was justified need and available funding for the positions. The Facilities
Division is not equipped to tackle this obstacle under the current staffing model, nor is adding FTEs cost effective at this time.
It would require adding and hiring an additional two Facilities Maintenance Support | FTE's at approximately $123,288 for the
first year. This does not account for any additional costs associated with supervision and management of custodial staff.

Knowing the current model and staffing will not provide the level of custodial services we need; we analyzed two options:
increase FTEs or outsource this scope of work to a vendor. The Facility Division's goal was to determine the most cost effective



and efficient service model, while providing the same or better service that City staff and public visitors expect.

After performing a cost benefit analysis of the two options, it was determined that outsourcing custodial services to a vendor
would be more cost effective. Additionally, by outsourcing custodial work, the Division can focus more administrative effort
and resources on the core strategic work deliverables of repairs, maintenance, and capital projects.

Benefits of outsourcing include:

¢ Cost savings of approximately $77,618 for the first year
o Vendor guarantees pricing for 5 years with 3% escalator
¢ Less administrative time spent managing custodial issues, including:
Coordination of shift coverage
Laundry service
Daily check-in and weekly sync meetings
Dispenser replacement
Safety Data Sheet inventory and updates
o Staffing
o Vendor recruits, hires, trains, and supervises cleaning crew
o Management team provides quality control and oversight
o Facilities will not need to overstaff to ensure proper coverage
o Facilities will not need to pay shift differential for later shifts
¢ Results
o Vendors can have better control over results by using the ISSA 612 standard
e Equipment
o Vendor will provide all equipment to service building
o Facilities will not need to maintain, repair, procure, or replace equipment
¢ Uniforms and Shoes
o Will not need to pay for uniforms or shoes
o Approximately $600 is paid for 11 kits per the Union contract for new hire FTE
o Facilities Division provides $100 annual allowance for replacement of worn uniforms
o Facilities Division reimburses shoes up to $200 per FTE annually per the Union contract
¢ Hours
o Vendor can clean after hours to lessen the impact on City staff during working hours
o Facilities will not need to pay overtime for coverage during certain City holidays
e Experience
o Vendor knows how to appropriately build workload to ensure maximum efficiency
o Vendor knows how to schedule cleaning tasks to provide consistent results

Drawbacks of outsourcing include:

¢ Will have to bid work via an RFP
¢ Vendor can give thirty days' notice and terminate contract
¢ Prevailing wages could fluctuate

Outsourcing and contract management of third-party vendors is not new to the Division. Services that are currently
outsourced include snow removal, compulsory systems testing (elevators, FACP), pest control, renovation projects, access
control installation, security, lawncare and landscaping, and highly skilled mechanical/electrical/plumbing repairs.

Facilities advertised a Requests for Proposal (RFP) on 01/03 and 01/10/2025 in Yellowstone County News and on the City's
Website. Proposal submission date was 01/24/2025.

Eight (8) firms attended the pre-bid walk, seven (7) firms submitted Intent to Respond forms, and six (6) firms submitted
responses.

A review committee unanimously selected Pride of Montana, Inc., based on the following criteria:

e Thoroughness of response
e History of firm
e Firm experience with similar scope and magnitude



e Qualifications
e Approach and methodology to cleaning
e Personnel and staffing

The City anticipates that four Facilities Division -- Maintenance Support | positions will be impacted by this situation, with
three FTE employees being offered Maintenance Support | positions in other City work locations. These FTE employees will not
lose their seniority should they accept the position. The fourth impacted FTE employee recently submitted their voluntary
resignation to pursue employment elsewhere.

Alternatives include:
1. Reject contract and maintain the current staffing levels. If this alternative is selected, the Facilities Division
would be unable to provide a standard level of custodial services at New City Hall
2. Keep the current staffing levels and augment custodial services with a vendor, which would be a cost of
around $70,000 annually. This option would also add supervisory time for managing staff and a vendor
3. Reject both City Hall and BOC contracts and approve the Facilities Division to hire additional staff to provide
adequate services at both locations.
a. This would require adding 2 Facility Maintenance Support | positions and a supervisory position at an
estimated cost of $227,628 for the first year.

FISCAL EFFECTS
Hiring a vendor instead of hiring additional FTEs will save approximately $77,618 in the first year of the contract. Cost savings
will be passed on to Tenants at City Hall by reducing their annual charges.

The pricing in RFP was an annual lump sum for services for 3 years, with options to extend into years 4 and 5. Therefore, the
incurred expenses will be as follows:

Staff requests that both vendor contracts for City Hall and BOC be approved to realize the maximum cost savings. If City Hall
contract is approved and BOC contract is not, there will be additional costs incurred due to reassignment of staff to BOC that
is currently shared between the two sites. There will be 3 FTE assigned to BOC instead of the current 2.5 FTE and BOC tenant
charges will increase to cover that cost.

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SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into ,
by and between the CITY OF BILLINGS, MONTANA, a municipal corporation
organized and existing under the laws of the State of Montana, P.O. Box 1178, Billings,
Montana 59103, hereinafter referred to as “CITY,” and PRIDE OF MONTANA INC., of
175 N 27™ St., Suite 1310, Billings, MT 59101hereinafter referred to as
“CONTRACTOR"

In consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein contained, the
receipt and sufficiency whereof being hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as
follows:

1. PURPOSE: CITY agrees to hire CONTRACTOR as an independent contractor
to perform the services of custodial services described in the Scope of Work
attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and by this reference made a part hereof.

2. EFFECTIVE DATE: This AGREEMENT is effective upon the date of its
execution and will terminate on April 30, 2028. The parties may extend this
AGREEMENT, by mutual written concurrence for two one-year renewal options.
Renewals must be signed no later than the final day of each term.

3. SCOPE OF WORK: The CONTRACTOR shall perform the services set forth in
Exhibit “A”. In performing these services, the CONTRACTOR shall comply with
all applicable federal, state and local statutes, rules and ordinances. These
services and all duties incidental or necessary therefore shall be performed
diligently and completely and in accordance with professional standards of
conduct and performance.

4. INCORPORATION BY REFERENCE: All exhibits and addenda attached hereto,
as well as any bid or proposal referenced, are hereby incorporated into this
AGREEMENT and made a part hereof. If there is any conflict between such
exhibits or addenda and the terms of this AGREEMENT, the terms of this
AGREEMENT shall control.

5. PAYMENT: CITY agrees to pay CONTRACTOR an amount not to exceed six
hundred thirteen thousand four hundred thirty-eight dollars and nineteen cents
($613,438.19) for the work described in the Scope of Work in Exhibit “A”. CITY
will pay CONTRACTOR in twelve equal monthly payments in each
AGREEMENT year as set forth in the pricing breakdown below. CITY will issue
payment to CONTRACTOR within 30 days of receiving CONTRACTOR’s
monthly invoice.

CONTRACTOR shall maintain workers’ compensation insurance
coverage for all members and employees of CONTRACTOR'’s business,
except for those members who are exempted as independent contractors
under the provisions of §39-71-401, MCA.

CONTRACTOR shall furnish CITY with copies showing one of the
following: (1) proof of registration as an independent contractor under Title
39, Chapter 71, MCA; (2) a binder for workers’ compensation coverage by
an insurer licensed and authorized to provide workers’ compensation
insurance in the State of Montana; or (3) proof of exemption from workers’
compensation granted by law for independent contractors.

9. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all
applicable federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations.
CONTRACTOR agrees to purchase a CITY business license.

10. PREVAILING WAGE RATES: Unless superseded by federal law, Montana law
requires that contractors and subcontractors give preference to the employment
of Montana residents for any public works contract in excess of $25,000 for
construction or nonconstruction services in accordance with sections 18-2-401
through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto.
Unless superseded by federal law, each contractor shall ensure that at least 50%
of the contractor’s workers performing labor on a construction project are bona
fide Montana residents. The Commissioner of the Montana Department of Labor
and Industry has established the resident requirements in accordance with
sections 18-2-403 and 18-2-409, MCA. Any and all questions concerning
prevailing wage and Montana resident issues should be directed to the Montana
Department of Labor and Industry.

In addition, unless superseded by federal law, all employees working on a public
works contract shall be paid prevailing wage rates in accordance with sections 18-
2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant

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thereto. Montana law requires that all public works contracts, as defined in section
18-2-401, MCA, in which the total cost of the contract is in excess of $25,000,
contain a provision stating for each job classification the standard prevailing wage
rate, including fringe benefits, travel, per diem, and zone pay that the contractors,
subcontractors, and employers shall pay during the public works contract.

Section 18-2-406, MCA, requires that all contractors, subcontractors, and
employers who are performing work or providing services under a public works
contract post in a prominent and accessible site on the project staging area or work
area, no later than the first day of work and continuing for the entire duration of the
contract, a legible statement of all wages and fringe benefits to be paid to the
employees in compliance with section 18-2-423, MCA. Section 18-2-423, MCA,
requires that employees receiving an hourly wage must be paid on a weekly basis.

Furthermore, Section 18-2-417, requires allowance for a 3% annual increase in
wages for a multiyear contract. (1) Any public works contract that by the terms of
the original contract calls for more than 30 months to fully perform must include a
provision to adjust, as provided in subsection (2), the standard prevailing rate of
wages to be paid to the workers performing the contract. (2) The standard
prevailing rate of wages paid to workers under a contract subject to this section
must be adjusted 12 months after the date of the award of the public works
contract. The amount of the adjustment must be a 3% increase. The adjustment
must be made and applied every 12 months for the term of the contract. (3) Any
increase in the standard rate of prevailing wages for workers under this section is
the sole responsibility of the contractor and any subcontractors and not the
contracting agency.

Each contractor, subcontractor, and employer must maintain payroll records in a
manner readily capable of being certified for submission under section 18-2-423,
MCA, for not less than three years after the contractor’s, subcontractor’s, or
employer’s completion of work on the public works contract.

The nature of the work performed or services provided under this contract meets
the statutory definition of a “public works contract” under section 18-2-401(11)(a),
MCA, The booklet is attached and may also be found at http://erd.dli.mt.gov/labor-
standards/state-prevailing-wage-rates.

11.NONDISCRIMINATION:

A. CONTRACTOR shall, in performance of work under this AGREEMENT,
fully comply with all applicable federal, state, or local laws, rules,
regulations, and executive orders including but not limited to, the Montana
Human Rights Act, the Equal Pay Act of 1963, the Civil Rights Act of 1964,
the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990, and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

04-2016. CONTRACTOR agrees that the hiring of persons to perform this
Contract will be made on the basis of merit and qualifications and there will
be no discrimination based on race, color, sex, pregnancy, childbirth or
medical conditions related to pregnancy or childbirth, political or religious
affiliation or ideas, culture, creed, social origin or condition, genetic
information, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, national
origin, ancestry, age, physical or mental disability, military service or veteran
status, or marital status by the persons performing this AGREEMENT. The
contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are
employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without
regard to their race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity,
or national origin. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the
following: Employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer, recruitment or
recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of
compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship.

The responses revealed very wide variations in the practices of different
facility management departments. There are many reasons that staffing
levels differ from one organization to another. One is the level of cleaning
that is acceptable in the space; the definition of “clean” varies among
different organizations. Another has to do with the nature of the space
involved. For example, custodial services can be provided more efficiently, in
terms of square feet covered by a single FTE, in a 500,000 square foot high
rise than in a K-12 system that offers pre-kindergarten in a variety of small

spaces.

To help facility managers zero in on practices of comparable buildings, this
report breaks down the responses by ten different types of facilities: owner-
occupied commercial office, multitenant commercial office, higher education,
K-12 systems, health care, hospitality, federal government, state
government, municipal government, and retail. Even within those segments,
however, there are significant variations in staffing levels. Once again, the
variations are explained in part by the different ways that the facilities are

used and the different expectations that organizations have for their facilities.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that Council approve and award a contract for the outsourcing of custodial services at the Billings
Operations Center (4810, 4845, 4848, 4850 Midland Rd.) to ABM Industry Groups, LLC for $439,006.71 for a three-year term,
with an option to extend for an additional two years for a total contract cost of $754,067.18.

BACKGROUND (Consistency with Adopted Plans and Policies, if applicable)

It is important to note that the terms custodian/custodial and janitor/janitorial are used interchangeably in the Facilities
Management industry, but for the purposes of this memo, "custodian/custodial" is defined as work that is inclusive of
cleaning services and consumables inventory management.

The City strives to adopt cost-effective practices relating to municipal operations for the benefit of taxpaying citizens of
Billings. One such operation involves contracting or subcontracting after evaluating the economics involved. Currently, the
Facilities Division provides custodial services at the Billings Operations Center (BOC). It is becoming increasingly difficult to
provide a level of custodial service that meets customer satisfaction while maintaining a cost-effective bottom line. A few
variables make this mission challenging:

Expanded amount of space occupied by BOC tenants

Increasing cost associated with Facilities Maintenance Support | salaries

Difficulty hiring qualified personnel

Ensuring coverage of sick and/or vacation time of staff

Goal of stabilizing charges for tenants

Unable to provide adequate amount of supervision time for training, quality control checks, and leadership without a
dedicated supervisor position

e Shift coverage at City Hall with BOC personnel

Facilities staff service the Administration and Police Barn buildings Monday through Friday and the Evidence building Tuesday
and Thursday only, and at a much lower level of service compared to the other two buildings. Currently, the Division services

approximately 37,000 square feet at the BOC. This location is unique in that it supports operations of a more industrial nature
so the type of cleaning services provided are different than would be provided in a typical office building. The majority of time
and effort is dedicated to floor care and restroom/locker room cleaning as opposed to a more routine office building scope of

work. Industry benchmark standard for custodial work in an office building is 1 FTE for 28,000 sf (reference attachments B and
C). However, since the needs at this location are different, we would require 3 FTEs to effectively service the BOC. In the past
four years, the City has willingly sought approval for the addition of 39 Teamster positions when there was justified need and
available funding for the positions. The Facilities Division is not equipped to tackle the BOC needs under the current staffing
model, nor is adding FTEs cost effective at this time.

Knowing the current model and staffing will not provide the level of custodial services we need; we analyzed two options:
increase FTEs or outsource this scope of work to a vendor. The Facility Division's goal was to determine the most cost effective
and efficient service model, while providing the same or better service that City staff and public visitors expect.

After performing a cost benefit analysis of the two options (reference attachment A), it was determined that outsourcing
custodial services to a vendor would be more cost effective. Additionally, by outsourcing custodial work, the Division can focus
more effort and resources on repairs, maintenance, and capital projects.



Benefits of outsourcing include:

¢ Cost savings of approximately $55,360 for the first year
o Vendor guarantees pricing for 5 years at a 3% escalator
¢ Less administrative time spent managing custodial issues, including:
o Coordination of shift coverage
o Laundry service
Daily check-in and weekly sync meetings
o Dispenser replacement
Safety Data Sheet inventory and updates
¢ Staffing
o Vendor recruits, hires, trains, and supervises cleaning crew
o Management team provides quality control and oversight
o Facilities will not need to overstaff to ensure proper coverage
o Facilities will not need to pay shift differential for later shifts
¢ Results
o Vendors can have better control over results by using the ISSA 612 standard
e Equipment
o Vendor will provide all equipment to service building
o Facilities will not need to maintain, repair, procure, or replace equipment
¢ Uniforms and Shoes
o Facilities will not need to pay for uniforms or shoes
o Approximately $600 is paid for 11 kits per the Union contract for each new FTE
o Facilities Division provides $100 annually for replacement of worn uniforms
o Facilities Division reimburses shoes up to $200 per FTE annually per the Union contract
e Hours
o Vendor can clean after hours to lessen the impact on City staff during working hours
o Facilities will not need to pay overtime for coverage during certain City holidays
e Experience
o Vendor knows how to appropriately build workload to ensure maximum efficiency
o Vendor knows how to schedule cleaning tasks to provide consistent results

Drawbacks of outsourcing include:

¢ Will have to bid work via an RFP
e Vendor can give thirty days' notice and terminate contract
¢ Prevailing wages could outpace City wages over the 5 years

Outsourcing and contract management of third-party vendors is not new to the Division. Services that are currently
outsourced include snow removal, compulsory systems testing (elevators, FACP), pest control, renovation projects, access
control installation, security, lawncare and landscaping, and highly skilled mechanical/electrical/plumbing repairs.

Facilities advertised a Requests for Proposal (RFP) on 01/03 and 01/10/2025 in Yellowstone County News and on the City's
Website. Proposal submission date was 01/24/2025.

Five (5) firms submitted responses.

A review committee unanimously selected ABM Industry Groups, LLC, based on the following criteria:

Thoroughness of response

History of firm

Firm experience with similar scope and magnitude
Qualifications

Approach and methodology to cleaning

Personnel and staffing

The City anticipates that four Facilities Division -- Maintenance Support | positions will be impacted by this situation, with
three FTE employees being offered Maintenance Support | positions in other City work locations. These FTE employees will not



lose their seniority should they accept the position. The fourth impacted FTE employee recently submitted their voluntary
resignation to pursue employment elsewhere.

ALTERNATIVES

Alternatives include:
1. Reject contract and increase the staffing level to 3 FTEs assigned to BOC and only have a vendor at City
Hall. This would add about $30,500 annually to BOC charges.
2. Reject both City Hall and BOC contracts and keep current staffing levels, which cannot meet the needs of the
increased scope of work.
3. Reject both City Hall and BOC contracts and approve the Facilities Division to hire additional staff to provide
adequate services at both locations.
a. This would require adding 2 Facility Maintenance Support | positions and a supervisory position at an
estimated cost of $227,628 for the first year.

FISCAL EFFECTS
Hiring a vendor will save approximately $55,360 in the first year of the BOC contract, and an estimated $264,401 over 5 years.
Cost savings will be passed on to Tenants at BOC by reducing their annual charges.

The pricing in RFP was an annual lump sum for services for 3 years, with options to extend into years 4 and 5. Therefore, the
incurred expenses will be as follows:

Staff requests that both vendor contracts for City Hall and BOC be approved to realize the maximum cost savings. If City Hall
contract is approved and BOC contract is not, there will be additional costs incurred due to reassignment of staff to BOC that
is currently shared between the two sites. There will be 3 FTE assigned to BOC instead of the current 2.5 FTE and BOC tenant
charges will increase to cover that cost.

SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into ,
by and between the CITY OF BILLINGS, MONTANA, a municipal corporation
organized and existing under the laws of the State of Montana, P.O. Box 1178, Billings,
Montana 59103, hereinafter referred to as “CITY,” and ABM INDUSTRY GROUPS,
LLC, of 4151 Ashford Dunwoody Road, Suite 600, Atlanta, GA 30319 hereinafter
referred to as “CONTRACTOR.”

In consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein contained, the
receipt and sufficiency whereof being hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as
follows:

1. PURPOSE: CITY agrees to hire CONTRACTOR as an independent contractor
to perform the services of custodial services described in the Scope of Work
attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and by this reference made a part hereof.

2. EFFECTIVE DATE: This AGREEMENT is effective upon the date of its
execution and will terminate on April 30, 2028. The parties may extend this
AGREEMENT, by mutual written concurrence for two one-year renewal options.
Renewals must be signed no later than the final day of each term.

3. SCOPE OF WORK: The CONTRACTOR shall perform the services set forth in
Exhibit “A”. In performing these services, the CONTRACTOR shall comply with
all applicable federal, state and local statutes, rules and ordinances. These
services and all duties incidental or necessary therefore shall be performed
diligently and completely and in accordance with professional standards of
conduct and performance.

4. INCORPORATION BY REFERENCE: All exhibits and addenda attached hereto,
as well as any bid or proposal referenced, are hereby incorporated into this
AGREEMENT and made a part hereof. If there is any conflict between such
exhibits or addenda and the terms of this AGREEMENT, the terms of this
AGREEMENT shall control.

5. PAYMENT: CITY agrees to pay CONTRACTOR an amount not to exceed four
hundred thirty-nine thousand six dollars and seventy-one cents ($439,006.71) for
the work described in the Scope of Work in Exhibit “A”. CITY will pay
CONTRACTOR in twelve equal monthly payments in each AGREEMENT year
as set forth in the pricing breakdown below. CITY will issue payment to
CONTRACTOR within 30 days of receiving CONTRACTOR’s monthly invoice.
Any alteration or deviation from the described work that involves extra costs will
be executed only upon written request by the CITY to CONTRACTOR and will
become an extra charge over and above the contract amount. The parties must
agree in writing upon any extra charges before any extra charges are incurred.

The prices established in this AGREEMENT may be extended to other political
subdivisions within the State of Montana solely at the CONTRACTOR’S
discretion.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS: The parties agree that
CONTRACTOR is an independent contractor for purposes of this AGREEMENT.
The parties agree that neither CONTRACTOR nor any of CONTRACTOR’s
owners, officers, employees or agents are employees of the CITY for any
purpose. CONTRACTOR and CONTRACTOR'’s owners, officers, employees or
agents are not subject to the terms and provisions of the CITY’s personnel
policies handbook and may not be considered a CITY employee for workers’
compensation or any other purpose. CONTRACTOR is not authorized to
represent the CITY or otherwise bind the CITY in any dealings between
CONTRACTOR and any third parties.

7. INDEMNITY:

The CONTRACTOR SHALL:

A. Indemnify and hold CITY, its officers, agents and employees harmless
from any and all losses, damage and liability to the extent caused by any
intentional, reckless or negligent act on the part of CONTRACTOR or its
owners, officers, agents or employees.

B. Not indemnify and hold the CITY harmless from claims, causes of action,
lawsuits, damages, judgments, liabilities, and litigation costs and
expenses or reasonable attorneys’ fees, expert fees and costs to the
extent caused by the wrongful, reckless or negligent acts, error or
omission of the CITY occurring during the course of or as a result of the
performance of the AGREEMENT.

C. Where claims, lawsuits or liability, including reasonable attorneys’ fees,
expert fees and costs arise from any wrongful, reckless or negligent act of

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both the CITY and the CONTRACTOR, the CONTRACTOR shall
indemnify and hold the CITY harmless from only that portion of claims,
causes of action, lawsuits, damages, judgments, liabilities, and litigation
costs and expenses including reasonable attorneys’ fees, expert fees and
costs, to the extent caused by the CONTRACTOR'’S or any
subcontractor’'s wrongful, reckless or negligent acts occurring as a result
from the CONTRACTOR’S performance pursuant to this AGREEMENT.

The CITY SHALL:

D. Indemnify and hold CONTRACTOR, its officers, agents and employees
harmless from any and all losses, damage and liability to the extent
caused by any intentional, reckless or negligent act on the part of CITY or
its agents or employees.

E. Not indemnify and hold the CONTRACTOR harmless from claims, causes
of action, lawsuits, damages, judgments, liabilities, and litigation costs and
expenses or reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs to the extent caused by
the wrongful, reckless or negligent acts, error or omission of the
CONTRACTOR occurring during the course of or as a result of the
performance of the AGREEMENT.

F. Where claims, lawsuits or liability, including reasonable attorneys’ fees
and costs arise from any wrongful or negligent act of both the
CONTRACTOR and the CITY, the CITY shall indemnify and hold the
CONTRACTOR harmless from only that portion of claims, causes of
action, lawsuits, damages, judgments, liabilities, and litigation costs and
expenses including attorneys’ fees and costs, to the extent caused by the
CITY’S wrongful, reckless or negligent acts occurring as a result from the
CITY’S performance pursuant to this AGREEMENT.

8. INSURANCE:

A. The CONTRACTOR shall maintain in good standing the insurance
described in this Section. Before rendering any services under this
AGREEMENT, the CONTRACTOR shall furnish the CITY with proof of
insurance in accordance with this Section.

The CONTRACTOR shall provide the following insurance:

1. Workers' compensation and employer's liability coverage as
required by Montana law.

2. Commercial general liability, including contractual liability
assumed under an insured agreement and personal injury
coverage’s -- $750,000 per claim and $1,500,000 per
occurrence.

3. Automobile liability -- $1,500,000 per accident.

Custodial Services for BOC
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Each policy of insurance required by this Section shall provide for no less
than 30 days' advance written notice to the CITY prior to cancellation.

The CITY shall be listed as an additional insured on all policies except
Worker's Compensation Policies.

CONTRACTOR shall comply with the applicable requirements of the
Workers’ Compensation Act, Title 39, Chapter 71, MCA, and the
Occupational Disease Act of Montana, Title 39, Chapter 71, MCA.

CONTRACTOR shall maintain workers’ compensation insurance
coverage for all members and employees of CONTRACTOR'’s business,
except for those members who are exempted as independent contractors
under the provisions of §39-71-401, MCA.

CONTRACTOR shall furnish CITY with copies showing one of the
following: (1) proof of registration as an independent contractor under Title
39, Chapter 71, MCA; (2) a binder for workers’ compensation coverage by
an insurer licensed and authorized to provide workers’ compensation
insurance in the State of Montana; or (3) proof of exemption from workers’
compensation granted by law for independent contractors.

9. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with all
applicable federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, rules, and regulations.
CONTRACTOR agrees to purchase a CITY business license.

10. PREVAILING WAGE RATES: Unless superseded by federal law, Montana law
requires that contractors and subcontractors give preference to the employment
of Montana residents for any public works contract in excess of $25,000 for
construction or nonconstruction services in accordance with sections 18-2-401
through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant thereto.
Unless superseded by federal law, each contractor shall ensure that at least 50%
of the contractor’s workers performing labor on a construction project are bona
fide Montana residents. The Commissioner of the Montana Department of Labor
and Industry has established the resident requirements in accordance with
sections 18-2-403 and 18-2-409, MCA. Any and all questions concerning
prevailing wage and Montana resident issues should be directed to the Montana
Department of Labor and Industry.

In addition, unless superseded by federal law, all employees working on a public
works contract shall be paid prevailing wage rates in accordance with sections 18-
2-401 through 18-2-432, MCA, and all administrative rules adopted pursuant
thereto. Montana law requires that all public works contracts, as defined in section
18-2-401, MCA, in which the total cost of the contract is in excess of $25,000,
contain a provision stating for each job classification the standard prevailing wage

Custodial Services for BOC
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rate, including fringe benefits, travel, per diem, and zone pay that the contractors,
subcontractors, and employers shall pay during the public works contract.

Section 18-2-406, MCA, requires that all contractors, subcontractors, and
employers who are performing work or providing services under a public works
contract post in a prominent and accessible site on the project staging area or work
area, no later than the first day of work and continuing for the entire duration of the
contract, a legible statement of all wages and fringe benefits to be paid to the
employees in compliance with section 18-2-423, MCA. Section 18-2-423, MCA,
requires that employees receiving an hourly wage must be paid on a weekly basis.

Furthermore, Section 18-2-417, requires allowance for a 3% annual increase in
wages for a multiyear contract. (1) Any public works contract that by the terms of
the original contract calls for more than 30 months to fully perform must include a
provision to adjust, as provided in subsection (2), the standard prevailing rate of
wages to be paid to the workers performing the contract. (2) The standard
prevailing rate of wages paid to workers under a contract subject to this section
must be adjusted 12 months after the date of the award of the public works
contract. The amount of the adjustment must be a 3% increase. The adjustment
must be made and applied every 12 months for the term of the contract. (3) Any
increase in the standard rate of prevailing wages for workers under this section is
the sole responsibility of the contractor and any subcontractors and not the
contracting agency.

Each contractor, subcontractor, and employer must maintain payroll records in a
manner readily capable of being certified for submission under section 18-2-423,
MCA, for not less than three years after the contractor’s, subcontractor’s, or
employer’s completion of work on the public works contract.

The nature of the work performed or services provided under this contract meets
the statutory definition of a “public works contract” under section 18-2-401(11)(a),
MCA, The booklet is attached and may also be found at http://erd.dli.mt.gov/labor-
standards/state-prevailing-wage-rates.

11.NONDISCRIMINATION:

A. CONTRACTOR shall, in performance of work under this AGREEMENT,
fully comply with all applicable federal, state, or local laws, rules,
regulations, and executive orders including but not limited to, the Montana
Human Rights Act, the Equal Pay Act of 1963, the Civil Rights Act of 1964,
the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990, and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973. CONTRACTOR
is the employer for the purpose of providing healthcare benefits and paying
any applicable penalties, fees and taxes under the Patient Protection and
Affordable Care Act [P.L. 111-148, 124 Stat. 119]. Any subletting or

subcontracting by CONTRACTOR subjects subcontractors to the same

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provisions. In accordance with 49-3-207, MCA, and Executive Order No.
04-2016. CONTRACTOR agrees that the hiring of persons to perform this
Contract will be made on the basis of merit and qualifications and there will
be no discrimination based on race, color, sex, pregnancy, childbirth or
medical conditions related to pregnancy or childbirth, political or religious
affiliation or ideas, culture, creed, social origin or condition, genetic
information, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, national
origin, ancestry, age, physical or mental disability, military service or veteran
status, or marital status by the persons performing this AGREEMENT. The
contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are
employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without
regard to their race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity,
or national origin. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the
following: Employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer, recruitment or
recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of
compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The
contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees
and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the contracting
officer setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

B. The CONTRACTOR shall state, in all solicitations or advertisements for
employees to work on jobs, that all qualified applicants will receive equal
consideration for employment without regard to race, color, sex, pregnancy,
childbirth or medical conditions related to pregnancy or childbirth, political
or religious affiliation or ideas, culture, creed, social origin or condition,
genetic information, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression,
national origin, ancestry, age, physical or mental disability, military service
or veteran status, or marital status

The CONTRACTOR and subcontractor shall abide by the requirements of
41 CFR 60-300.5(a) and 41 CFR 60-741.5(a), which prohibit discrimination
against qualified protected veterans and/or qualified individuals on the basis
of disability, and requires affirmative action by covered prime contractors
and subcontractors to employ and advance in employment qualified
protected veterans and individuals with disabilities.

The CONTRACTOR and any subcontractor shall abide by the requirements
of 41 CRF 60-1.4, which states employees or applicants may not be
discharged or in any other manner discriminated against because they have
inquired about, discussed, or disclosed their own pay or the pay of another
employee or applicant. However, employees who have access to the
compensation information of other employees or applicants as a part of their
essential job functions cannot disclose the pay of other employees or
applicants to individuals who do not otherwise have access to
compensation information, unless the disclosure is (a) in response to a

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formal complaint or charge, (b) in furtherance of an investigation,
proceeding, hearing, or action, including an investigation conducted by the
employer, or (c) consistent with the CONTRACTOR’S legal duty to furnish
information.

C. The contractor will send to each labor union or representative of workers
with which it has a collective bargaining agreement or other contract or
understanding, a notice to be provided by the agency contracting officer,
advising the labor union or workers' representative of the contractor's
commitments under section 202 of Executive Order 11246 of September
24,1965, and shall post copies of the notice in conspicuous places available
to employees and applicants for employment.

D. The CONTRACTOR shall comply with any and all reporting requirements
that may apply to it that the CITY may establish by regulation. The
contractor will furnish all information and reports required by Executive
Order No. 11246 of September 24, 1965, and by the rules, regulations, and
orders of the Secretary of Labor, or pursuant thereto, and will permit access
to his books, records, and accounts by the contracting agency and the
Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance
with such rules, regulations, and orders.

E. The CONTRACTOR shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and city
laws concerning the prohibition of discrimination. This includes complying
with all provisions of Executive Order 11246 of September 24, 1965, and of
the rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.

F. In the event of the contractor's noncompliance with the nondiscrimination
clauses of this contract or with any of such rules, regulations, or orders, this
contract may be cancelled, terminated or suspended in whole or in part and
the contractor may be declared ineligible for further Government contracts

The CONTRACTOR shall preserve the confidentiality of all CITY
documents and data accessed for use in CONTRACTOR’s work product.

staff is 50,000; 22 percent of respondents reported that they outsourced the

function. For custodians, the median is 28,000 square feet per FTE; 62
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acres per FTE; 82 percent said they used outsourcing for to handle grounds
care. (The median is the middle point in a set of data; half of the responses

are above it and half are below it.)

The responses revealed very wide variations in the practices of different
facility management departments. There are many reasons that staffing
levels differ from one organization to another. One is the level of cleaning
that is acceptable in the space; the definition of “clean” varies among
different organizations. Another has to do with the nature of the space
involved. For example, custodial services can be provided more efficiently, in
terms of square feet covered by a single FTE, in a 500,000 square foot high
rise than in a K-12 system that offers pre-kindergarten in a variety of small

spaces.

To help facility managers zero in on practices of comparable buildings, this
report breaks down the responses by ten different types of facilities: owner-
occupied commercial office, multitenant commercial office, higher education,
K-12 systems, health care, hospitality, federal government, state
government, municipal government, and retail. Even within those segments,
however, there are significant variations in staffing levels. Once again, the
variations are explained in part by the different ways that the facilities are

used and the different expectations that organizations have for their facilities.
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Thus, in reviewing the data from the survey, it's important to pay at least as

much attention to the range of responses as to the medians.

The FM Pulse survey was conducted by email by Facilitiesnet.com, the
online home of Building Operating Management and Facility Maintenance
Decisions magazines. We received 1,925 responses to the survey from

August through October 2017.

. Reduce the number of kids in the juvenile justice system through legislative action

e HB 191 was signed by the governor April 7, 2025, and will go into effect October
1. This bill provides for a new criminal offense of endangering the welfare of a
child when a person commits an assault against a partner or family member in
the presence of a child less than 18 years of age.

e Statistically, 25% of children today will witness domestic violence in their
lifetime. Once we determine the general number of child witnesses in Billings,
we should see a gradual decline in delinquency filings within about 5 years,
according to the Family Justice Alliance.

Digitized, filed (into Questys) and disposed of a significant number of essential
records including 124 boxes of work orders, 83 boxes of site plans, 87 boxes of
SIDs (Special Improvement District), 74 boxes of RIDs (Rural Improvement
District), and 268 administrative files.

D. Increase city general fund reserves to 33% of GF expenditures, less capital.

The City of Billings is projected to add to the reserves in Fiscal Year 2025,
primarily through the sale of old City Hall. Much of this will be used to pay
down the lease financing associated with New City Hall. But for the lease
payment associated with this financing, the proposed FY2026 budget will
include an addition to the General Fund Balance of S100k-S200k.
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
