Docket R-11-01: Pursuant to A.R.S. § 36-2806.01, consideration of an amendment to Article 18 of the Zoning Regulations to provide for site development standards and land use restrictions for medical marijuana dispensaries, growing facilities, and caregiver activities.  Proposition 203 (Arizona Medical Marijuana Act) was passed by Arizona voters last November and allows residents in the state with specific medical conditions to be treated with certain amounts of marijuana.  The addition of medical marijuana-related activities to Article 18 (Site Development Standards) would be accompanied by text changes to Article 2 (Definitions) and amendments to various Zoning District Articles. 
If the above docket has not been heard by the Planning and Zoning Commission by 8 p.m. at the March 9, 2011 meeting, the public hearing regarding this proposed ordinance may be continued to a later date at the Chair’s discretion.

If the Commission forwards a recommendation regarding the ordinance to the County Board of Supervisors, this docket will be heard in a public hearing before the Board of Supervisors at or after 10:00 a.m. on March 15, 2011 at the same location as the Commission meeting.
