

RESOLUTION No. 13-964
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DOUGLAS, COCHISE COUNTY, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF DOUGLAS AND COCHISE COUNTY TO EQUALLY CONTRIBUTE CITY AND COUNTY (PUBLIC) FUNDS TO BE USED AS THE NON-FEDERAL SHARE OF THE MEDICAID FUNDING TO FURTHER THE PURPOSES IDENTIFIED IN SB 1357, WHICH INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO FUNDING FOR THE SAFETY NET CARE POOL (“SNCP”), SAID FUNDING TO BENEFIT AND SUPPORT SOUTHEAST ARIZONA MEDICAL CENTER (SAMC); AND ESTABLISHING A SCHEDULE TO REIMBURSE THE COUNTY FOR THE CITY’S SHARE OF THE AGGREGATE CONTRIBUTION FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY OF DOUGLAS, ARIZONA.
WHEREAS, Cochise County the City of Douglas seek to enter into an Intergovernmental Agreement to increase access to primary, specialty, and preventive health care services in order to improve the health care of its uninsured, underinsured, underserved and vulnerable residents in the region; and 

WHEREAS, the Intergovernmental Agreement will permit the CITY and the COUNTY, as political subdivisions of the State of Arizona, contingent upon the approval by AHCCCS and the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (“CMS”), to equally contribute CITY and COUNTY (public) funds to be used as the Non-Federal Share of the Medicaid funding to further the purposes identified in SB 1357, which include but are not limited to funding for the Safety Net Care Pool (“SNCP”); and   
WHEREAS, the CITY and COUNTY have determined that it is in the best interest of both Parties to this Agreement that they provide the Non-Federal Share of the Medicaid payment to further the goals set forth in SB 1357 by enabling Southeast Arizona Medical Center to participate in the SNCP Program providing the terms and conditions of said agreement entered into by the parties is attached in Exhibit “A”, and incorporated herein by reference; and 
WHEREAS, the COUNTY has already entered into such an agreement with AHCCCS under which it has agreed to transfer, in its sole discretion, an amount not to exceed $480.366.03 to AHCCCS to be used in furtherance of the provisions of SB 1357 and the SNCP Program, funded by local tax revenues, through December 31, 2013 and City shall reimburse the County an amount not to exceed $240,183.02, in substantially equal payments over a three year period ending July 31, 2015; and
WHEREAS, as a result of this collaborative effort and upon approval by AHCCCS and the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (“CMS”),  Southeast Arizona medical Center (SAMC) is programmed to receive assistance in the anticipated amount of $1,406,069.65; and 

WHEREAS, both the CITY and the COUNTY believe they have comparable goals in benefiting the community at large and that it is in the parties’ best interests to enter into these agreements with AHCCCS in order to permit the CITY and COUNTY to provide the Non-Federal Share of the Medicaid payment for the SNCP, which monies will be expended to further these mutual goals; and

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the City of Douglas, Arizona, as follows:

Section 1.
the terms of said Intergovernmental Agreement are in the best interest of the City of Douglas.

Section 2.
Mayor Danny Ortega Jr. and the City Clerk are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Intergovernmental Agreement and any related documents necessary to consummate the transaction contemplated by the agreement for and on behalf of the City of Douglas.
Section 3.
The officers of the City Council and the City of Douglas are hereby authorized and directed to fulfill all obligations under the terms of the Intergovernmental Agreement.
