First: The total valuation of the proposed construction work needs to be established. For New-Structures and
Additions this is determined by the square foot size and construction type of the structure (measured from the
| exterior) using the International Code Councils Building Valuation DatalcG-Cest-Sehedule that follows. In the
case of Remodeling Work it would be based on the documented material and labor costs of the project.
Second: A Building Permit Fee is then applied to the valuation of the construction work, obtained in Step One
below from the Commercial Building Permit Fee Schedule listed.
