
RESOLUTION 21- 
 

AUTHORIZING THE ADDITION OF ROADS WITHIN KINGS RANCH AT CORONADO TO 
THE COCHISE COUNTY ROAD MAINTENANCE SYSTEM 

 
 
 WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors (“Board”) is authorized to lay out, maintain, 
control, and manage public roads under its jurisdiction, pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-251(4); 
and 
 

WHEREAS, on November 13, 1989, the Board approved the official Cochise County 
Maintained Road System Maps, by Resolution 89-107, which has been amended from 
time to time; and 
  

WHEREAS, the Board may spend public monies for maintenance of public roads 
and streets other than legally designated state and county highways, pursuant to A.R.S. § 
28-6705(A1); and 

 
 WHEREAS, pursuant to A.R.S. § 11-822(C), roads constructed in accordance with a 
plat approved by the board shall be accepted into the Cochise County Maintained Road 
System; and 
 

WHEREAS, on June 13, 2012, a plat was approved by the Board, and the following 
segments, as depicted in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto, have subsequently been built and 
have been inspected by the County Engineer and meet county standards; and 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that we, the Board of Supervisors of 
Cochise County, do hereby approve the following revision to be made to the Cochise 
County Maintained Road System Maps:

Red Oak Circle Maintenance I.D. #1604- Add Red Oak Circle, from the intersection of 

Red Oak Circle and Kinjockity Drive, westerly 0.62 miles 
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Vaquero Circle Maintenance I.D. #1605- Add Vaquero Circle, from the intersection of 

Vaquero Circle and Kinjockity Drive, easterly 0.59 miles 
 
Vaquero Lane Maintenance I.D. #1606 Add Vaquero Lane, from the intersection of 

Vaquero Lane and Vaquero Circle, southeasterly 0.19 miles 
 
Kinjockity Drive Maintenance I.D. #1584 Add Kinjockity Drive, from the intersection of 

Kinjockity Drive, Big Spur Circle and Saddlehorn Circle, northerly 0.12 
miles to the intersection of Kinjockity Drive, Vaquero Circle and Red Oak 
Circle 

 
 IT IS FINALLY RESOLVED that we, the Board of Supervisors, do hereby approve the 
addition of 1.52 miles of maintenance on the road described above.
