Road Categories
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County Highway
• Can spend the public’s money to acquire property rights, construct, 

maintain, and improve
• Can use concrete
• Requires majority abutting landowner approval to abandon
• Can be established by historical (pre-1950) County 

construction/maintenance and continuous public use
• Can be established, altered, or abandoned by BOS action as follows:

 County Engineer recommends OR 10 resident taxpayers petition 
the BOS for a public hearing

 BOS sets public hearing date and directs County Engineer to 
survey the road and prepare a report

 BOS takes action at public hearing 

County Maintained Road Categories
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Public Road
• Can spend the public’s money to maintain, but not improve
• Cannot use concrete
• Does not require majority landowner support to abandon
• Roads built on or after June 13, 1990, must be built to BOS adopted 

engineering standard at no cost to the County
• Roads built before June 13, 1990, allow the County to reduce liability 

through Primitive Road designation and signage
• Can be added as follows:

 Subdivision Road
• BOS authorizes that the road will be County maintained during the 

subdivision plat approval process
• Developer builds the road to BOS adopted engineering standard
• BOS adds the road as consent item at a subsequent meeting

County Maintained Road Categories
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(Continued from previous slide)

Public Road 
• Can be added as follows:

 Non-subdivision Road
• On or after June 13, 1990, a non-county entity builds the road to BOS 

adopted engineering standard
• BOS adds the road to maintenance as * consent, action, or public 

hearing item
* Note: BOS consent item process is used when project is previously 
approved by BOS action such as for an IGA with ADOT.

 Primitive Road
• Before June 13, 1990, any entity builds the road, does not meet 

County Standards
• BOS adds the road to maintenance as action or public hearing item
• County installs signs warning the public “Primitive road, caution, 

use at your own risk. This surface is not regularly maintained."

County Maintained Road Categories
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Public Road
• County can abandon by BOS action
• County should not spend the public’s money on the road
• County has a duty to warn public of known hazardous conditions
• County may be liable if the County takes actions on the road 

Private Road
• County should not spend the public’s money on the road
• County may be liable if the County takes actions on the road 

Non-County Maintained Road Categories
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Department staff reviewed 3 scenarios for Paving and managing existing 
maintenance:

• * Possible non-County maintained roads to add to maintenance
• * Possible County maintained roads to remove from maintenance
• Possible County maintained (dirt) roads to pave

* Note: Removing roads from and adding roads to maintenance can be 
managed using the “Add/Drop Policy” (Resolution 19-01)

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680 miles of Paved roads
761 miles of Unpaved roads

Grading Schedule
• Primitive Roads – every 6 months (2 times a year)
• Turkey Creek & North Middle March Rd. – 3 times a year
• Geronimo Trail (up to mp 13.5) & Cascabel Road – every 4 weeks (12 

times a year)
• All other County Roads – every 9 – 12 weeks (4 times a year)

Chip seal (objective is to chip seal all roads once every 10 years)
• 70 miles per year

Crack fill – as needed

Fog Seal
• 100 miles per year
